The qualifying period for the residential tax incentives under the Integrated Area Plan and the commercial/industrial tax incentives has been extended to the 31st July 2006 in cases where 15% of the total cost of constructing or refurbishing the building or structure or part of the building or structure, as the case may be, and site thereof, had been incurred on or before 30 June 2003 and certified in writing by the relevant Local Authority on or before 30th September 2003.  In total 40 certificates of time extensions were issued by Limerick City Council to developers wishing to avail of this extension deadline. 

In order to ensure the success of the programme over this extended period, Limerick City Council has held wide discussions with property owners and developers on the various sites identified under the Integrated Area Plan and I outline hereunder a brief résumé of the status applicable to each site.  In summary and to date final certification has been issued in respect of 8 sites and preliminary certification has been issued in respect of a further 31 sites.
