Adverse Weather Roads and Traffic
Limerick City Council is continuing its program of gritting roads, streets and footpaths.  At present all roads in Limerick City are open.  Gritting work is carried out on a programmed basis starting with the busier roads and streets.  Priority is also being given to gritting the busier footpaths in the City Centre and on the main commuter routes into the City.  Limerick City Council has at present sufficient stocks of salt and grit to continue its programme of gritting/salting.
Pedestrians, cyclists and motorists are urged to take extra care when going outdoors and using roads and footpaths during these freezing conditions.

The City Council is asking people to check on older people in their communities who may be experiencing difficulties as a result of cold weather.
