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    II. Introduction and Origins of the Anglim Family Name.

This genealogical study of the Anglim (also spelled Anglin) family attempts to provide comprehensive coverage of this family’s history throughout the world, especially in Ireland, the United Kingdom, Canada, Australia, and the United States. The Anglim, (or Anglin) family name

is an old one, and originates in Ireland. Some of the variations of the Anglim name include O'Anglim, Anglin, or O'hAngluinn. It is also a family most traditionally associated with County Cork in the southwestern part of Ireland. In fact, Edward McLysaght, in his Irish Families, wrote that the Anglim surname "has always been associated with Co. Cork" (McLysaght,p. 10). The Anglim/Anglin family has also been mentioned in the ancient Book of Kells as tympanists for the old Irish royal court. 

Several family members have achieved prominence in the nineteenth and twentieth centuries. Timothy Warren Anglin, was a leading Canadian Parliamentary leader and publisher of the

Freeman.  Margaret Fitzgerald and Joseph King perceptively describe the importance of this journal, as follows:


Until Cork-born Timothy Warren Anglin began writing as the first editor of the


Weekly Freeman in St. John [New Foundland, Canada] in 1849, there had been no


Strong voice expressing the viewpoint of the Irish, especially Irish Catholics, nor any


Medium through which a voice could counter the prevailing prejudices. The Weekly

Freeman  itself was established as a consequence of the bloody Orange Riot at York Point in July 12, 1849.  [Source: Margaret Fitzgerald and Joseph King, The Uncounted Irish in 

Canada and the United States, Toronto: P.D. Meany, Pub., 1990]  

Timothy Anglin’s daughter, Margaret Anglin (who died in 1958), was a great Canadian stage actress. She, however, chose against acting in motion pictures.

In northern Minnesota there is (or was) a village called Anglim near Crookston in Polk County. The village was named after Crookston's Mayor Anglim, who was also a leading pioneer shopkeeper of the town. He was Canadian‑born and also served on the town's Board of Education. (More information on this town is included in  Chapter VIII entitled, "Anglims in Canada and the United States" and part A, "The Town of Anglim, Minnesota.)  

In the standard and authoritative work on Irish family history, Irish Families, Edward McLysaght described the early history of the Anglim family as follows :

         Anglin, Anglim

             this is an O name, O'hAngluinn in Irish, but

         the prefix has long been discarded and I think never

         resumed. In Griffith's Co. Cork Valuation (1851‑53)

         Angland is the most numerous form. In the fiants we

         meet the early anglicized forms O'Hanglen, ny Anglyn

         etc. and also Anglant, Angyllant, Anglound. These are 

         nearly all in County Cork, and it is in that county,

         and adjacent areas of neighboring counties, the 

         name occurs in wills, marriage licence bonds etc. of

         the seventeenth and eighteenth centuries, and there it 

         is almost exclusively found today. The earliest 

         relevant reference I have met is in the Four Masters,

         under the date 1490, i.e., to Fionn O'hAngluinn, chief

         tympanist of Ireland, but his homeland is not there

         recorded (McLysaght, p.10 and 310).

This passage largely reiterates what the Rev. Patrick Woulfe wrote in the authoritative classic Sloinnte Gaedheal Is Gall: Irish Names and Surnames (Dublin:1923):

         O'hAngluinn‑O Hanglin, Anglin, Anglim; 'des. of Anglonn'

         (hero, champion); an old Cork surname, almost peculiar

         to that country; sometimes corrupted to O'hAngluim and

         angl. Anglim. The Four Masters, under the year 1490,

         record the death of Fionn Ua hAngluinn, chief tympanist

         of Ireland.

Fr. Jeremiah Anglim had also transcribed this passage in his notebook as part of his research on the Anglim family history.    At the end of this section, you will find as an illustration, the passages from the Four Masters on the Anglim family. 

Fr. Woulfe's dictionary was long considered the standard and most complete dictionary of Irish names. The dictionary is arranged by family names, under which are presented the origin,

evolution, and history of each Gaelic‑Irish, Norman and English surname with all varieties of spelling, and with brief notes on each family.

There are some other theories on the origin of the Anglim family name, however, the most accepted theory is that Anglim is Gaelic for the "son of the champion", an interpretation also found in McLysaght's Supplement to Irish Families (1964). Fr. Jeremiah Anglim, PP. of Co. Wexford, and Mr. Thomas Anglim of Co. Limerick (both in Eire) agree with McLysaght. Sr. Mary Perpetua Anglim also relied on McLysahgt's work. Thomas wrote, "Anglim is of the relationship group of surnames and means descended of Loughluint from the Irish word Anglonn which means champion" (Thomas Anglim letter, May 5, 1982). Fr. Jeremiah also believes that the Anglim surname pre‑dates the Norman invasion of the British Isles.

The Anglims (O’hAngluinn) originated as members of  an ancient Irish clan (or sept) known as the “Corca Luighe” (aka Corca Laoidhe or Loigde or Corca Laoigdhe), and were seated at Cork. The Corca Luighe were a pre-Milesian race and the name Luighe was common among their early Irish chiefs. One of those, Lughaidh Mac Con was Monarch of Ireland. According to the Book of Ballymote, Corca Luighe extended from Beann Finn westward to Tragumina and Lough Ine and from Beal Atha Buidhe to Tragh Claen at the rock. 


Each tuath of Corca Luighe was governed by a taoiseach and beneath him were the hereditary leaders. Tuatha O Fitcheallaigh and O Dunghalaigh merged in Clonakilty. O'Fehilly and O'Dunlea were the taoiseacha. Oglaigh or Leaders are represented by names which still survive, i.e. Duggan, Keady, Eady, Anglin, Kennedy, Cagney, Hennessy, Leary, Dineen, Cronin, Hayes or O'Hea, Murray, Dulea, Coffey, Cowhig, Cullinane, Downey, Lahiffe, Shinnick, Deady and Muintir Oh Illigh or Hill. The O'Driscolls were the ruling race. These races had been gradually pushed south of the Bandon river by the Eoghanachta of which the ruling families were the O'Mahony's and the O'Donoghues. Source: http://www.clon.ie/text/system/clehis1.html

An alternative theory on the origins of Anglim name is the “Anglo-Norman theory”, which is found in only one source. This theory is as follows:

Anglum – Our inquirers after the origin of this name will read the following communication with pleasure. Reliable authorities on the subject of irish surnames being very scarce in the libraries of New York, and not being ourselves very well posted on those of foreign origin, we shall always feel thankful to contributors who, as in this instance will take the trouble to supply us with any interesting facts that may have escaped our own researches: - Clifton, S.I. – The name “Anglum” or “Anglim,” as it is sometimes spelled, is Anglo-Norman, De Angelis being the Norman-French rendering for a pure English or “Anglo” cognomen. It would appear from this that there had been a play on the name, as has been frequently the case in the olden times, referring it not to its manifest origin but to the Latin word “Angelus,” angel. Or “Anglum” may be a contraction for Angelum, itself a contraction for Angelum, itself a contraction for Angelorum, gentitive plural of some word which was again rendered into Norman –French by De Angelis – a name which occurs in early English and Irish history. This would remind you of what one of the early Popes said when his attention was called to the Anglo-Saxon slaves in Rome:  “Non Angli, methercle sed Angeli!” – Not Angles, so help me, but angels. Marum, Oram, Odlum, etc., are similar English or Saxon names, the latter being a corruption from Adelm or Fitz Adelm, a branch of the DeBurgo. (See Burke’s Nobility and Gentry of Great Britain and Ireland. There is or was a respectable family of the name Anglim, at Rosegreen, in Tipperary (Source; The Emerald: An Illustrated Literary Journal, Feb. 20, 1869, at 40).  

The compiler finds no other sources mentioning this theory.

A third theory, the “Norse Origin theory”, presented by Mr. James Anglim Hurley, whose research which concluded that the name is originally Norwegian and means, "A Hill and a Hole" in Norse, i.e., "a valley". Mr. Hurley also asserted that there still Anglims in Norway. Sr. Mary Perpetua Anglim, referring to this theory, said: "since that region (Scandinavia) was more or less the home of Angles who, centuries ago invaded the shores of the British Isles, the suggestion is not beyond the bounds of possibility," (from Leaves of the Anglim Family). Mr. Hurley is of the Clare branch. He has relatives who live in Kilmihill, which is 30 miles from Limerick. Many Anglims

still live there. The origin of the family name was transmitted by word of mouth. He believes that his great great grandfather came from Norway and settled in the Shannon River area. His first

cousin, Thomas, is the family historian (Source: telephone conversation with Mr. Hurley on August 1, 1982). One of the leading problems with this theory, in addition to it being contradicted by leading authorities and other evidence of, Anglim family history is that Irish surnames are never derived from placenames (see, Chapter IV on Irish Social and Cultural History). Second, there are only a very few Norse family names in Ireland. Furthermore, Norwegian genealogists assert that  the term “Anglim” has no meaning in Norwegian, that Anglim is not a Norwegian name, and neither these genealogists nor the compilers have found any evidence of any Anglims having lived in Norway.     

Other theories, such as the origin of the name being from Palatine Germany or from France seem implausible and are not supported by reliable evidence. In 1709 families of German settlers from the Rhine Palatinate were brought to Limerick and settled around Rathkeale. Of the original 800 families who were brought to the county, only 200 (around 1200 people) remained in Ireland. Later in the century, groups of the remaining Palatine families moved to other colonies in Adare and in Castleisland in County Kerry. There is no evidence to indicate that the Anglim family was a Palatine family.

Miss Mary Anglim who wrote a letter from Ohio at the turn of the century, however, did allude to the Anglims being of French ancestry. Also, Fr. Jeremiah apparently investigated a possible relationship between the Anglims of Ireland and the D'Angouleme family of French nobility. He mentioned that there is a town called Angouleme in the Department of Charente in the "ancient province"(before the French Revolution of 1789) of Angoumois. Very detailed maps of France also indicate a small town called "Anglim" in Southwestern France. The author of this work has, however, found no evidence of a link between a French lineage (including that with the D'Angoulemes) and the Anglims of Ireland.  

There is also an oral tradition holding that the Anglim family is of Hugenot origin. Aidan Anglin makes the following points that I believe persuasively argues against such a Hugenot Anglim connection. 

i) The Huguenots immigrated to Ireland but there is no surname remotely similar to the Anglin/Anglim surname.

ii) If a mother was Hugenot and married an Anglin/Anglim then that particular Protestant tradition could continue.

iii) The Huguenot immigration began in mid 1500's, a time when the surname O'hAnguinn already existed in Ireland.

iv) The O'hAnguinn surname in Ireland came prior to Elizabeth I, as demonstrated in the Elizabethean Fiant documents

v)  There is no evidence of any French connection with the Anglin/Anglim surname.

Fr. Jeremiah also mentioned a man named De Angulo in association with a noble or warlord named DeBurgo. Following the Norman invasion in the Middle Ages, County Limerick was granted to the DeBurgos, ancestors of the Burkes, and to the Fitzwalters and Fitzgeralds. DeAngulo, was apparently a lieutenant of DeBurgo, and was of Norman descent. In 1575, they became the Costellos. Fr. Jeremiah made no clear connections between the Anglims and the DeAngulos. There also seems to be no other evidence to connect the Anglim family to De Angulo. While the Norman influence is clearly evident in the names which are now common in Limerick (including Fitzgerald, Fitzgibbon, deLacy, Woulfe, and Wall), there is no evidence to establish that the Anglim name is Norman is origin.    

There is some controversy over whether the Anglins and Anglims should be placed together in the same family history. According to some such as the late Mr. James Anglim of London England, "The Anglins have nothing to do with the Anglims." Mr. John Anglim of

Madison NJ. had a more colorful way of describing a possible

distinction between the two names. He added:

                 As the saying goes "you may talk the Irish

                 out of Ireland, but you cannot talk the Irish

                 out of an Irishman". This applied to my father's

                 opinion of the Canadian Margaret Anglin...

                 Whether true or not he heard that she was a 

                 Protestant and that added to the N instead of 

                 M at the end of her name resulted in his calling

                 her, among less quotable expressions, "a

                 notorious renegade."

The reader should first note, as stated in Margaret Anglin's biography, in chapter VII and section B of this work, that she was a Catholic.

Second, the leading genealogical authorities treat the Anglim and Anglin surnames together because they have the common derivation from the old Gaelic name, O'Hangluinn as do the names

O'Hanglen, Anglant, and Angyllant. Caution should be exercised, however, since some Anglin families are apparently of either of German or German ancestry.  The focus of this work will be exclusively on those Anglins of Irish ancestry. 

Some interesting issues of language have arisen. One of these being that “Anglim” means “English” in either Hebrew or Yiddish. This is an interesting coincidence, but is not relevant to this study.

Also, in some versions of the Bible, there is apparently a story about Abram (Abraham), who after  leaving Ur, of the Chaldeea, had settled in Canaan, and had became involved in a dispute with an “opulent and powerful family” named Anglim, which whom he had earlier traded with. This study makes no attempt to trace these Anglims to the Anglim familieis who trace their origins to Ireland. 

There are several challenges in tracing an accurate lineage of the Anglim family in Ireland. One problem is the Irish tradition of many ancestors of the same family naming their children after

siblings or cousins. The usual pattern is to name the first son after the paternal grandfather, the second after the father, and the third after the maternal grandfather. Successive daughters were named after the maternal grandmother, the mother, and the paternal grandmother respectively. There are variations to this pattern, for example, if a child, or a close relative, died it was not uncommon for the next-born child of the same sex to be given the same name. In many cases the record clearly indicates, that a child has been named after a god-parent. This situation is well‑described by Michael Dore of Dublin who recognized:

                (the) dependence of the old folk on a limited   number of christian names as well as by the 

                intermarriage of people of the same surname within a relatively narrow area. For example

                my grandfather and grandmother were both Dore; her father and mother were Dore, as                     were her paternal grandparents. there were also numerous

                collateral links.

This work provides several examples of inter‑marriages between the Anglims and the Dores, who lived close to each other in Limerick County. The old tradition of passing down the same Christian names has persisted for several generations. The parents most often used the names of their siblings or cousins to name their own children. The lineage of the compiler of this work presents a good example. Christopher Anglim's grandfather's name is Edward Thomas Anglim; Christopher's uncle (who is older than Christopher's father) is named Edward Michael Anglim (whose maternal grandfather was Michael Flaherty); Christopher's father is named Richard Thomas Anglim (after one of Edward T. Anglim's brothers). Christopher's middle name is Thomas (with his father's, Richard's, middle name) and Christopher's brother's name is John Richard Anglim (after one of Edward T. Anglim's brothers and with his father's, Richard, first name). Edward Michael Anglim's son is also named Edward and is a career US Navy officer.

I highly recommend the report written by Aidan Anglin of Cork Ireland as the best source of the earliest history of the Anglin/Anglim surname – Aidan Anglin, O’h Angluinn: A Research Report, with Particular Reference to Pre-20th Centuries (Updated September 2010). A summary of  Mr. Anglin’s conclusions follows. This author concurs with Mr. Anglin’s conclusions.

Mr. Anglin concluded that:

1. The Original surname was O’hAngluinn, a Gaeilge epithet surname. 

2. Its origin probably flows from the epithet ‘anglonn’ being applied in times past to particular individuals due to their valour. 

3. The major anglicised forms of the surname are Anglin, Anglim, Hanglin 

4. The origin of the name lies in Ireland.  

5. Judging from the early occurrences of the surname as indicated in the appendices, this origin is in South West Cork, particularly in the Clonakilty area. But there is the possibility the epithet was also applied to a person in the North West Cork area. 

6. No creditable evidence was unearthed indicating a non Irish source. 

7. The early holders of this surname were ordinary people, there is no evidence of them being landed people. However a feature of the research is how successful the descendants were having left Ireland. 

8. An individual person of this name is initially identified in 1490 and is rare in documents in Ireland prior to 1700, 

9. The occurrence of the surname outside Ireland commences in the late 1500’s. It surfaces in the early stages of its diaspora in continental Europe and then later in those south American countries linked to the continent. In the 1600’s it is linked to English colonies beginning with Maryland, Virginia and the Caribbean. 

10. The scatter of the surname follows the same pattern as Irish emigration in general including the vicissitudes of their lives 

11. While originally those with the surname were Catholic, it is clear at an early stage there grew an important segment who were of the reformed faith. 

12. During the 1800’s the surname in Ireland became Anglin or Anglim, the Hanglin form having died out. The presence of the Hanglin form abroad is reasonably common and would indicate the original emigrants who carried this form abroad would have left Ireland pre 1800. 

13.  While the Hanglin/Anglin/Anglim surname has been passed down through the male line, there are instances in Irish records of females whose maiden name was Anglin passing their maiden name Anglin to their male progeny. For the descendants of such individuals there is no doubt of their Irishness but there are real implications for the DNA research in these instances.

This family history, for the most part, covers the period from the late 18th to the 20th centuries. The Anglims were, of course, profoundly effected by events in both Ireland and America throughout this period. The Irish during the early part of this period were a people yearning for change, while clinging desperately to ancient traditions. The American Irish during this period were a people who both grieved their forced departure from the old world, while also reaping benefits from the new world. 

Throughout decades of  challenges and progress, some have family members have noticed that some traits that tended to be passed on from generation to generation. Fr. Jeremiah, for example, wrote that the "marks of Anglims" include, "long arms, singing voice, broad shoulders, bossy." Well not universally true, this generalization does merit thoughtful reflection. As for myself, I would prefer to think of the Anglim family legacy as the enduring presence of certain basic values. While hazardous to generalize about so many people, of different times and places, I have generally found Anglim family members to possess the values of a strong religious belief, patriotism, a commitment to service, devotion to family, the drive to succeed tempered by high ethical conduct, and a love of nature. This appreciation of the outdoors is undoubtedly derived from a deep love of the ancestral homeland. I've also found the Anglims to practice traditional Irish warmth and friendliness. Even during the dark days of foreign rule, as Horace Walpole remarked, the "Irish have the best hearts in the three kingdoms" of what was then the United Kingdom.

 I am equally as sure that most Anglims, wherever they eventually settled, share the same dream for Ireland that Eamon de Valera enunciated in his "dream speech" of St. Patrick's Day, March 17, 1943. De Valera said:

               The Ireland which we have dreamed of would

            be the home of a people who valued material

            wealth only as a basis of right living, of a

            people who were satisfied with frugal comfort

            and devoted their leisure to things of the

            spirit; a land whose countryside would be

            bright with cosy homesteads, whose fields

            and villages would be joyous with the sounds

            of industry, with the romping of sturdy

            children, the contests of athletic youths,

            the laughter of comely maidens; whose firesides

            would be forums for the wisdom of serene old

            age. It would, in a word, be the home of a

            people living the life that God desires that

            meant should live.          

Whatever our specific dreams or aspirations are as individuals, we share basic values, a common heritage, and a proud lineage as members of the greater Anglim family.

In order to understand some context for the references to names and customs, the compiler, Christopher Anglim, has supplied the following notes. 

The Magic Known as Ireland

Shrouded by the signature Irish mist, Ireland is a land of contrasts, and it evokes strong images. It is an island marked by old dunes shaped by tide and wind. Ireland's emerald green landscape is due to the fact that it is the most rainy and fertile countries in Europe. It is also the land of the mysterious Burren (derived from Boireann, which means rocky place). It has a profusion of flowers such as blue gentian, cranesbill, maidenhair fern, rock rose, and many rare orchids which grow in the crags and crevices.

Ireland's history, to a large extent, is documented in stone. First, there is Bunratty Castle, the most complete and authentic medieval castle in Ireland, and the last of four fortresses to stand on that site overlooking the Shannon River. There are also 100 ring forts, 70 Norman-style castles, and more than 500 churches just on the Burren near Ennis. These include the Dysert O'Dea Castle, St. Tola's Church with its 11th century tower, and intricately stone cross, and a holy well. Many of Ireland's medieval structures were reduced to ruins under Oliver Cromwell's orders, in order to eliminate both the Roman Catholic Church and Irish national identity.   

The Origin and Development of Irish Surnames

Ireland was one of the first countries in which a system of hereditary surnames arose: they were known in Ireland long before the Norman invasions brought English‑style surnames to the

country. The Irish prefixes Mac ('son of') and O ('grandson or descendant of') gave rise at an early date to a fixed hereditary names in which the literal patronymic meaning was lost or

obscured. O'Neill, for example, became known as a hereditary byname from the fourth century onwards. 

These surnames originally signified membership of a clan, but with the passage of time, the clan system became less distinct, and surnames came to identify membership of what is called a

'sept': a group of people all living in the same locality, all bearing the same surname, but not necessarily descended from a common ancestor. Adoption of the name by people who did not

otherwise have a surname and by dependents was not uncommon. Later nicknames were in some cases to supersede the original clan names, giving rise to surnames such as Duff 'Black'.

During the long centuries of English domination, Irish surnames were crudely Anglicized. The Irish Gaelic language was proscribed, and surnames were Anglicized phonetically or by  translation. At its mildest, the prefixes Mac and O' were abandoned, so that O Manachain became Monaghan and Mac an Fhailghigh became McNally and then Nally. At worst, Irish surnames were distorted beyond all recognition. Thus, Mac Giolla Eoin "son of the servant of Eoin" was transmuted into Munday by confusion of the last part of the name with Irish Luain, genitive of Luan Monday. O Glasain became Gleeson, while O Beagloaich became Begley.

Irish surnames proper are never derived from placenames. The reverse is in fact the case. Ballymahon is a typical example of one of the many placenames derived from a surname: it is named as 'the townland of Mahon'. (Thus, this is one of the problems with Mr. Hurley's theory on the origin of the family name as mentioned in the Introduction of this work).  

Ireland and the Question of Language

Before the famine in the 1840s, millions of Irish spoke Gaelic. The famine deeply affected Gaelic Ireland. Of the millions who died or emigrated, most were Gaelic-speaking. One of the truly great testimonies of Gaelic Ireland was Daniel Corkery's The Hidden Ireland, which celebrated the Gaelic poets of 18th century Ireland. The 1937 Irish Constitution states that Irish is the "first national language".  

The Recording of Baptism In Ireland

Baptism is the most recorded event in church records since most dioceses did not maintain death records and not everyone married (at all, or before emigrating). Pursuant to Catholic doctrine, children are to be baptized as soon as possible after birth. Most baptisms were performed at the home or the priest's house up to the 19th century. Gradually, there was a move towards church baptisms. As the availability of churches increased, the ceremony moved to the church. In 1850 the Synod of Thurles recommended that baptisms be performed in church. When this recommendation was communicated to Rome for verification, it was made mandatory. From then on it became the normal practice and undoubtedly the change assisted in the orderly maintenance of records. 

The Recording of Marriages in Ireland.

The preferred times of the year for Catholic marriages were the autumn and spring months, Marriage during Advent (the four weeks before Christmas) and Lent (the forty days before Easter) was not allowed without a special dispensation from the Church. Some popular times were just before Lent, i.e., during February and early March and also September to October. Marriage was generally celebrated in the home. Over time, the ceremony gradually moved to churches as these facilities became available. In 1850, the Synod of Thurles made it mandatory for the marriage to be performed in church. 

The Irish have traditionally married within their own social class. For example, laborer's sons tended to marry laborer's daughters, while large farmer's daughters to large farmers. This was ensured by the dowry system, whereby the family of the groom would expect the bride to bring with her a dowry suited to her groom's status. Many, if not most, marriages among more prosperous families through matchmakers who ensured that the couple were socially suited. Another feature of Irish marriage was that among the poorer classes marriage tended to occur at an early age, while the more prosperous usually married later. It was also the traditional rule that it is unusual to marry anyone outside the parish ("pos ar an gcarn aviligh").

Prior to the famine of 1845‑47, economic factors had led to earlier marriages. Following the famine, there were several economic and social changes including a rising standard of living, a prohibition of the subdivision of holdings, the rule that only one son could inherit and the need for larger farms. One dramatic consequence of the famine was that the age of marriage increased. 

The Traditions of Irish Settlements

The Irish have a very old tradition of living in rural communities. The villages and towns which emerged over time were associated with the surrounding country.

To understand the references in this work regarding an ancestor's place of origin in Ireland, you must become familiar with the various jurisdictions of that place. The important jurisdictions to know are:

   Province: There are four provinces in Ireland, consisting of several counties each. They are: Ulster, Leinster, Connaught, and Munster.

   County:   There are 32 counties in Ireland. There are two  counties that have changed their names Leix or  Laoighis or Laois formerly Queen's County, Offaly  (Ua Failghe) formerly King's County.

   Barony:   The barony is usually an area of land within a county. It is based on old tribal jurisdictions. There are 325 baronies in Ireland.

   Diocese:  This is an ecclesiastical division. There are 29 Dioceses for the Church of Ireland. The boundary of  each diocese does not always correspond to the boundaries for counties.

   Parish:   This is a smaller division of a diocese. It may contain several towns or cities or there may be many  parishes in a large city. There were 2,447 parishes  in Ireland.   

 Townsland:  The townsland is Ireland's smallest administrative unit. It most clearly influences daily life and social relations in the county. The townsland is an Irish person’s pastoral address and preserves historic communal life. The Irish still belong to a given townsland even if they've become separate units , or if the "town" or cluster had been divided.

             Baile (or bally) is Gaelic for home‑place or townsland. Five thousand townslands begin with the prefix "Bally" in Ireland. The size varies, but averages about 1/2 square mile. The average

             townsland population in a rural area is about 50.

The traditional Irish cottage is usually viewed as something like Maureen O'Hara's place in the "Quiet Man", i.e., a rustic stone house with a thatch roof and peat burning in the hearth. The old‑style homes in Ireland were also shelter for man and beast, and were a vehicle of family lore and regional tradition. 

Local roads in many places have been described as rough, ill‑defined tracks (and roads in many parts of Ireland are still bad). Horseback riding until contemporary times has long been the

common means of travel.

Inheritance in Ireland

Landholding changes in Ireland are dominated more by kinship networks, than by other factors such as economics, technology, or government activities. One strong feature in the Irish tradition is love for the land and pride in the inheritance of ancestral property. A tradition developed of dwellers on such lands to claims that their forefathers had retained possession of the homestead since the days of "Brian Boru" or some other distant date. It is not uncommon for small farms to be in a family for 250 years. Another factor is that the British, by force and cajolery, had during the 17th and 18th centuries, taken the lands of the native Irish, and set up a series of military "plantations", turning owners into tenants. While English landowners extracted rent, the soldiers were often rewarded with small-holdings. Many of the descendants of the native Irish regained their families' status as landowners after land reform in the late 19th century.  This property is not taxed under an Irish government policy to protect family farmers.

Another problem was that particularly after the Napoleonic wars, population growth and social and economic change transformed the adaptive strategy of peasant families. It had been the custom for a father to provide a patch of land to each son upon his marriage usually by subdividing the family's holdings. As land grew scarcer, however, fathers could no longer thus provide for their sons. The offspring were forced to either join the growing ranks of landless laborers or to leave the country. 

Irish Emigration

When the "Great Emigration" occurred during the Potato Famine, Ireland's population decreased from 8 million to 5 million within 20 years. Between 1845 and 1851 about 1.5 million Irish people died of starvation and disease. Another 1.5 million immigrated to America, largely from the west and southwest of Ireland. The emigrants left hurriedly, and by any means they could, including overcrowded unseaworthy "coffin ships", vessels characterized by a death rate similar to that of the slave ships from Africa. Those who survived the voyage were compelled to live in squalid compounds set up to house migrants on the east cost of the United States.

Emigrants who wished to return to Ireland would embrace a particular stone. Emigrants would recite a special prayer called "Mairbhne Phadraic". Another emigration tradition is the "Bridge of Tears" at Newcastle West (An Caislen Nua Thiar). Here, immigrants forced by the famine to leave their beloved homeland, said their farewells to their homeland and families before sailing down river to Cork and then overseas.

There has been significant Irish emigration eastward, as well as westward. By the 1990s, some have remarked that there are more people of Irish descent in Great Britain (England, Scotland, and Wales) than in Ireland itself. There are few families in Ireland without cousins across the Irish Sea.

ANGLIM of Richmond in the State of California in the United States of America, Attorney at Law, son of Patrick Anglim of Napa in the same State, grandson of Matthew Anglim of Rosegreen in the county of Tipperary in Ireland and great-grandson of William Anglim of the same setting forth that he is desirous that certain Armorial Ensigns may be duly marshaled and assigned by lawful authority unto him and to the other descendants of his great-grand-father the said William Anglim such as without injury or prejudice to any other they may for ever bear and advance and praying that I would grant and assign unto them such Armorial Ensigns as aforesaid and that the Armorial Ensigns so granted and assigned may be ratified and recorded in my Office, to the end that the Officers of Arms there and all others upon occasion may take full notice and have knowledge thereof. 

NOW I, the said Chief Herald of Ireland, having taken the said application into consideration and having enquired into and examined the circumstances, am pleased .to comply with the said application, and do, by these Presents, acting on behalf of and by the authority of the Government of Ireland ratify unto the said CLIFFORD C. ANGLIM and to the other descendants of his great-grandfather the said William Anglim the Arms following, that is to say: Tierce in pairte or, gules and azure, on the dexter a garb and on the sinister a balance of the first, in chief a laurel wreath vert, with the Crest: A lyre or between two laurel branches vert,i mantled gules doubled argent, and the Motto: Fides, the whole more clearly depicted in the margin hereof.

TO HAVE and to hold the said Arms unto the said CLIFFORD C. ANGLIM and to the other descendants of his great-grandfather the said William Anglim for ever and :he same to bear, use, shew, set forth and advance in shield or banner or otherwise according to the Laws of Arms and without the let, hindrance, molestation, interruption, controlment or challenge of any manner of person or persons whatsoever.

Overview

County Clare, situated on the west coast of Ireland in the province of Munster experienced heavy  emigration over the last two hundred years. Between the years 1850 and 1880 an estimated 112,000 people emigrated from Co. Clare. By comparison the present population stands at just under 90,000.

Emigration led to the Clare Diaspora that resulted in millions of people world-wide who trace their ancestry to County Clare. Clare people emigrated to the United States of America, Canada, Australia, New Zealand, Great Britain, South Africa and Argentina 

Emigration

Emigration from County Clare essentially began with the famine of 1822, which followed a disastrous harvest in 1821. In 1821, the population of Co Clare was 208,089, having doubled during the previous twenty years. This explosion was a rural phenomenon, and continued until the mid-1840s. What sustained this dense rural population was that  since 1792 vast tracts of mountain land were reclaimed. People felt that the potato on which they subsisted could never fail. A family of six persons could be maintained on less than one acre of ground. With the rising population tenants, invariably without the consent of their landlords, sublet and subdivided their farms into two or three acre holdings which provided sustenance for landless sons and neighbors. The Napoleonic wars also inflated agricultural prices, which were good for landlord and tenant and provided employment for subtenants, cottiers and labourers. People had no apprehension of poverty. Consequently early marriages occurred and children were regarded as being of little or no burden.

After the peace of 1815, rural Ireland underwent a dramatic transition. With the collapse of the war boom, grain prices collapsed. Landlords were still demanding wartime rents after peace prices had returned. This led to conflict - tenants were unable to meet the demands being made on them. Many resident landlords were in dire economic straits. They sought a solution to their problems through consolidating the small farms into large tillage holdings or into pasture land for the grazing of cattle. This pushed thousands of families off the land, and demolished their habitations.

The disastrous famine of 1822 was especially severe in Clare. Daniel O'Connell in a letter to his wife, dated 4th May 1822 states: 'All are actually starving in Co Clare and nearly so in Kerry. The distress is extreme and the want spreading'. Any emigration resulting from this famine generally ended up on Merseyside, with Irish labourers building docks, water ways, public buildings and factories in Lancashire and beyond. It was not long however until English economists proclaimed that the swarming of Irish pauper workers evicted from the land, into English factories at reduced wages, threatened the standard of living of British workers and so in time the English Government established a Poor law or 'workhouse' system for Ireland.

After 1822 emigration to Australia was more attractive than to America due to the fact that it was mainly aid-provided. Convict transportation from the county pre-1822 was insignificant, amounting to only 82 people, 9 of whom were females. Between 1821 and 1840, however, 636 Clare people were transported to NSW, principally for petty crime - stealing bread, butter, clothing, killing sheep for meat, all done in the name of survival. More serious crimes, including the stealing of cattle, earned life sentences. These convicts sent home word about the superior kind of life available in the colonies, which set the pattern for subsequent emigration especially from Tipperary, Clare and South East Galway, evoking memories of Whiteboys, Terry Alts and Ribbonmen.

In the 1820's quite a number of free settlers with capital entered Australia. They were mostly the sons of landlords, of merchant and professional classes. Some commissioned officers at British Army outposts such as India, sold their commissions and for the money purchased ranches in Australia. For £1,000 one could purchase more than 2,000 acres of good land. They needed shepherds, stockmen, ploughmen, artisans, miners, and they in turn came from amongst evicted tenants and others as 'indentured' labourers, whose passages were mostly paid for.

'Improving' landlords such as Col Wyndham, offered free passage to tenants and their families to emigrate to Canada or Australia. Many families availed of the offer; the only alternative was eviction. The poor law was enacted in 1838 and the county was divided into Poor Law Unions each administered by a Board of Guardians. Originally, there were only four unions in Clare - Ennis, Kilrush, Scariff and Ennistymon. Each had a workhouse which at Ennis and Kilrush could accommodate 800 inmates while Scariff and Ennistymon were expected to cater for 600. Between 1850 and 1852 other workhouses were provided at Corofin, Ballyvaughan, Kildysart and Tulla. Most of the inmates were evicted tenants and orphans, and others left destitute, by the Great Famine. The Boards of Guardians discovered that it was cheaper to pay the passage to Australia for an able-bodied inmate, than to maintain him in the workhouse, and very many of those in receipt of poor law aid availed of such offers. At that time also there was an imbalance in the colony between males and females, and the governors were clamouring for greater female immigration. The Boards of Guardians in the Poor Law Unions considered that they should lessen the burden on their finances, by offering free passage to Australia to orphan girl inmates between the ages 14 and 18 years. The workhouses during the period 1840 -1862, were homes for the most destitute children in Ireland. One boat the Thomas Arbuthnot arrived into Sydney on the 3rd February 1850 with a cargo of orphans, including eighty-two girls from Co Clare workhouses. A number of wealthy citizens in Australia to-day are direct descendants of those girls.

The colonial bounty system, to aid would-be immigrants, came into being in 1837 but was revised in 1840. It granted pecuniary aid under certain conditions to persons bringing into NSW from the UK (including Ireland) agricultural labourers, shepherds, tradesmen, female domestics and farm servants. The sum of £38 would be paid as a bounty for any married man, of the above description, and his wife, neither of whose ages on embarkation to exceed 40 years; £5 for each child between 1 and 7 years; £10 for each child between 7 and 15 years and £15 for each above 15 years; £19 would be allowed for every unmarried female domestic or farm servant not below 15 nor above 30 years, coming out under the protection of a married couple as part of a family.

The Gold Rush of the 1850's brought thousands of emigrants, almost overnight into Victoria. In the year 1856, 278 emigrants from Clare arrived on assisted passages into Victoria; Tipperary were next with 206 and it is remarkable that all Leinster including Dublin City only provided 222. Large concentrations of Clare people settled at Ballarat and Bendigo.

Emigration to South Australia only began in the 1840's and was much encouraged by Charles Bagot, land agent for Bindon Blood who lived at Rockforest, Kilkeedy and who was supervisor of the Burren road system. He chartered a boat, the Birman, which arrived into Adelaide in 1840! His son discovered copper at Kapunda. Several North Clare families, probably prompted by Bagot, settled in the district - Kerin, Canny, Linnane, Davoren etc and all have descendants there to-day. Dr Blood, first medical doctor in Kapunda and first Mayor of the town, emigrated from Corofin in 1844. Part of the town of Clare, in the nearby Clare Valley, the great wine-producing area in South Australia is called Inchiquin. One sees 'Inchiquin Port Wine' in every bar in South Australia.

Very many Clare people attained eminence in the professional and business life of Australia. An account of all of them would make a substantial volume. We shall mention but a few. Michael Durack and his family from Maherareagh, in the Parish of Iniscaltra, arrived as an 'indentured labourer' into NSW in May 1853. His son Patsy Durack extended his ownership of land over thousands of square miles. Dame Mary Durack now living in Perth, wrote Kings in Grass Castles describing in detail the fabulous achievements of the Duracks. Paddy Hannon born at Gurteen, Quin, on 24 April 1840, son of John Hannon and Bridget Lynch, discovered two nuggets of gold north of Coolgardie on 15th June 1893 and this was the beginning of the fabulous 'Golden Mile'. A statue of him stands on the main street of Kalgoorlie and a bust of him is to be seen in the DeValera Library in Ennis which was presented to the Clare Co Council in 1988 by the Corporation of Kalgoorlie. A Clareman Patrick Lynch owned two hotels in Kalgoorlie in the last century and was an ardent supporter of Home Rule for Ireland.

Captain Charles Fitzgerald, born at Kilkee in 1791, was Governor of Western Australia from 1848 to 1855. He is buried at Kilkee. Now we shall turn our attention to Irish emigration to America. This really began before migration to Australia, but for the same causes. The Erie Canal started in 1817 was completed in 1825; it covered a distance of 350 miles across NY state from Albany on the Hudson to Buffalo on the Lake Erie. Fifty thousand people almost entirely Irish lived along the route. The Irish Catholic emigrant settled in cities and towns rather than in the open country.

The Catholic Irish who landed in America before the mid-1850's arrived on sailing ships. April and May were the recommended months for the emigrant to take passage. July and August were to be avoided as the prevalence of south-west winds made for a tedious journey. Those travelling to the US depended almost entirely on their own devices, relations already in America frequently providing passage money. There are records of girls in domestic employment, walking more than 25 miles to New York to send passage money home to Ireland, or make a booking with a shipping agent. Migrants generally bought tickets at an agency in the nearest town and there could be a delay of weeks waiting to obtain a passage, meanwhile living as best they could in the overcrowded seaports. Each migrant had to have sufficient provisions to last the journey, which usually took from 50 to 70 days. Those early emigrants were much to be pitied. What a traumatic experience it was for people who had not been more than fifteen miles away from home and who could not read nor write, (in 1841, 61% of all Clare people over 5 years were illiterate). The Irish peasant's knowledge of life ahead of him was often fragmentary and fanciful. Many Irish emigrants availed of cheap passages out of Liverpool on outgoing cotton ships and so we find that New Orleans, in the Cotton Belt, was second to New York in its reception of migrants. Boston, the new home of so many Clare people, held only third place. The extent of emigration from Ireland to Australia was very great up to 1870, which is reflected to-day in the fact that one in every three Australians has Irish roots - over five million in a population of 16 million. Enumeration of emigrants began in 1851. We can only speculate on the extent of emigration before that date. However between 1st May 1851 and 31st March 1881, 100,496 Clare men and women left Ireland for foreign parts and remarkably males led females by exactly only 100 souls. The highest year for emigration was 1851 the figure 9,499 - averaging 180 people per week, leaving the county.

A History of Kilmihil

In pre famine times Kilmihil, was a densely populated area. Indeed the present village was far from being the largest centre of the population. In 1837 there was 3794 people in the parish with only 79 in the hamlet. with this number of people on the land (8000 acres) the country side must have been dotted with cabins. Many of these ruined structures are still to be seen. 

Kilmihil has changed considerably since Samuel Lewis described it in 1837 as a small hamlet containing 79 people. The village now has a population of over 300. The parish of Kilmihil became a separate Roman Catholic division, separating from the parish of Kilmacduane, in 1848. About 120 children were educated in two private schools in 1837. One hundred and fifty years later over 200 pupils are educated in four National Schools. 

The description of Kilmihil given in Lewis’ Topographical Dictionary of Ireland in 1837 now follows:


'Kilmihil or Kilmichael, a parish in the Barony of Cloderalaw, County of Clare and Province of Munster, 8 miles from Kildysart, on the road from Kilrush to Ennis, containing 3,794 inhabitants of which number 79 are in the hamlet. It comprises 8089 statute acres about two thirds of which consist of arable land of medium quality and the remainder of mountain pasture. There is also a considerable portion of waste and bog. Fairs are held in Kilmihil on May 19th, July 18th and September 29th and a court for the Manor of Crovreahan is occasionally held in Kilmihil by the seneschal in which small debts are recoverable. The parish is in the diocese of Killaloe, the rectory is impropriate in the representatives of Lord Castlecoote and John Scott Esq. and the vicarage forms part of the union of Kilfarboy. The tithes amount to £192 of which £62-15s-41/2d is payable to John Scott Esq. and the remainder to the Vicar. In the Roman Catholic divisions it is the head of a union or district which also comprises the parish of Kilmacduane. About 120nm children are educated in two private schools. The ruins of the old church still remain in the burial ground.' 

Another description of Kilmihil in 1845 from the Parliamentary Gazeteer of Ireland, 1845 


KILMICHAEL, vulgarly KILMIHILL, a parish, containing a hamlet of the same name, in the barony of Clonderalaw, 8¼ miles west-north-west of Kildysert, co. Clare, Munster. Length, 5 miles; breadth, 4½; area, 18,772 acres, 3 roods, 2 perches,-of which 142 acres, 2 roods, 15 perches are water. Pop., in 1831, 3,794; in 1841, 5,080. Houses 860. Area of the village, 11 acres. Pop., in 1831, 79; in 1841, 118. Houses 23. Fairs are held on May 19, July 8, and Sept. 28. The parochial surface consists of arable and pasture land, intermixed with bog and mountain; and is washed and drained by the Creegh and Doonbeg rivers. The highest ground is in the north, and has an altitude of 554 feet; and the highest level of the Creegh rivulet, within the north border, is 493 feet.-This parish is a vicarage, and part of the benefice of KILFARBOY, in the dio. of Killaloe. The vicarial tithes are compounded for £80 4s. 1d., and the rectorial for £118 3s. 1d., and the latter are impropriate in Lord Castlecoote and Bindon Scott, Esq. The Roman Catholic chapel has an attendance of 900; and, in the Roman Catholic parochial arrangement, is united to one or two chapels within the benefice of Kilmurry-Clonderalaw. In 1834, the Protestants amounted to 12, and the Roman Catholics to 4,068; and two hedge-schools had on their books 82 boys and 41 girls. The Kilmichael and Cooreaclare dispensary is within the Kilrush Poor-law union, and serves for a pop. of 7,635; and, in 1839-40, it expended £95 12s. 10d., and made 2,400 dispensations of medicine. 
 

The origin of the name “Kilmihil” 


Kilmihil is a transliteration of the Gaelic Cill Mhichíl which means “The church of St. Michael”. 
 

St. Senan and Kilmihil 


Tradition credits the founding of a church here to St. Senan in honour of Michael the Archangel. During the reign of Pope Galasius (A.D. 492-496) an apparition of the Archangel took place on the summit of Mt. Garganus in Apulia in Italy. This apparition and the founding of the church in Kilmihil both took place during St. Senan’s lifetime (488A.D. – 554A.D.). After visiting Rome about 530 A.D. he returned to Ireland wishing to foster devotion to Michael. While travelling from Scattery Island to Doolough he stopped in Kilmihil where he founded the church. 
 

John Breen
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In April 1920, after Sunday mass, an attack took place on the R.I.C. patrol in the village of Kilmihil. A local man, John Breen, was shot dead. Sergeant Carrol, R.I.C. was also killed and Constable Collins was severely wounded. Several civilians were injured in a conflict between police and people. There are reports of panic as men, women and children fled in all directions. John Breen was aged 22. He became a member of the Volunteers in 1917, with the formation of the Kilmihil Company. He became one of its first officers. A monument to his memory has been erected in Kilmihil.  

Knockmore Lake 


Knockmore Lake has been the scene of several interesting archaeological finds. Thomas Haugh of Knockmore discovered an enclosure or pound while cutting turf. The walls were 4 feet long and it may have been designed to hold goats or sheep. On another occasion he found a type of hurling ball or sliotar, which consisted of a leather cover, stuffed with some type of coarse hair, possible horsehair. In 1980 P.J. Coughlin deepened the outlet from the lake and when the water level dropped by 2 feet he discovered a cooking place close to the enclosure found by Thomas Haugh. In 1934 a bronze-bound medieval casket was recovered from Knockmore Bog and is now on display in the National Museum. 
 

Knockalough Lake 


Knockalough is a lake of 2.33 acres and lies 1 mile to the east of the village. It has been partly developed as a recreational and picnic area. The very attractive wooded island in the lake is believed to have been a crannog or lake-dwelling. The remains of a fortified dwelling can be observed on a small island. Tradition says that it was one of the castles of Turlogh Roe MacMahon, a chieftain well known by tradition as "Turlogh Roe, the liar and deceiver, who by one stroke killed his wife and child." 


St. Michael's Shrine & Medieval Church 


St. Michael's Shrine is still a revered spot in Kilmihil today. The Church Ruin in the cemetery was originally the medieval parish church. In 1632 Mariana MacGorman dreamed on three occasions that St. Michael the Archangel appeared to her and directed her to go to his church at Kilmihil and dig for his well at a little distance, where she should find some reeds growing. 


She did so with the help of her parish priest and son and discovered a spring on the spot indicated. The MacGorman Family fled from Leinster in the twelfth century and settled within the area covered by the parishes of Kilfarboy, Kilmurry Ibrickan and Kilmihil. The well of Saint Michael is said to have cured Mariana MacGorman's gout and other ailments. News of its healing effects spread abroad and it became a popular place of pilgrimage. During the penal days people visited it from far and near seeking cures for their various complaints. The church ruins were partially rebuilt and the site of the shrine and holy well cleaned up, cleared and renovated between 1934 and 1937. The cemetery is better maintained than most others in West Clare and contains some fine examples of the house-like tombs peculiar to the area. 


Cahermurphy Castle 


The MacGorman stronghold once stood in the middle of a broad marshy valley near a little stream running westwards through Cahermurphy lake. When the original earthworks were built the valley was probably a large shallow lake. Only the north-west corner remains. The work is unique in Clare, and only for its sloping site is closely similar in plan to certain early Norman earthworks, with a square bailey and low motte castle. It may have been laid out by the MacGormans from their recollection of some such structure in Leinster. The Macgorman fled from Leinster in the twelfth century and settled within the area covered by the parishes of Kilfarboy, Kilmurry Ibrickan and Kilmihil. Murchadh was succeeded by his son, Cuebha, from whom the descent ran in an unbroken line to Melachlin Dubh MacGorman, the Chief, in 1498, from whom all the landowners of the later family were derived. His grandson, Domhnall, is said to have built the castle of Cahermurphy, though it may be far older than this. The family kept themselves apart from the crimes and petty wars of Thomond. They "nourished poets and fed the poor for 400 years". Daniel and Mahone MacGorman of Cahermurphy took an active part in the siege of Tromra Castle in 1642 but the family was still in possession of Cahermurphy in 1655. By 1675 Viscount Clare held Cahermurphy and other surrounding lands. Cahermurphy was confiscated again in 1688 and sold to Francis Burton, Charles Mac Donnell and Nicholas Westby. The MacGormans continued to live in Drumellihy. 


Cahermurphy Stone Fort 


Cahermurphy Stone Fort gave its name, the caher or fort of Murchadha, to the area. Situated in a commanding position at the northern end of the valley on a steep green hill, one of the outposts of the plateau from Mount Callan, it was a stronghold which could resist almost any enemy. 


Castlepark House 


Castlepark House to the north of the old castle is a nineteenth-century house built on the site of an older house of the same name. It was here that Thomas the Chevalier O'Gorman was born in 1732. 
 

The Liagans 


The Liagans are two standing stones about a half mile from the church of Kilmihil. They are over seven feet high and were supposed to mark the bounds of St. Senan's Church land here at Termonroe. 

           Part A: The County Clare Lineage

The following narrative written by Sr. Mary Perpetua Anglim on the Clare branch of the Anglim family. This work is presented here verbatim. The family charts beginning with Chart A‑1 are based on this narrative. To this day, County Clare remains predominantly rural. Ennis (population 6,000) is the largest settlement and the "county town" (the equivalent to the American "county seat").

Forward

The origin of the name has been the subject of no little controversy. One energetic member of the family (James Anglim

Hurley) has traced it to Scandinavia, and since that region was more or less the home of the Angles who centuries ago invaded the shores of the British Isles, the suggestion is not beyond the

bounds of possibility.

Suppose it to say for our present purpose that it is by no means a common name in Ireland, and still more uncommon in England.

It is heartening however to observe that the present generation (1980) hold excellent promise for its continuity.

Long may it flourish!

(page one)

Lawrence Whelan married Mary Anne Murphy from Clowhide, Cork.

(page two)

In 1800 and for many years later there were three families of Anglims in Upper Ahy‑an‑Call, Co. Clare [Chart A‑1] 

Patrick known as Paud, and Tom were brothers. They had at least one sister Bridget who married Finucane in Lower Shy‑an.

Johnny (my grandfather, your great grandfather) the owner of the third farm was their first cousin.

Paud married a girl named McMahon from near Kilrush. They probably had a large family, but only three of them were known to the present writer.

Michael‑a delicate man who did not marry.

Anne‑married Pat Lernihan (Patheen Porick) and went to live in that part of Leborn called the "Laskin."

Catherine‑married Pat Whelan from Shragh who came to live in their house in Shyan hence the change of name.

Catherine and Pat Whelan had three children. Lawrence, May, and Micko.

(page three)

Tom‑Paud's brother was married to a girl named Kelly‑‑here again there were probably several children, but we have no record except for two. Maria who did not marry. Johnny who married Margaret Kelly from Clonreddan Coorastare. There were children of this marriage but they all died in infancy. 

When eventually Johnny and Margaret were no longer able to carry on the farm they handed it over to John Finucans (or Finucane) a grandson of the aforesaid Bridget Anglim who had married a Finucane in Lower Shyan. Again the name Anglim was displaced, this time by the name of Finucane.

(page four)

                 Digression

Before Johnny Anglim married Mary McDonald his parents provided for their own old age by allotting to themselves, a small holding adjacent to the main farm or probably part of it originally

.

When the old man's wife died he married a widow named Mrs. Shehan who had a daughter called Ellen who came to Shyan to live with her mother. 

This small property was eventually bequeathed to Ellen by her mother who survived her second husband.

   Ellen married James Marrinan.

Years later Mrs. Marrinan and her son Thomas (1912 or 1913) sold the place to Patrick Conway, then a young man who had been appointed Assistant Teacher at Leiborn School.

In 1917 Patrick Conway married Delia Crowley who was teaching in Cahermurphy School. Their four eldest children were born in this house. Moira, Kevin, John Seman and Kathleen.

The Conways then built the new house in Leiborn which they now occupy‑‑while retaining the bit of land, they later sold the old house to the present occupiers. Mrs. Hayes and her son Joseph. 

(page five)

           Johnny Anglim and Mary McDermott .

Johnny Anglim married Mary McDermott from Kilmacduane Cooradare. Mary was a first cousin of the great scholar and teacher Conar McDermott to whom many Clare people, and indeed,

students from many other parts of Ireland, were indebted for their education.  

This great benefactor of his people lived in the house now belonging to the Garrys of Clonredda.

   Mary's sister Margaret known generally as Peg married a Cleary man from Cahio near Kilmihil.

   Johnny and Mary had seven children.

Michael ‑‑called the "Colonel" did not marry.

Patrick‑‑married first, Maria Lerniher, 2nd Mary Corry.

Margaret‑married Tom Lernihan known as Tom Donald. Their place was later sold to Matt Cunningham and again sold to Downes.

Honora‑married Tom Duggan Lissenair Cooraslove.

Bridget‑married Johnny Lernihan (Johnny Jimmy) and lived in the

place now occupied by Martin McMahon and Joan Lernihan.

Catherine‑married Patrick Conway Cloniva, Cork.

(page six)

Maria went to America and married a man named Breen whose family came from Kiltumper.

Note: the name "Darby" keeps cropping up at intervals. Possibly Johnny had a twin brother of that name and perhaps too, it was his father's name whose wife may have been Breen from Sorrel Island.

The Gaelic translation of Darby is supposed to be Diamuid. It is associated with the name Jeremiah.

(page seven)

            Patrick Anglim and Maria Lernihan [Chart A-1] 
First marriage. Patrick married Maria Lernihan from the "village" (This lady would have been an aunt of Johnny's who married Margaret Conway). Maria died while still young leaving two

daughters Delia and Maria, both of them died as children.

Second marriage. Patrick Anglim and Mary Corry. Mary Corry was from Clohanemore Cork. Her father Johnny was known as Corry Mor. His neighbours, though not a near relative, was called Corry Brig.

   Johnny Mor comes across to us as a very much down to earth person who I think did not suffer fools gladly! It must be said to his credit that his wife Susan Cullinan never got the rough edge of his tongue. She was a very gentle person and her soothing "Johnny Agri" approach acted like a balm on his troubled spirit. Johnny had the Irishman's love of horses. He could spend hours

discussing their "five (or fine) points". The story goes that an artless little grand‑child of 10 (Susan Anglim) having listened to these discussions night after night (probably when she should have been doing her homework) fell into the awful trap of hoping to join the conversation by adventuring to remark "Grandad has that horse been sparin'?" Grandad nearly fell off his chair! and I don't suppose Susan repeated her question!

   Susan Cullinan, Johnny's wife was born in paradise (could one find a better place?) it was while living for a brief period with her uncle in Caherculla that the MATCH was made for her and

Johnny.

(page eight)

The man named 'Trick' Collinam (I never heard his proper name) was the first cousin.

Johnny and Susan had a large family of eight children.John, Michael, Patrick, Honora, Johanna, Mary, Catherine, and Bridget.

                 The Corry Family [Chart A‑2]. 

John inherited his father's place and married Bridget Kelly from Kanbrook, Conmothly Ennis. They had two children.

Mary Anne‑who did not marry. She lived with Micho. father of Martin, Flan, John, Mary, Anne, and Margaret.

Micko married Ellen Killeen.

Michael‑joined the Royal Irish Constabulary and married Hannah Gallway from Listowel, Co. Kerry. They had four children. John, David, Mary and Joan.

When Michael died in 1919 his wife decided to take the children to Australia where an unmarried brother of hers offered her a home. In recent years contact has been made with Mary and Joan.

The boys have passed away.

Patrick‑Emigrated to America where he joined the City Police. He had two children John and Margaret. John became a priest and later had the title of Monsignor. Sad to say at a comparatively early age he lost his eyesight. His sister Margaret devoted her life to caring for him.

Honora. Married Johnny Mullins‑a near neighbor. They had seven children. Patrick, John, Michael, Susan, Margaret, Mary and Nora. All have passed away with the exception of Mary who entered the Convent of the Faithful Companions and now lives at the "Poles" Convent Ware Herts [sic]. Her name in religion is Sister Mary Josephine. Johanna and Catherine‑went to America. Johanna married a Duggan from dissenaio [sic]‑no relation‑just a marriage connection. 

Catherine did not marry.

Bridget‑married John Ryan, son of Martin Ryan of Castlepark. They lived in the original home of the Ryans in Coryorgg‑‑(Joe Ryan, Kilmihill was John's brother).

Bridget and John Ryan had six children. Martin, Michael, Johnny and Patrick. Mary Ann and Margaret. Mary Anne married John McDermott of Kilmarduane and came to live there. Mago married a man named Brew from near Kilrush.

(page ten)

Martin, Michael and Patrick went to America. Martin's two sons were "called to the bar" and are very successful lawyers. Johnsey inherited his father's place and married Mary Ann Ayres. They have no family.

               Patrick Anglim and Mary Corry [Chart A‑1]. 

Patrick and Mary had six children. Susan, Kathy, Delia, Nora, John and Minnie.

Susan, Kathy and Nora went to America.

Susan‑married Jim Hurley from Mountscott. Jim was a cousin of Bridget Kelly that married John Corry‑another marriage connection only. Susan and Jim had four children . Mary,

Margaret, Susanna and after an interval of 10 years‑Jim. All three girls are married. To date Jim has not "popped the question".

Kathy‑married Alexander Cummings of Scottish origin. Born a non‑Catholic he was received into the Church before they were married‑‑He was an excellent Catholic, husband and father. They had four children. George, Jim, Mary, and Patricia. Jim and Mary did not marry. 

Nora. married John Hickey from Brisble Cooraclare. They had four children. John, Jim, Bernard and Joan. John married Marjorie Hillock. They have no family. Jim married Anna Joyce (of Irish  origin). They have seven children. John, Jim, Michael, Mary Ellen, Kathy, Loretta and Noreen. 

Michael got a scholarship to America's famous Naval College West Point [sic]. He has done remarkably well and will be graduating this year 1980. the other members of the family have

been quite successful.

Bernard. Married Frances Connolly. They have three boys. Patrick, Joseph, and Matthew. Joan married George Gallagher. They have three children. Brian, George, and Noreen.

Delia‑married Mattie Lernihan, otherwise known as "the Colonel"

Patrick died of diphtheria at about the age of 16. Johnny inherited his Uncle Jer's place and married Mary Ann Eagan from "The Hand". They have three children. Maureen, Matt and John

Francis. Michael joined the Irish Civil Guards and for many years has been stationed in Galway. He married Birdie McNamara from Ennis. Birdie is a trained nurse. They have seven

children.

Diarmuid‑A salesman.

(page twelve)

Maura‑S.R.N. working in Sligo

Breda. At present in training for nursing.

Una‑worked in the post office before her marriage to Seamus Carley. They now live at Artane Bublin. they have one son.

Coir and Eileen‑‑still at school.

Thomas Lernihan married Nora Dillon Kant and went to live there‑Nora is also a near relative of Bridget Kelly, John Corry's wife. Thomas and Nora have no family. 

Mary‑‑Trained for nursing in London and worked there for eight years. She then married P.J. Keane (Tony's son). They have four They have four children.

Thomas‑‑still at college.

Bernard‑‑working at Shannon airport, recently married (15/3/1980)

to Mary Bernadette Corry from Ennis.

Geraldine‑‑not very strong.

Joseph‑Still at school and likely to be the farmer of the family.

Jeremiah‑joined the Irish Civil Guards and is stationed in Dublin. He married Gemma Stykes from Dublin. They have four children‑‑ Gerard, Katherine, Marie and Desmond. Jerry retains very close links to Clare. he has his father's love of "the Dogs"‑greyhound racing being his chief hobby. Gemma's health has given much cause for worry. In latter years she has improved

somewhat‑may she continue to do so!

  Matthew‑generally known as "Junior" inherited his father's place. He married Mary McInerney from Shragh. They have four children Kevin, Bresa, Oliver and Margaret Anne.

   Junior and Anne have a happy outlook on life. They work very hard‑but they are always cheerful and very welcoming towards the other members of the family who love to visit their old home.

(page fourteen)

Kathleen‑‑went to America and found a "home away from home" with her aunt Nora (Mrs. Hickey). She is still very closely related with this family who look upon her as one of themselves. She married David McCarthy (of Irish origin tho' some generations removed). They have four children. Joseph, Johnny, Eileen and Michael. All four have been well educated at much personal cost to their parents who were determined that their children should have a good Catholic education even tho' this entailed paying high school fees right through their school lives.

Joan married Martin McMahon from Gower Coorailare.

Martin inherited his aunt's place in Leibrin. They live in the house where Bridget Anglim who was married to Johnny Jimmy lived formerly.

Joan and Martin have one son Brian Martin.

Joseph‑probably emigrated.

(page fifteen).

Minnie‑was the youngest of Patrick Anglim and Mary Corry's family. She was just two months old when her father died. At the age of 18 she entered with the Sisters of Mercy in Hardinge St. London E.1. She is the only living member of her immediate family. She is now 77 and like Johney Walker still going strong! Her name in Religion is Sister Mary Perpetua otherwise "Auntie Minnie".

(page sixteen).

Arthur O'Donnell and Mary Corry [Chart A‑3].

Patrick Anglim died at the early age of 47. Some years later, Mary, his widow, married Arthur O'Donnell from Dunmore Doonbeg. All the O'Donnells in Doonmore at one time professed to being Protestants. It may well be that. Their forebears were "Soupers". Of worldly goods they had an abundance.The legend of "Protestant" was little more than a veneer and there is no trace of it left in succeeding generations. The very home where Arthur was born, and which eventually was given to his niece Louisa Kelly who married Martin Hayes from Kilmarley Ennis has produced two priests Father Cyril and Virian Hayes now working for the glory of God in Scotland.

Arthur and Mary had two children. Margaret Anne and Arthur. In 1929 Margaret Anne entered the Order of St. Joseph and spent the rest of her life in Australia. Her name in Religion was Sister

Mary Felicitas (Saints Perpetua and Felicitas were twin martyrs who gave their lives for Christ in Carthage North Africa about the year 203 AD. "Maggie Anne" as she was affectionately known by all, died on January 14, 1975. RIP. 

The name O'Donnell stood young Arthur, Attie, as we call him, in good stead. Closely besides his grandfather's place in Dunmore there was another family of the name which consisted of two

bachelors and two spinsters. Anxious that the name would not die out‑Attie was invited to make his home with them‑on the understanding that he would one day be the heir. Things seemed to

work out according to plan, Attie did in fact inherit a very good farm. He married Anna Downes from Dery and they had 6 children.

(page eighteen)

Mary, Margaret, Joseph, Arthur, Susan and Anne.

Mary lives in Dublin and is married to Brian Mulvarey‑a commercial artist. Mary has two girls, Tara and Kera. 

Margaret‑married Lian Fergusson‑a farmer I think? and lives at Dunsaney Killen Co.. They have three children.

Joseph is married at home and works at his father's farm.

Arthur is an electrician working at Kilkee. He is married.

Susan‑works for Aer Lingus and is based in Dublin, th' much of her time is spent in the air. She thoroughly enjoys life.

Anna‑married Albert Morrisey from near Mullagh. they live at Shannon as Albert's work is there. Their daughter, Susan Olivia arrived a few months ago.

John inherited his father's place and in 1932 he married Susan Keane from Derry and they have five children.Patrick, John, Joe, Mary, Michael, and James.

Patrick joined the Irish Civil Guards and has lived and worked in Galway for many years. In 1960 he married Grace O'Mullery‑a teacher. They have three children. Mary Barbara, Sean and Coln. After 13 years of happily married life Grace died.

The “Hamilton Avenue” Anglims of Brooklyn and Their Families.

Jeremiah J. Anglim (born ca. 1795) married a woman surnamed Boland (born ca. 1795). They had a son: Jeremiah Anglim (b. ca. 1815). Jeremiah married Margaret O’Grady. Their sons were John Anglim and  Michael J. Anglim (1844-June 4, 1899). Michael J. Anglim married Mary Rochford (d. 1869). Their sons were Thomas F. Anglim, Michael J. Anglim, and Mary C. Anglim. Thomas Anglim married Mary Ann Duffy in 1888. They had a son, Daniel F. Anglim.    

John Anglim (1830-  ) and his Family

John Anglim is most likely a brother or cousin of  Jeremiah Anglim and Michael Anglim, the two brothers who owned the hay and feed store. In 1864 and 1865, John Anglim was listed as a “retail dealer” doing business on Hamilton, near Court, in Brooklyn.

From 1879-1880, John Anglim (born ca. 1830 in Ireland) lived on 343 Hamilton Avenue in Brooklyn, with his wife Anna (who was born ca. 1840 in Ireland), with their children: Thomas (born 1859 in New York) , Jeremiah (born circa 1864 in New York), Anna (born ca. 1874 in New York). Their eldest daughter, Minnie (1866-Dec. 15, 1874), passed away when still very young.
 From 1880-1890, John and Anna lived at 343 Hamilton Ave.
 In 1892, John and Anna lived at 347 Hamilton Avenue. 

In 1874, John Anglim  worked as a grocer at his small grocery store on 343 Hamilton Avenue (Hamilton Avenue and Court Street).
 From 1879-1880, John Anglim worked at a retail liquor store at 343 Hamilton Avenue.  From 1880-1887, he was selling liquor at 339 Hamilton Ave. He was described as a “well known business man.”

John Anglim also was the keeper of a drawbridge on Hamilton Avenue over the Gowanus Canal, ca. 1872, being appointed by the Board of Aldermen.
 When he was keepter of this bridge, he said that he was paid $800 a year for running the risk of having his door kicked in by irate bargemen who wanted a passage up the Gowanus Canal during the night. In 1878, the Police Board paid three keepers $800 each for caring for the bridge only at stated hours. As a taxpayer, he believed that the Police Board ought to be indicted for extravagance and willful waste of the people’s money.

He was influential in the Twelfth Ward Democratic politics, he served on the General Committee,
 and ran for alderman in 1868 as an Independent Democrat against alderman Coffey and the regular Democrats.
 While he was not elected as alderman, he was appointed as a Ward 12 supervisor.
  He was later appointed as Commissioner of Deeds by the Booklyn Common Council for 1889-1890. John Anglim was a part of the reform wing of the Brooklyn Democratic Party. As a member of the Businessmen’s Democratic Association of the Twelfth Ward, he expressed concern that the ward had fallen behind other wards in terms of patronage.
 In November 1892, there was a move to expel John Anglim from the Twelfth Ward Democratic Association for campaigning in favor of independent candidates and against candidates nominated by Democratic conventions and primaries.
 At a party meeting in Syracuse on September 25th, 1895 John Anglim was described as “venerable and white haired, but with a reform badge proudly pinned on his coat and a heart beneath it that beat as young and as enthusiastic as the best of them.”
 In 1899, John Anglim was treasurer of a group of Twelfth Ward Democrats who organized to fight Senator Coffey, because the latter had nothing to help the ward.
 

Ann Anglim died at age 67 at her home at 345 Hamilton Avenue. She had lived in South Brooklyn for over 50 years. Her funeral was held at the Church of St. Mary Star of the Sea, on Court and Nelson Streets, “of which Mrs. Anglim was a devout member. She was also a liberal contributor to its charities.”

From 1879 through 1880, Thomas Anglim worked as a store clerk . In 1881, he was working as a bar keeper. In 1881, he lived at 343 Hamilton Avenue.
  In 1885, he lived at 345 Hamilton Avenue. In 1900, Thomas was living at 343 Hamilton Avenue. In 1900, Thomas working as a porter.

Thomas H. Anglim (born ca. 1859 in New York) married Mary A.  (born ca. 1860) in 1889. Their children, all born in New York, were: Annie R. (born ca. 1892), Mary A. (born ca. 1894), John R. (born ca. 1897), and Elizabeth (born ca. 1904).  In 1910, they  lived at 345 Hamilton Avenue in Brooklyn (12th Ward).  Thomas H. worked as a laborer for the Park Department. Both Annie R. and Mary A. worked in the office for a wholesale drug company.
 

Mary A. Anglim (born ca. 1865 in New York of Irish-born parents) married ca. 1889, and was widowed by 1920. Her children, all born in New York, were: Anna R. Anglim (born ca. 1893), John Anglim (born ca. 1898), and Elizabeth (born ca. 1904). In 1920, this family lived on 345 Hamilton Avenue. In 1920, John was an office operator and Elizabeth worked as a clerk at a Western Union office.
 

Mary A. Anglim still lived with some of her children at 345 Hamilton in 1930. Anna R. Anglim (born circa 1894) did house work, and John (born ca. 1899) was a telegraph operator.

Mary A. Anglim passed away in 1941 in Brooklyn. She was survived by  her children: Anna R. Anglim, Mary Essex, Elizabeth Dooer, and John Anglim

Jeremiah Anglim (1840- )  and his Family

One of the brothers who owned the hay and feed store, on Hamilton Avenue, in Brooklyn.

In 1880, Jeremiah Anglim (born ca. 1840 in Ireland), lived in Booklyn, with his wife Maggie (born ca. 1845 in Ireland), and his children: Maggie (born ca.1866 in New York), Celia (born 1872 in New York), James Anglim (born ca. 1878 in New York), and Jeremiah (born ca. 1880 in New York).
  The elder Jeremiah was a grocer.

Michael  Anglim and his Family

One of the brothers who owned the hay and feed store in Brooklyn.

From ca. 1870-1891, Michael  Anglim had a feed store at 253 Hamilton Avenue. He also sold flour and hay there over the years.
 His son, Thomas worked at the feed store ca. 1880. In 1892, the feed store was at 251 Hamilton. In 1896, it was at 249 Hamilton. On June 7, 1896, a fire broke out at the Anglim & Sons hay and feed store at 245, 247, and 251 Hamilton Avenue. The damage to the business was estimated at $2,000.
  In 1900, the store was at 374 Hamilton Avenue.  From 1890-1900, Michael lived at 106 Nelson.

In 1896, the business was called “Michael Anglim and Sons”, on 249 Hamilton Avenue. In 1900, The business was called Anglim Brothers. It was on 249 Hamilton Avenue.
 Their customers included the Fire Department of Brooklyn. This firm apparently went out of business by 1902. 

Michael J. Anglim, son of Michael Anglim, had a sister Mary C. Anglim, who was unmarried and owned a house on Hudson Avenue. The house was once owned by her father.

Thomas F. Anglim (born April 1863 in New York), son of Michael Anglim,  married Mary Ann Duffy (born June 1864 in New York) in 1888. Their children, all born in New York,  were:  Michael Anglim  (born April 1889), Anna Anglim (born June 1898), and Daniel Francis Anglim (born March 1899).

In 1884, Thomas Anglim lived at 339 Hamilton Avenue.
 In 1886, he lived at 253 Hamilton Avenue. From 1891 through 1892, Thomas lived with his family at 106 Nelson.  From 1885-1886, Thomas F. Anglim worked as a clerk at 253 Hamilton Ave.
  In 1887, he worked as a clerk. From 1890-1891, Thomas worked at the feed store. In 1896, he worked at 343 Hamilton Avenue.

 In 1900, he lived with his family on 133 Huntington Street, in Brooklyn. In 1900, Thomas was a liquor dealer.

Daniel Francis Anglim (1899-1948) married Josephine O’Brien (1902-1940) ca. 1925 in New York. Josephine was Daniel’s second wife. Living with them was James Anglim (born circa 1901 in New York), a brother of Daniel. In 1930, they lived at 553-80th Street in Brooklyn.
 The children of Daniel and Josephine were: Daniel S. Anglim, Donald Anglim, and Robert Daniel Anglim (born May 2, 1931). Daniel F. Anglim would later move to Spring Lake, NJ. He was a family man, who spent much of his time with his wife and children. For recreation, he enjoyed bowling and golf. Described as a “colorful, dynamic figure”, he was dispatcher for more than twenty years with Moran Towing and Transportation Inc. 

Born near the Brooklyn shorefront, Dan Anglim had wanted to go to sea ever since he was a small serious boy of nine. At 16, Dan signed on as a cabin boy on a merchant ship. His mother came on board while the vessel was still tied up, found her way to the dining quarters where the boy was serving officer’s mess, and dragged his arm firmly. “What are you doing here?” She said. “You come home , Dan !” His arm held so tightly he nearly over the table and he felt humiliated. “You don’t realize, mother! “ he cred. I signed on.” He was actually under age, but one of his superiors spoke up, and his mother resignedly let him have his way. 

He would later serve aboard the USS Newport, eventually as a quartermaster, and during World War I survived a torpeoding. He also served on a vessel that fundered four miles off  Belle Island in the Bay of Biscay. He spent the night in a lifeboat that was picked up by a French government tug the next morning.

He was a graduate of the New York Maritime Academy. he was a deep water sailor for the Morgan Steamship American Hawaiian Line, and Dalzell-Towing Company. He joined the Moran firm in 1926 as a tugboat mate on the “Claire Moran” By this time, he had developed “a naturally loud voice even loader from having yell against the wind.” He rose through the ranks to become captain and chief  dispatcher for the Moran Towing and Transportation Inc., at 17 Battery Place, NY. He began working a dispatcher, when he substituted for a dispatcher who was sick in 1927. He shouted orders at passing tugs from the Whitehall Building, using a three-foot, salt encrusted metal magaphone. He was at a perfect location, because it overlooked the slip where the tugs used to lay to for orders or waited between towing jobs. He would be the chief dispatcher for Moran until his death in October 1948.

He also served as Board of Governors for the Foreign Commerce Club.

 Daniel’s career was mentioned in books such as Eugene Moran’s Tugboat: The Moran Story (1956) and Robert Carse’s Towline: The Story of American Tugboats (1970), and  several magazine articles.

James J. Anglim, brother of  Daniel F. Anglim, (born 1902 in New York) married Josephine P. Anglim (born 1902) ca. 1927. In 1930, they lived at 535 - 83rd Street, in Brooklyn. In 1930, he worked as a lineman for the telephone company.

Daniel S. Anglim, son of Daniel F. Anglim, is a retired Navy captain and former teacher, who became a volunteer construction supervisor for Habitat for Humanity construction projects in Suffolk, Va. Dan and his wife, Terry, who serves as volunteer coordinator, began working with Habitat in 1992. Dan describes Habitat as, "a Christian outreach project...I think the spirit moves people to maintain their association with it." There are a core group of nine to twelve volunteers who work regularly on Tuesdays,      Wednesdays, Fridays, and Saturdays. Most of the workers Dan  oversees are amateurs and learn by doing. "We're amateur carpenters," Dan said, "for awhile, I was reading a carpentry book one chapter ahead at the time." Habitat for Humanity was founded in Georgia by Millard and Linda Fuller in 1976 to address the worldwide need for decent housing. Since then, the movement has spread around the world. Suffolk's efforts began in 1991. Dan remarks, "This is God's work...I don't know how to quit God's work." “An Earthly Reward; The Jefferson Award Honors Dan and Terry Anglim’s Work with Habitat for Humanity”, by Melanie Stokes

EACH MORNING when the sun is newly risen and the dew is still fresh on the grass, Dan and Terry Anglim begin another day's work. Wearing flannels and sweats, the husband and wife team pack their tools and make their way through a small neighborhood laden with antique railroad tracks.

In the center of the town, a lumber yard is awakening with the morning's first hauls. The Anglims drive along the streets where grass grows tall and leaning chain-link fences rust with age around the small weathered homes near downtown Suffolk. They reach their destination at the end of a cul-de-sac where two freshly erected houses stand in stark contrast to homes nearby. The bright blue and clean beige aluminum siding reveals houses in their infancy. In fact, the construction on each is not yet complete. So Dan and Terry Anglim come to finish building the houses they started in May. But the Anglims do not just build houses, they build new lives for people who need them. The Anglims are volunteers for Habitat for Humanity, the non-profit organization whose mission is to build affordable houses for families who could not otherwise buy a house. Dan Anglim is the construction coordinator who plans, organizes, and leads the building team for the two Habitat houses currently in progress on Briggs Street in Suffolk. His wife, Terry, is his partner. The Anglims appear unlikely construction foremen. Terry is 67-years-old and Dan is 68.

In 1992, they saw a newspaper ad for a Habitat organizational meeting. In the five years since, they have committed themselves to providing homes for families in need. Instead of relaxing during their retirement, the Anglims build a house a year in Suffolk. This year, they're building two at once; and this year, they've received special recognition for their commitment. The Anglims received the Jefferson Award, presented Oct. 11 by WAVY-TV in recognition of their tremendous volunteer commitment. The Jefferson Award is bestowed annually to recognize outstanding area volunteers. The Anglims' award is the third Jefferson Award for Habitat for Humanity. The past recipients were Habitat board presidents, and the Anglims are the first field volunteers to receive the award. Sylvie Hallock, Habitat's South Hampton Roads executive director, says the Anglim's contribution to the program is unique. ''They are the core for making a project happen,'' Hallock said. ''They are a team and have been since the beginning of their work. They are really central to all phases of work, and they know Habitat from all angles.'' The Anglim's not only physically build the houses, but they also raise funds and solicit building material donations. The more donations Habitat receives, the less the house costs to build, giving the families the smallest possible mortgage. The three-bedroom, 1-bath, 1,500-square-foot homes currently under construction will cost each family between $ 30,000 and $ 35,000. The Anglims also help recruit volunteers, select families as assistance recipients, and work with the families educating them on becoming home owners. ''Their sustained efforts, their longevity at a high level of involvement, makes them unique,'' Hallock said. ''And they are quiet volunteers. We never hear a complaint from them. They always meet the challenges.'' The Anglims have met challenges since the beginning. Going into their first project in 1992, they had no construction experience. Dan served in the Navy and retired as a captain in 1979. His first Habitat house was his first job as a carpenter. Since then, he and Terry have become self-taught building experts. ''After I attended the first meeting, I just started reading construction books,'' Dan said. ''On the first house, I always read one chapter ahead.'' The couple takes pride in the homes they build. ''I think we build a house and a half sometimes, putting this up and then taking it down and doing it better. Terry is a very particular painter, and that's hard to come by. And she's got a good eye. If I miss something, she'll find it,'' he said. ''This is something we can do together all of the time,'' Dan says of the days he spends building with his wife of 46 years. He is not sure just how many hours they spend on Habitat houses. ''We don't keep track.'' As if realizing for the first time he doesn't calculate the commitment, Dan says, ''I've never thought about it.'' Despite hot days of summer and long hours, the Anglims never consider quitting. Terry simply says, ''We sleep well at night.'' The Anglims build houses for the people who make the houses home. They build to share a common goal and experience. Most importantly to the couple, they build because they feel a calling to build. ''It's the theology of the hammer,'' Dan says holding up his palms, ''God's work, our hands.'' His hands reveal bruises beneath the nails. ''Knowing that Christ was a carpenter,'' Dan says, ''I often wonder what he said when he hit his thumb.'' The Anglims are members of St. Mary's Catholic Church in Suffolk. They have eight children and 22 grandchildren. The couple has worked as volunteers for as long as they can remember. They have participated in ''Heal the Children,'' an organization that brings children from South America to Norfolk for surgery. The Anglims have also served as foster parents to children who underwent heart surgery at the Children's Hospital of the Kings Daughters. ''Being a church person, this work is a nice opportunity for prayer. You're always down on your knees,'' Dan said. ''And the people we work with are like a family to us,'' he said. While the Anglims are shy when discussing their own contributions, they are eager to praise the work of those around them. Dan has led a close team of volunteers, all retirees, since his second Habitat house. ''I call it a geriatric core group,'' Dan said. ''Every morning we see who has all of their limbs working, and then we decide who's going to do which job. ''There's only one rule. Everyone can't bend over at the same time. There has to be someone left standing to help everyone else up,'' Dan said. A few members of the group include John Gabrielle, a retired master chief petty officer; Ted Loudon, a retired respiratory therapist; and Jim Hager, a retired dentist. ''When we need a nail pulled out, Jim, our dentist, does it,'' Dan said in jest. The core group works all week preparing for the large volunteer groups that work on Saturdays. The Anglims say that tremendous community support and a generous gift of land made it possible for them to build two houses at once this year. An anonymous giver donated two plots of land side-by-side to Habitat. Many area church groups volunteered to work Saturdays. Support came from many sources including a group from Nansemond-Suffolk Academy, that built a shed for each of the houses. The group provided the sheds early in the project, which has been helpful for storing building materials during construction. Allied Block donated the foundations, and many companies have provided services at a reduced rate. ''We even had some young people who worked with us serving court-ordered community service time,'' Terry said. ''It was nice because some had professional construction experience. We're glad they came our way, and we'd like to have them back on their own will,'' she said. Of all the people who work on the houses, the future homeowners are the most special people to the Anglims. From foundation and frame to painting and carpeting, the homeowners work along side the volunteers. ''They give us 400 hours of sweat equity as their down payment,'' Dan said. ''Except you owe us 600 because you wouldn't go under or on top of the house,'' Dan jokes with future homeowner Tequita Hill. Hill is a 30-year-old single mother. She has three children, ages 8, 10, and 15. Hill works full-time for QVC. She pays her sweat equity with a broad smile and shinning eyes. ''My friend from work gave me the application for Habitat, and I said 'No I won't get it.' But I kept thinking about filling it out, and the Lord told me to do it. I sent in the application in March, and when they called me for an interview I couldn't believe it. I was so happy. I am so happy. My children are all packed and ready to move in,'' she said. ''In the summer before school started, they loved to come out here and hammer the nails.'' Thelma Johnson, Hill's future neighbor, also heard about Habitat through a co-worker friend. She works for Virginia Design Packing and has a 23-year-old son and an 11-year-old daughter. ''My girlfriend showed me the newspaper article about the building, and I called for an application. I was really nervous, but when they called me back, I was so excited.'' Johnson and Hill are grateful for what the Anglims have taught them. ''Putting in insulation was fun,'' Johnson said. ''It can bite you, but it's fun to learn the skill. The Anglims are real nice people. They taught me a lot about building and the house. My favorite part was picking the colors for the siding, the paint, the tile, and carpet.'' Habitat receives hundreds of applications each year and can usually only chose one recipient per city. ''The primary requirement to receive a Habitat house is need. Most are single parents, and they have never owned a house before,'' he said. ''We teach them about their house, how to take care of it, where everything is.'' ''The most rewarding thing is seeing their humbleness and their gratitude,'' Terry said. ''We know they couldn't have a house without our help.''

Sewall Pattangall Jr. became a licensed captain in the merchant marine and the Coast Guard. He was a 1938 graduate of Brockton High School, a 1940 graduate of the Massachusetts Maritime Academy and a 1941 graduate of the National Maritime Academy at Kings Point, Long Island, N.Y. He was licensed by the Coast Guard to operate steam and motor vessels of any size in the ocean. Jeremiah Anglim, born in Ireland ca. 1820, was a farmer living in Dunkirk, New York. He registered for the draft for the civil war in July 1863.
  

Between 1887-1896, Jeremiah Anglim lived at 329 Leopard, in Dunkirk. During that time, he worked as a laborer.
 

According to Soundex, the 1900 New York State Census Records for Chautauqua County, Charles J. Anglim was a saloonkeeper (or operated a tavern, as according to Elizabeth Anglim). The report went on  and said, "children at school (save the youngest). Both he and    his wife could read, write and speak English. The home was owned free of mortgage.

Charles had a license to sell ale and beer, beginning ca. 1882.
 Between 1887-1896, Charles Anglim owned a saloon at 41 and 43rd E. Third, in Dunkirk. Beginning ca. 1886, Charles also ran hotel at the same location. Between 1887-1898, he lived at the same location as his business. Between 1889-1896, Mary, the widow of Jeremiah, boarded at 41 E. Third.

In 1910, Charles Anglim (born ca. 1859 in New York), lived in Dunkirk. He  married Elizabeth H. Anglim (born ca. 1864 in Dunkirk, New York) ca. 1888 . Their children, all born in New York, were: Charles Edwin Anglim (born December 23, 1888), Thomas Harold Anglim (born March 9, 1890), Matthew Anglim (born ca. 1892), Collette (born ca. 1896), and Margaret (born ca. 1898). The elder Charles was a liquor store dealer, the younger Charles worked as a student in a law office, and Thomas was a student at a medical college. Also living with this household was Margaret Huston (born1836 in Ireland) , Elizabeth’s widowed mother. 
 

Collette Anglim taught in the Lockport, NY schools and died in 1919, after a long illness. 

In 1916, Charles E. Anglim opened up his office in Dunkirk at the Merchants National Building. He practiced in both Dunkirk and Buffalo as a trial lawyer.
 At the age of 29, and after practicing law for six years,  Charles ran for municipal court judge in 1917. His ads said he was “able, honest, and fearless, and will conduct the office  to the end  that justice will be done.” He won the Republican primary and defeated the Democratic incumbent.
 In July 1918, he joined the US Army.
 After his service, he returned to the bench. He heard the first local case of a traffic violation involving an auto that was tried by a jury.
 After serving as a judge for 6 ½ years , he died on September 15, 1924. His funeral was at St. Mary’s church, and he was buried at the parish cemetery. The Bar Association of Northern Chatauqua County adopted a resolution of sympathy and condolence upon his death.
 

Matthew Anglim associated himself with William H. Kirwin under a firm named Kirwin & Anglim, which was formed to publish and distribute city directories.Matthew was regarded as “a young man well and favorably known here.” He was also credited for successfully distributing the 1916 Dunkirk city directory.
 Matthew Anglim’s real estate firm advertised heavily in the 1920s and 1930s. 

In June 1917, Thomas H. Anglim, then a milk aand dairy inspector, married Katherine G. Dempsey, at St. Mary’s church. They lived at 511 Deer Street.
 He would serve with the Ordinance Department of  the US Army and went overseas.
 After his service, he would return to his job as a milk and food inspector in Dukirk. In 1923, he invented a milk pasturizer, for which he received patents for. He obtained additional patents for subsequent improvements he made on his invention.
 

In 1920, this family lived at 522 Deer Street in Dunkirk. The household then consisted of : Charles, Elizabeth, Charles, and Margaret. The elder Charles was a merchant for a soft drink company, Charles was a municipal court  judge, Matthew was a real estate agent, and Margaret was a grammar school teacher.
  The elder Charles died in February 1920, and was buried at St. Mary’s cemetery.

By 1930 and through ca. 1938, Elizabeth was widowed and still lived at 522 Deer Street, with her daughter, Marguerite, who worked as a public school teacher.
   From 1944-1948, Marguerite lived at 522 Deer. From 1944-1948, she worked as a teacher, In 1946, she worked at Public School Number 3. In 1948, she worked at Public School Number 1.

Thomas H. Anglim rank for the New York state assembly in 1936, but was defeated in the general election.
  He served for 25 years as Dunkirk food and milk inspector, before he died on September 6, 1937, at 47. He was survived by his wife, his son, Thomas, and three daughters: Betty, Peggy, and Kathleen, his mother, Elizabeth, and his sister, Marguerite.
 

Elizabeth Huston Anglim, the widow of  Charles J. Anglim, died on June 27, 1938.

Katherine G. Anglim, Thomas’s widow, lived at a house on 714 Park Avenue, in Dunkirk. Living with her was her son, Thomas H. Anglim, who was a driver for Dunkirk Home Bakery.
Katherine lived at 709 Deer from ca. 1944-1948. From 1944-1948, Thomas lived at 709 Deer, in Dunkirk. In 1944, he served in the US Army. He worked as a steelworker from ca. 1947-1948.
 

In 1944, Elizabeth E. Anglim lived at 709 Deer. She lived at 522 Deer, from 1946-1948. In 1944, she worked as an investigator. In 1946, she worked as a case supervisor for the Chatauqua County Children’s Bureau, in the 2nd floor of city hall. In 1948, she worked as a social worker.

In 1953, Kathleen, Kathryn, and Marguerite lived at 522 Deer. Kathleen worked as a teacher. Marguerite worked as a teacher at PS 3. By 1956, they all lived at 160 Shoshone. In 1956, Elizabeth Anglim was supervisor of the Adoption Services Department. In 1956, Kathleen was a teacher at PS 52.  

Margaret Anglim Bartro – was born in Dunkirk on April 24, 1923., Margaret graduated from St. Mary's Academy and from the Buffalo General Hospital School of Nursing. She was a nurse at Kenmore Mercy Hospital for several years. Mrs. Bartro was a homemaker and enjoyed reading, decorating, antiquing, cooking and entertaining.  She was married twice. Her first husband, John Duane, died in 2002. Her second husband, Raymond J. Bartro, died in 1984. Margaret Barto died on April 24, 2006. Her funeral mass was held at Christ the King Catholic Church, in Snyder, NY.

She had five daughters: Kathryn Sczurek of Meriden, Conn., Mary Giamo of Orchard Park, Maura O'Toole of Monmouth Junction, N.J., Elizabeth Audet of Katonah and Margaret of Buffalo. She had seven sons, Daniel of White Plains, Steven of West Falls, Mark of Fort Erie, Ont., Michael and Timothy, both of Buffalo, Nicholas of Chatham, N.J., and Peter of Lancaster. She had 18 grandchildren; and five great-grandchildren.

North Tipperary

Important Places

There are sites of historic/archaeological/architectural/environmental interest located in or near the main towns, as well as at Holycross, Lorrha, Ashley Park, Rearcross. The river Shannon and its largest lake, Lough Derg, forms the scenic western boundary of Tipperary North.

There is widespread evidence of the 13th century Norman throughout Tipperary North, by way of numerous mottes, several Hall Houses and religious foundations, and fine castle remains in Nenagh and Roscrea.

Emigration from County Tipperary North

Emigration from Tipperary North was constant before the Great Famine of 1845 - 50, albeit in small numbers as opposed to the immediate post-Famine period. Substantial numbers were transported to Australia.

South Tipperary

Important Places in South Tipperary

The world famous 'Rock of Cashel' with its historic ruins is a major attraction near the town of Cashel. Also of interest to the visitor are the towns of Cashel, Cahir and Tipperary Town.

The Great Famine and Emigration from County Tipperary South

In the period before the Great Famine, emigration from this area chiefly consisted of Protestants who settled in Canada. During the Great Famine people emigrated from Workhouses in this area to Australia. Relief Committees were active in Tipperary during the Great Famine period and saved many from starvation. But many perished too from hunger and disease in the infamous workhouses or on the roadside. Mass emigration from Tipperary began during the Great Famine and people scattered all over the world. Notes on the Rosegreen Anglims

Sentenced to Marriage !, in, Freeman’s Journal and Daily Commercial Advertiser (Dublin, Ireland), Jul. 19, 1872.

In the Record Court at the Clonmel assizes yesterday, the following case was heard by Mr. Clarke – Anglim v. O’Brien – this was an action on title to recover a portion of the lands of Rosegreens. The lands are held under a lease bearing the date the 23rd February, 1843, executed by Mr. Newham to William Anglim, the father of the plaintiff Patrick, and grandfather of  the Plaintiff William. The plaintiffs claimed the land under the title of an original lease, which demised them to the plaintiff Patrick, and grandfather of the plaintiff William. The plaintiff Patrick, and through plaintiff William, as the eldest son and heir-at-law of Matthew Anglim, deceased, who was the eldest son of the leasee.  The defendant claimed the land under the will of a sister, A Rebecca Anglim, who was the widow of John Anglim, fourth son  of the leasee, William. The case was at hearing on Wednesday and portion of yesterday, but it was brought to the sudden agreeable termination by Mr. Clarke, the presiding judge pro tem. While the defendant, a well looking young woman, was under cross-examination, the plaintiff was ordered up to confront her with reference to a portion of her testimony. Mr. Clarke, at this stage of  the proceedings, whispered the jury; Mr. Hemphil inquired the cause of it.

Mr. Clarke – it just strikes me that there is a pleasant and an easy way to terminate this lawsuit. The plaintiff appears to be a respectable young man, and this is very nice young woman (laughter). They can both get married and live happy on this farm. If they go on with law proceedings it will be all fittered away between the lawyers the lawyers who, I am sure, are not ungallant enough to wish the marriage may not come.

The young lady on being interrogated blushed and stated she was quite willing to marry the plaintiff.

Mr., Clarke (to the latter) – Will you marry this young woman?

Plaintiff – Most undoubtedly (great laughter).

Mr. Clarke – It is odd this course was not before adopted. The suggestion came to by instinct on seeing the young couple together (laughter).

Mr. Gibson said the marriage should take place at once.

Mr. Hackett –Give him a long day, my lord. (laughter).

Mr. Gibson – The young lady is very anxious for the marriage.

Mr. Hemphil – Yes, but the weather is very hot at present – say September next (renewed laughter). If the plaintiff breaks his promise a good action for breach of promise will lie against him. It is a great pity Archdeacon Quirke is not here, the matter could be settled at once.

(The Archdeacon was mentioned as one of the parties present at the making of one of the disputed wills).

A verdict was subsequently entered for plaintiff on condition of his promise to marry defendant within two months, a stay of execution being put on the verdict till the marriage ceremony is complete.

Mr. Hemphil – The case is like the comedy, “All’s well that ends well” (laughter).  

It is not clear whether this case is related to the case involving William Anglim, owner of a property, and an O’Brien, a tenant were involved in litigation, that commenced with the filing of a petition on March 21, 1878..

Napa County Anglim Family History. 

John Patrick Anglim was born ca. 1854 in Ireland. He immigrated to the United States in 1874. John was 5 feet 10 ½ inches tall, with a dark complexion, gray eyes, and gray hair. He became a naturalized citizen on November 8, 1886 in Napa County Superior Court. In 1888, he worked as a farmer in Suscol, Napa County. In 1899, he worked as an assistant attendant for the Napa State Hospital. He lived in the fifth ward of Napa, Napa County, California in 1910. He then worked as a real estate agent.  He married Mary (born ca. 1864 in Ireland) in 1883. Their children, all born in California, were:  Matthew (born  September 5, 1884), Thomas Charles (born October 13,. 1887), Edmund Percival Anglim (born ca. 1890), Archibald (William Archie ?) (born February 14, 1898), Harold (born 1900), and Clifford (born  1904). In 1910, Matthew was an engineer and Edmund was a clerk.
 

In 1930, John and Mary lived on 672 39th Street, Richmond, Contra Costa, CA, By that time, John had retired.
 By 1936, they lived at 4237 Howe Street, in Oakland.
In 1915, John Matthew Anglim was a salesman, who roomed at 229-9th, in Oakland.

He led raids against the violators of Prohibition in Napa County, and investigated high profile crimes, such as in the case of  the murder of E.E. Hoppe, an 83 year recluse, in 1925. He was named as a member of the California State Civil Service Commission.
 He died in May 1934 and was survived by his wife, Ethel, and his daughter, Sally.

They were married ca. 1926. In 1930, William was a foreman of a wholesale manufacturing plant, while Ruth was a clerk at a drug store.

William A. Anglim was native Napan who attended Napa schools. He became a lawyer and was a regional cooperative specialist for the Farm Security Administration (FSA), headquartered in San Francisco, ca. 1938. The FSA provided special funds as loans to farmers who wanted to purchase expensive equipment cooperatively. In 1939, he was the regional chief of the community and cooperative service division of the FSA.

During World War II,  the War Food Administration (WFA) was formed and had seven regions to administer the farm labor program. William A, Anglim, based in San Francisco, was a regional director for Region 6 in San Francisco, which served Arizona, California, Nevada, and Utah.
 His job included the field administration of Mexican agricultural workers brought in to the United States to alleviate a serious labor shortage in the southwestern United States. 

After World War II, William Anglim became state head of the Department of Agriculture labor branch at Berkeley. He became involved in disputes such as that between the DiGiogio Farms at Arvin and the striking National Farm Labor Union. At issue, were 130 Mexican nationals, which the union alleged were being used as strikebreakers.
  Later, he served as regional representative to the commodity Credit Corporation of  the Department of Agriculture. He retired in 1964.
 
He was an active member of the California Bar Association. He died on January 8, 1974 in Berkeley.
 His wife, Ruth E. Anglim died on December 15, 1962.
 Both were interred in Napa.

James Harold Anglim was born November 8, 1900, Napa California. He received his AB (with honors) from Stanford in 1923 and his JD from Stanford in 1925. he was admitted  into the California Bar in 1925. Legal Fraternity: Phi Alpha Delta. Member: Alameda County and American Bar   Associations; State Bar of California. He went to Washington DC to work with the US Attorney General’s office.
 He was expected to work for his brother, Thomas C. Anglim, then District Attorney for Napa County. Thomas Anglim, however, was not reelected.  James Anglim then went to Oakland to practice law in 1926. He married Theodora Kaiser, of North Bend Oregon, at the Church of the Holy Redeemer, in North Bend, in July 1936.

James Anglim became a member of  the firm Fitzgerald, Abbott & Beardsley in 1934, and served as a member of the firm’s board until 1953.  He was a senior partner of the firm ca. 1963-1967. The firm was located, circa 1952-1959, at 1516 Central Building, Oakland 12, California. By 1967, the firm had re-located to: Suite 1730. First Western Building. 1330 Broadway, Oakland, CA 94612. Clifford C. Anglim (born ca. 1905 in California) married Catherine (born ca. 1906 in Indiana). ca. 1928.  In 1930, they lived at 321 30th Street, in Richmond, CA. He graduated from St. Mary’s College in 1928. He was a manager of the credit ratings bureau and was secretary of the merchants’s association. He became an attorney in 1928. Clifford was an attorney and Catherine was a public school teacher.
 He was a strong supporter of Franklin D. Roosevelt. He seconded John N. Gardner’s nomination when he attended the 1936 Democratic National Convention. He was chair of the California State Democratic Party in 1936,
 finance of the Democratic National Committee, 1936, and headed the Roosevelt-Gardner campaign in California in 1936. Anglim was supported by US Senator McAdoo. He was considered a possible nominee for governor or lietenant governor in 1938.   He represented Contra Costa County in the California State Assembly, from 1933 through 1935. He did not seek reelection to the Assembly. During his tenure, he coauthored the San Francisco-Oakland Bay Bridge legislation and sponsored legislation creating the Central Valley Water Project.
 He became the director of the Federal Housing Administration office for Northern California in San Francsico in 1934.
 In 1937, Clifford Anglim’s law office was at the American Trust Building, 314 10th , room 413, in Richmond. He also had an office at Martinez City. He was nominated and confirmed as Collector of Internal Revenue in San Francisco, on February 10, 1938.
 He held that position until 1942. He continued to be involved in politics. In 1942, Clifford chaired the Committee to elect Gordon Garland, then the Assembly Speaker, to the State Board of Equalization. Also in 1942, Governor Culbert Olson reportedly lent his support to Anglim to oppose Republican Congressman Albert E. Carter’s reelection in the Sixth Congressional District. Anglim, however, did not run for  Congress.  
Clifford was active in several religious and civic associations, including the Knights of Columbus, and was state president of the Elks in 1943.
 He was kidnapped, but later released in 1946.

By 1947, Clifford and Catherine Anglim lived at 2701 Grant Avenue, in Richmond. Clifford C. Anglim served as city attorney of El Cerrito, CA, from 1942 through 1957.
 Clifford died on September 3, 1957 at 53.

Edmund Percival Anglim (December 28, 1889-May 26, 1956). He met his wife, Eva Wildley (from near Cincinnati, Ohio) in California in 1918.  In 1937, Edmund, then working as a a clerk, and Eva, lived in their house at 1031 Napa, in Napa City. Charles Anglim roomed with them.
 In 1947, Edmund P. and Evelyn Anglim lived at 519 Wilson, in Napa. In 1948, they lived at 1718 York, Napa. From 1947-1948, Edmund P. Anglim worked as a laborer.

Charles E. Anglim (born 1920). Graduated 1945 with an LLB. He worked as a patent attorney in Berkeley, CA. In 1948,  practiced law at 220 Birch, San Francisco.
 In 1952, he practiced at 94 Panoramic Way, Berkeley; in 1959, at the Financial Center Building, Oakland; and between ca.  1967 and 1994, at 166 Santa Clara Ave., Oakland.
 See also,list of Anglim Attorneys in Chapter VIII   on Anglims in Canada and the United States. Charles E. Anglim was married to Paule Anglim. They are divorced.

Paule Anglim is French‑Canadian and owns an art gallery, Gallery Paule Anglim, on 14 Geary Street, in San Francisco (see chapter on Anglim businesses). She now lives in the Russian Hill area of San Francisco. Paule is also a trustee with the San Francisco Art  Institute. 

Philip Anglim graduated from Yale with a BA in Drama. Actor in several theatrical productions,

including the Broadway play, The Elephant Man and the TV mini-series, The Thornbirds                 in which he played "Dane". Philip graduated from Yale with a degree in drama.. Philip now lives part-time at a ranch in Tennessee. His address is: P.O. Box 444 Hohenwald, TN 38462. In addition to acting,        Philip is also writing screenplays.   

Philip Anglim's Career 

Actor-Producer Philip Anglim was born on February 11, 1953 in San Francisco, California. He earned his BA in English at Yale University in 1975. Philip began acting at Yale, making his debut in "Rosenkrantz and Guildenstern" at the Yale Theatre in 1970. He then branched out to stock and regional theater, playing at the Southbury (CT.) Playhouse in 1972, before appearing in such shows as "What the Butler Saw" and "The Contrast" at the Cincinnati Playhouse in the Park from 1975-76. He also performed at the American Place in 1976 and the Berkshire Theatre, Stockbridge, Massachusetts in 1977. Philip made his New York stage debut in "Snow White, You're Gonna Be Alright" in 1976. He made subsequent New York stage appearances in "Jamie Boy", "The Judgment", and "The Elephant Man". He also co-produced the Broadway musical "Tintypes". Philip is perhaps best-known for his role as the deformed 19th-century John Merrick in the Broadway version of the "Elephant Man". Philip was still largely unknown when he optioned for the London play. It debuted off-Broadway at St. Peter's Church before moving to the Booth Theater on Broadway in 1979. Philip portrayed a character of radical innocence, a creature of physical monstrosity, and inner beauty. The play was a critical as well as a popular triumph and it established Philip as one of the theater's most impressive young actors. For this role, Philip received the following awards in 1979: the Tony Award for best play, the Drama Desk Award for Best Actor, the Outer Circle Critics Award, the Obie Award for Performance, and a Theatre World Award. Philip went on to appear in the NBC-TV version of that play in 1982, although John Hurt played another interpretation of the character on film.

Philip appeared briefly off-Broadway in Barry Collin's "Judgement" (1980) in the basement theater of St. Peter's Church at CitiCorp. The "Judgment" was a one-man play based on a historical incident in which some Russian soldiers, imprisoned by the Nazis during World War II, resorted to cannibalism in order to survive. The play was set up as an inquisition before the Soviet army, with Philip playing one of the two surviving officers (Captain Vukhov) - and the only one who was still lucid. He stood alone on stage and explains his conduct during the ordeal to his imagined inquisitors.

Later in 1980, Philip played the lead role in "Macbeth" (1980), directed by Sarah Caldwell. The next year, he played the playwright  Michael Cape in O'Neill's overtly autobiographical "Welded" (1981), which was based on O'Neill's relationship with his wife, Agnes Boulton. He played "Kim", a wealthy New York businessman who was described as a "moral zombie", in Howard Korder's "Search and Destroy" (1990) at the South Coast Repertory in Orange County, CA. More recently, Philip played the lead in the touring company of "M. Butterfly" (1990). In David H. Hwang's "M. Butterfly", Philip played a duped French diplomat so emotionally susceptible that he falls in love and has an affair with a lovely Peking diva who turns out to be a man "in drag".  The diplomat was convicted of espionage for passing classified documents to his lover, who is employed as a spy by the Chinese government. Philip played the writer in Mart Crowley's "For Reasons That Remain Unclear" (1993), about a Roman Catholic priest and a former student turned Hollywood screenwriter who meet again by chance in Rome after several years and sift through their explosive past. This dramatic confrontation features the student seeking vengeance for past transgressions in a cat-and-mouse game that explodes with force in the final half-hour. It premiered at the Olney Theater in Olney, Md., outside of Washington DC. 

Philip made his feature film debut with a small role in support of Jon Voight in "The All American Boy" in 1973. In  his first significant film role, Philip portrayed a local priest at a loss for encouraging words, in the nuclear disaster film "Testament" in 1983. He played a hateful malevolent henchman in the Burt Reynolds hired-killer thriller, "Malone" (1987). In the "Haunted Summer" (1988), Philip played Lord Byron in a sensual tale of a fateful night in 1816 when English Romantic poets Percy Shelly and Lord Byron, joined "Frankenstein" author Mary Wollstonecraft Shelley, and Shelley's sister, Claire Claremont to explore their darkest dreams. He then played in "The Man Inside" (1990) and as Franz Kafka in the multi-national production "Milena" (1990). "Milena" is the true story of a Polish journalist and confidante of Kafka who challenges the doctrinaire editors of the Communist paper she reports for.  Philip also had a supporting role -- as a ghost -- in Woody Allen's "Stardust Memories" (1980), but asked to have his part and credit removed from the film. 

Philip made his television debut as Charles Adams II in "The Adams Chronicles" (PBS, 1976). He made subsequent appearances in "Tomorrow's Families" (PBS) and as the pious young priest, Dane O'Neil, in the "Thornbirds" (ABC, 1983).  He has appeared in the showtime film "Curacao" (1993), the NBC pilot "The Book" (1995), and as Vedek Bareil on "Star Trek: Deep Space Nine" (syndicated, 1992-1995). Philip also guest-starred in an episode of “Millennium” (working with Megan Gallagher, Terry O’Quinn, and Bill Smitrovich) and appeared in the 1998 “Dallas” TV special “War of the Ewings” along with Tracy Scoggins.

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Histories of  County Limerick

History of Limerick – 1824

LIMERICK

 Is an extensive, populous city, and seaport, situated on the Eastern bank of the river Shannon, distant 94 miles south west from Dublin, 50 miles from Cork, 36 from Waterford and 50 from Tralee. It is traditionally supposed to have been built by Yuorus in the year 155, and was anciently much frequented by foreign merchants; and after the arrival of the Danes, in the year 855, these enterprising people considerably improved its commerce. The English took possession of Limerick in the year 1174, and, as a proof of the early importance of the city, in the year 1197, and in the ninth year of the reign of King Richard, he granted a charter to the citizens to elect  a mayor, which honor was not obtained by the citizens of London till ten years after that period; nor had Dublin and Cork a mayor till the 13th century. This city was originally walled, and, deemed the strongest fortress in this kingdom, besides having the advantage of not being commanded by adjacent heights, and it has sustained some memorable sieges. In the year 1690 King William brought his forces against it, but withdrew them without accomplishing its reduction; in the following year it was again invested by General Ginckle, who, after an obstinate resistance, compelled the garrison to surrender, on honourable terms of capitulation. During the siege the Irish fought gallantly, and repulsed the English several times; but the garrison was grown weary of the war, and on the 23d of September, 1691, when they had fired a long time from their batteries with uncommon violence, they concluded the day with beating a parley, when a cessation of hostilities was agreen on, and an amicable intercourse opened between the two contending parties, the result was that the Irish war was declared at an end, and King William became master of the kingdom. To perpetuate the memory of the surrender of limerick, a medal was struck, on the obverse of which was the Latin inscription, Non have sine nomine Dieum, (these things are due to propitious heaven) and on the reverse, Limerica capta, Hibernia subacta, Octol. 1691, (Limerick taken and Ireland subdued, October 1691). This city is now composed of three parts, named the Irish Town, English Town, (the latter situated on an island formed by the river Shannon) and Newtown-Perry, which may, with great propriety, be termed the court end, as in this quarter of the town the streets are spacious, uniform and elegant, intersecting each other as at right angles, and the houses are finished in the neatest style of modern architecture. This portion of the city was erected by the exertions of the late Lord Perry, whose name it bears, and its superior advantages and conveniences render it the fashionable as well as favourite residence of opulence. Limerick is an episcopal see, and was united to Ardfert and Aghadoe, in the county of Kerry, in 1663. It gives the title of Earl to Edmund Henry Perry, nephew to the late Lord Perry. The municipal government is vested in a mayor, recorder, sheriffs, aldermen and burgesses, who compose the common council; a burgess must serve the office of mayor here before he is elected an alderman, which is the reverse in Dublin and other towns. There are also six justices of the peace, appointed by charter who are the present and late mayor, the recorder and three aldermen; a military governor, and a town major are likewise on the establishment, who regulate all local military transactions. Newtown Perry obtained an Act of Parliament a few years since, for its separate management ,which is regulated by 21 commissioners, seven of whom are elected every two years, who are authorized to levy rates for paving, watching, lighting and cleansing the parish, which in every respect appears to be most judiciously carried into execution, reflects the highest credit on the exertions of those to whom the arrangements are entrusted, and the effects of which give the handsome portion of the city a spirited metropolitan appearance. The streets in the old town are narrow and gloomy, an inconvenience always observable in fortified places, where personal security engrossed the entire attention of the founders. The public edifices here are handsome and commodious. The Custom House is an elegant building of hewn stone, its front is embellished with fluted pilasters and capitals, and on each side is a piazza. The new Court House is also a spacious noble building, with a handsome portico in front. The Commercial buildings, situated in Rutland-street, are large, elegant, and in the neatest style of modern architecture. They evince a spirited display of public trade, and are a great embellishment to the city. In this structure, the chamber of commerce is established, which was incorporated by charter in 1815, but was first initiated in the year 1807; it is governed by a committee of nine directors annually chosen. The Exchange, which was built in the year 1778, is an extensive handsome erection, in which is a spacious council chamber; the building is supported by seven stone columns, in the Tuscan order. The Linen hall is also a neat commodious building. A new County Gaol has been built within these few years, which is generally considered to be the most complete prison in Ireland. It consists of a large centre, containing the governor's apartments, a dispensary, a chapel, a committee room and five detached prisons, each communicating with the chapel on the second floor, by ornamented cast iron bridges; belonging to each compartment of the prison are two fine airy yards, the whole of which are overlooked, from the entire building. The interior contains 163 cells for prisoners, 5 military cells, and 22 rooms for debtors. The whole is constructed of lime stones, was begun to be erected in 1816, and finished in 1822. The County Infirmary is also a spacious structure, facing the gaol. The internal management of this praiseworthy institution does honour to those to whom it is confided. The churches in Limerick are not remarkable for external beauty. St. Mary's, or the cathedral, is entirely of the ancient Gothic, and may be admired for its noble simplicity. There are seventeen arches in the aisles and choir, besides the great eastern window, under which the high altar was placed before the reformation. Besides this there are three other churches an a chapel of ease, four Roman Catholic chapels, three friaries, and a nunnery. One of these, called the Dumonican Convent and Chapel, is described of notice. It is a very handsome building, in the Gothic style, and was erected by the exertions of the Rev. Joseph Harrigan, then Prior, in the year 1815. The Augustinian Chapel George's-street, was the late theatre, and cost, a few years ago, 4,000l. The interior is very elegantly established for a place of worship, and a fine scriptural painting adorns the altar; it has also an organ in the gallery, facing the altar. The independent meeting house is a large handsome building, in Bedford-row, an in Upper Glentworth-street is situated the Presbyterian place of worship, which is small, but remarkably neat. The Primitive Methodist chapel is in the same street with the Independent, and is a very large respectable erection and in every way adapted for a numerous congregation. The Wesleyan chapel, in George's-street, is also a commodious place of worship. The Quakers have a meeting house in Cecil-street. The charitable institutions in Limerick are numerous and extremely well conducted, particularly in the medical and surgical departments. The Infirmary, Fever and Lock Hospitals, the Magdalen Asylum, and Foundling Hospital, are prominent features of benevolence. The House of Industry, which is a fine spacious building, on the North Strand, is an establishment of the first consideration, as it relieves the mind and sight from the wretched subjects that would otherwise infest the streets; and this institution deserves to be supported in the extent of the ability of every inhabitant of the city.  A Lunatic Asylum is now erecting near the new county gaol, which, when finished, will be a very handsome and spacious building. This city also abounds in institutions for the instruction of the poor, and the assistance of the unfortunate. The charity schools consist of the Blue Coat School, in Bow-lane; a Boys' and Girls' School, in Michael-street; and one for Protestant Orphan Girls' in George's-street; a Catholic Free School, conducted by four masters, called the Christian Brothers, in Clare-street; and one for Female Orphans of the same persuasion in Denmark-street. At the Nunnery, in Barrack-street, is also an extensive Female Charity School, under the inspection and tuition of the nuns. There are, besides, several other establishments for the mental improvement of both Protestant and Catholic poor children, which are all well organized and regularly conducted. Here are also two Charitable Loan Societies, one called Perry's and the other Jubilee, which under pecuniary aid to poor tradesmen and others, who come well recommended. The mercantile trade of Limerick is considerable, particularly the exports. These were, in the last year, ending the 1st September, 1823, 2,366 tierces and 250 barrels of beef; 3,627 tierces and 9,000 barrels of pork; 54,473 firkins of butter; 4,316 bales of bacon; 92,753 barrels of wheat; 2,545 barrels of barley; 172,250 barrels of oats; 10,045 barrels of rape seed; the estimated value of which was 500,000l. The imports consist of tea, sugar, wine, salt, &c., at an annual value of about 300,000l. Some linens and woollens are manufactured here, and the domestic trade of the city, which is carried on by the shopkeepers and retailers of the most fashionable articles of dress, and other necessaries and luxuries of life, is to a very great extent. The commercial transactions are greatly assisted by the Chamber of Commerce, an association of merchants, formed in the year 1807 and incorporated by charter in the year 1815, which is governed by a committee of nine directors, chosen annually. The river Shannon is navigable for vessels of 500 tons burden, from the quay of Limerick to the sea, a distance of 60 miles. About a mile distant from the city the vessels anchor, in the Pool, from which is a most delightful view, very deservedly admired by foreigners and strangers. On one side is seen the new town, with the Bishop's and Sir Henry Hartstonge's gardens close to the river, and on the other side a number of villas, belonging to the citizens and a full front view of the city combine to an interesting panoramic prospect.  Limerick is a city and county of itself, and sends one member to Parliament, the present member is Thomas Spring Rice, Esq. The Honbl. Colonel Fitzgibbon, of Mount Shannon, near Limerick, and Captain O'Grady, of Rockbarron, are the county members. The garrison is extensive, and consists of 71 officers and 1159 men of the line. The new barrack and artillery barrack are built upon the most approved modern plan and are situated in a fine open airy place, well planted for the purpose. Many traces of antiquity and feudal warfare are discernible in and about this city, particularly at the Fever Hospital , which is situated on a spot remarkable as being the site of the castle or batteries, which held out so long a siege against the forces of Cromwell. The bastion is still tolerably perfect, where the females of Limerick so heroically assisted in the defence of their husbands and friend; the breach, that was made in the walls by the besiegers, is yet distinctly very visible; the walls throughout bear evidence marks of the balls of the enemy. The most correct idea of this city, as to its scale, when enclosed with walls and fortifications, may be formed by a comparison of its then contracted state with its present extent, population and magnificence, as no town in the kingdom has so much increased in size and splendour, in the short space of 25 years, as the city of Limerick; and its improvement is still progressive. An Act has lately passed empowering 58 commissioners and directors to erect a splendid new bridge over the Shannon from the New Town to the county of Clare; it is intended to be named after the present Lord Lieutenant; the building of the bridge has already commenced, towards the completion of which government has granted 60,000l. It is supposed it will be finished in about three years; Alexander Nimmo, esq., is the projector and chief engineer. There is also an extensive elegant building erecting near the new county gaol, for a lunatic asylum, which, when finished, will be a great ornament in the entrance of the city, on the Cork road. A large structure is also about to be erected for a diocesan school, for Limerick, Killaloe and Kilfenora, where the best masters are intended to be employed, for the purpose of dispensing education in the higher and middle classes, at a moderate expense. It is also in agitation immediately to light the city with gas, and it is hoped that good water, of which at present there is a great deficiency, will soon be brought into it by pipes. Two steam boats are intended to be soon established, on the canal between Limerick and Dublin, by which means a communication will be formed with the Liverpool and Dublin steam luggage boat, when goods may then be had from Manchester and Liverpool in the short time of about four days. The market is well supplied with all he necessaries of life, and at reasonable prices; the market days are Wednesdays and Saturdays. Here are four yearly fairs, viz. on Easter Tuesday, the 4th of July, the 4th of August, and the 12th of December, there is a privilege annexed to the fair held in this city on the 4th of August, that no person can be arrested within the precincts of the liberties, on any bearing out of the tholsel court of Limerick, for the space of fifteen days, an immunity which is cheerfully enjoyed by many unfortunate debtors. The population, according to the last census, was 66,042; not from the difficulty experienced by those associated to collect the number of inhabitants, it is generally supposed that this return is at least ten or fifteen short of the actual number, and, when the great extent of Limerick is considered, being at least three miles in circumference, and densely inhabited, it may be really supposed, that there is a population of nearly 80,000 in this flourishing and increasing city.

POST OFFICE- Lower Cecil-street, Post Master, Edward Bernard, esq. The Dublin mail arrives with the English and foreign letters every day at eleven o'clock and to despatched in the afternoon at three; this mail takes the letters for Castle Connell, Nenagh, Roscrea, Montrath, &c., &c. The Cork mail arrives at half past two, and is despatched at half past eleven, daily, taking the letters for Mallow, Doneraille, Charlesville, Kilmallock, Bruff, Croom, &c. The Waterford mail arrives at a quarter past four in the afternoon, and is despatched at a quarter before seven, taking the letters for Pallis-Grane, Tipperary, Cahir, Clonmel, Carrick-on-Suir, &c. The Tralee mail arrives at ten in the morning and is despatched at half past eleven in the morning, making the letters for Adair, Rathkeale, Askeaton, Listowel, Tarbut, Pallis-Kenry, Newcastle, Dingle, &c. The Ennis mail arrives every morning at ten o'clock and is despatched at half past eleven the same morning, taking the letters for Six-Mile-Bridge, New Market-on-Fergus, Galway, Corrofin, Kildysart, Kilrush, Knock, &c.- The Post Office is open daily from nine in the morning until eight in the evening.

Killeedy—History

Originally Killeedy was called Cluain Chreadháil which means "the meadow with a good depth of soil". The parish of Killeedy is closely associated with the life and work of St Ita. It was renamed Cill Íde, meaning the Church of Ita after the saint. St Ita founded her monastery here in 546.

Killeedy was destroyed by invading Norsemen in 845. It was attacked again in 1302.

In 1704 the parish of Killeedy was known as Killeedy and Killagholehane. Fr Thady Daly was the parish priest. Tournafulla also formed part of this parish. Following Fr Daly's death, the exact date of which is unknown, Killagholehane separated from Killeedy, and joined with the parish of Dromcollogher. Killeedy parish was further divided in 1838 following the death of Fr Edmund O'Halloran P.P. when Tournafulla became a separate parish.

Glenquin Castle

Motorists on the road from Newcastlewest to Killeedy can view Glenquin castle on the left hand side of the road. The name Glenquin comes from the Irish 'Gleann Choim', which means "The Glen of the Shelter". This is an old stronghold of the Norman DeLaceys. It is believed that the O'Hallinans built the castle in 1462. The O'Hallinans were later defeated by the O'Briens, who then captured the castle. However, the O'Briens, in turn, lost the castle to the Geraldines. It is believed that the Geraldines founded the present structure. At present, the building is in good shape due to recent restoration work.

After the Desmond rebellion Walter Raleigh captured and dismantled the castle. In 1587 it was granted to Hungerford. It changed hands once again in 1591 when Sir William Courtenay gained possession of it. In 1595 Captain Collum occupied Glenquin. The Earl of Devon's agent, Mr. Furling, restored the castle in 1840 and further work was done in the 1980's. Glenquin Castle was chosen as the rallying point for most of West Limerick for the 1916 rising. To commemorate this event, a plaque was erected in 1966 at the castle, which is now managed by the Office of Public Works.

There is also another castle in the parish, Killeedy castle, once owned by the earls of Desmond. The Courtney family later received this castle, when they arrived from England. All that remains of the castle now is a tower.

The Glenquin Castle, that lordly site that dominates the whole countryside near Saint Ita's, Killeedy.  O'Hallinans, O'Briens, O'Hanlons, Geraldines, this proud keep had seen them all come and go. Storied Castle of Glenquin, a place about which so much legend and song had been woven: 

O stately relic of the past that time cannot destroy! 

O noble haunt of Norman Knight and Limerick's pride and joy! You look so high and haughty that thoughts your heart within,

As you look down on Killeedy,

O Castle of Glenquin.

Saint Ita 

Saint Ita plays an important role in the history of the Killeedy, Ballagh, and Ballykenny area of County Limerick. The following is a story of her life. 

Early Irish Saints, p. 147-148 

St. Ite, or.Ide, virgin, who is often called the Brigid of Munster, was one of the most illustrious saints in an age abounding with illustrious men and women. She was born about the year 480, of the noble race of the Desii in Waterford, being descended from Fiacha, the son of Felim the Lawgiver. She was from her earliest years filled' with the spirit of piety, and when she came of age, obtained her parents' consent to devote herself to a religious life. After having received the veil, she proceeded to the territory of Hy Gonaill in Limerick, where she selected a spot called Cluain Gredhuil [Clooncrail] for her residence. She was soon visited by great numbers of pious maidens, who placed themselves under her direction; and in this manner sprang up her nunnery, which was the first in that part of the country, and which afterwards attained to great celebrity. The name of the place was changed to (Cill-Ide (O'Cler. Cal.), or as it is now called Killeedy, which gives name to a parish; and at the present day the place contains the ruins of a very ancient, and exquisitely beautiful little church.

This virgin saint is remembered with intense veneration all over Munster, and especially in Limerick Her name is sometimes changed to Mide (by prefixing Mo), and in this form we find it in the names of churches dedicated to her, of  which there are several, and 'which are now called Kilmeedy; one of them giving name to a village in Limerick.

Fr. Jeremiah Anglim's Notes on Monagea Parish (County

Limerick Ireland) and its Vicinity

 Compilers Note: The parish of Monagea is often referred to in this section and thus some background, as originally provided by Fr. Jeremiah, is important in understanding these references.

The parish of Monagea is south of Newcastle West in County Limerick and 30 miles from Limerick city. Monagea is near Abbeyfeale, Killeedy, Killacholihase, Mahoonagh, Ardagh, Rathronan, Newcastle, Grange, Clonstly in Barony of Camelis. Monegay may be in Commelough Barony. Rathcahill is an old name for the parish of Monegay. In deanery of Ardagh or Connolough [sic]. The town of Ardagh is a short distance south of Newcastle West and Monegea as well. Broadford, a small village mentioned in several Anglim records, is a small village six miles away from Newcastle West.    

In 1812, the boundaries of Monagea started at the very borders of the present town of Newcastle and extended west near Abbeyfeale and by the mountain ranges of the Luachra mountains taking in Ballycumane and other townslands now incorporated within the boundaries of neighboring parishes. In 1833, Templeglantine and Monagea were one parish. The parish of Monagea was in the Connello Barony Census for 1821. There could have been only 31 people living in that parish during that year.

Much of County Limerick was part of the old Gaelic Kingdom of Thomond, while parts of the west of the county were in the Kingdom of Desmond.

In the mid-ninth century, the Vikings took control of Limerick City and retained it until the eleventh century when they were defeated by the O'Brien chieftain, Brian Boru. From that time it became the seat of the O'Briens, ruler of Thomond. 

At the end of the sixteenth century a rebellion by Fitzgerald, the Earl of Desmond, led to a bloody war, which devastated much of this area of Munster. Following the defeat of Desmond, his estates, some of which were in western Limerick, were granted to various adventurers and were planted with English settlers. The Plantation of Munster, which included parts of Limerick, was largely a failure. Many of the settlers left during the O'Neil march through Munster in 1601 and others simply adopted Irish customs and assimilated into the native population. Further confiscations, which followed the 1641 and 1688 wars, increased the numbers of English landowners, but did not greatly increase the numbers of English settlers. The Limerick area endured the Cromwellian settlement, was subject to the settlement and replantation (1666‑89). Some Irish lands were restored after the Stuart Restoration.

The County was badly affected by a local famine in 1820 caused by an outbreak of the potato blight and by the Great Famine of 1845-1847. Almost 17 percent of the county's population emigrated between 1851 and 1855, and almost 30,000 died between 1847 and 1850. The population was 3330,000 in 1841, and by 1851 had fallen by 21 percent. By 1891, it had fallen to around 160,000 and is currently around 122,000.  

The Anglims of Limerick City

When a canal first opened for commercial traffic in Limerick, the first shipment were for an Anglim, merchant of Limerick city.
  These Anglim merchants were prominent and highly successful businessmen, who played an active role in the community. 

Biography of Fr. Jeremiah Anglim 

Much of the history of the Anglim family, which originated in Monagea, Ireland, was written by Fr. Jeremiah Anglim, who was an intrepid researcher of Anglim family history, in addition to fulfilling his many responsibilities as a parish priest in Ireland.  

Fr. Jeremiah Anglim was the Catholic Curate (C.C.) of Taghmon Parish from 1940 through 1953. In 1949, he led a Christmas eve pilgrimage, in which the people carried a cross up the side orf Forth Mountain overlooking the town. 

Fr. Anglim was greatly interested in the youth of the area, starting “The Taghmon Boys Club” and organizing a dramatic society and pageants. He was transferred to Davidstown in November 1953. He later became Parish Priest (P.P.) at Carrig-on-Bannow. He served as Parish Priest at Carrig-on-Bannow until his death in 1977. 

Jacqui Sidney, M.Litt., in his, “Folk Traditions of Taghmon Parish”, related some of the stories of Fr. Jeremiah Anglim’s career as a priest in Taghmon Parish. There was Fr. Anglim started a boys' club*, and they bought this Nissan hut. The Nissan hut was during the war--I think the army used to have it. They were round, round sheds like, down to the ground. That was the Nissan hut. And they bought the Nissan hut to make a boys' club. And they asked me had I any objection to it, and sure you wouldn't go against a priest that time. And he came to me, had I any objection to the boys' club, and I said "No." They had a billiard table there y'know. There was a teacher, he was from Dingle and he brought one down from Dingle with him. 

The idea of starting the Boy's Club came about in 1950 as a result of an advertising campaign being run by Cadbury's Chocolates. This campaign set out to encourage young people to buy the company's products by affording them the opportunity to join the 'C Club'. This 'C Club' had secret words and signs by which one club member could recognise another. One of the signs entailed cupping ones hand to make the letter C. All this took place during the 1950s when anti Communist propaganda was at its height. Someone got the idea that the 'C' sign represented Communism. There was also a badge given out by Cadburys and it was claimed by some that a figure represented on this badge was the head of Stalin. From the vantage point of the year 2001 it seems extraordinary that people could be so misled – but these were different times and people's thinking was much more insular. Fr. Jeremiah Anglim C.C., the local Curate, decided to put an end to Cadburys campaign and he approached a number of people in the village and asked them to help him start the Taghmon Boy's Club. The first meeting was held on 20th March 1950 in St. Fintan's Hall and the first committee elected was as follows: Fr. J Anglim C.C., John Kelly N.T., Tommy Williams, Nicky Brady, Brendan Munnelly, Joe O'Connor (Forest). Tommy Williams and Nicky Brady were delegated to purchase the Nissan Hut. Tommy Williams advanced a loan to the newly formed club and the Nissan Hut was located and erected in record time. During the lifetime of St. Fintan's Boy's Club, games, drama, athletics and rounders etc. were engaged in by the boys of the village. Those who were members have happy memories of one of the first organisations to cater for young people in the Taghmon area.).

Dear Cousin and Namesake,

Sorry that you missed both my brother (Fr. William) and myself while here in May. We were probably away on Retreat at that time.

Jeremiah is the great Anglim Christian name. I have no doubt that the John Anglim born in 1830 on June 27th was the son of a Jeremiah Anglim and Honora Dore (older spelling, "Dower"). They

resided in the parish of Monagea which is just south of the town of Newcastle West, County Limerick, and about 30 miles from the City of Limerick. This Jeremiah Anglim and his wife Honora Dore were also the parents of my grandfather, another Jeremiah, who was born June, 1831, went to (the) city of Limerick to earn a living at the age of 12 years, became a very successful business man, and died in Limerick City in 19ll, aged 80 years. [Chart C‑4].

Jeremiah from Monagea who married Honora Dore is therefore our common ancestor. He spent his reclining years in Tarbert, Co. Kerry and died there. Family tradition has it that he married

three times. As the opening decades of the 19th Century were famine times in Ireland, he likely lost his first two wives as young women through famine or diseases caused by famine. He worked on a farm and would need a woman to help him to do so well as to look after his young children. He is said to have drank heavily and to have lost two farms because of his enslavement to alcohol. Eventually however he took a pledge against alcohol from Father Matthew, the Irish Apostle of Temperance, of whom you may have heard. He kept this pledge faithfully for the last 44 years of his life and was a deeply religious man. It would seem that some of his sons settled in Tarbert, Co. Kerry‑‑where there are Anglims still. He went to spend his last years with these sons. My father, who was born in the city of Limerick, was at his funeral as a small boy. Though he died in Tarbert, he was buried in his native Monagea, Co. Limerick. He was said to be 104 years of age when he died about 1885. [Chart C‑3].

I have in my possession a letter from a Mary Anglim to an aunt of mine who was the daughter of Jeremiah of Limerick City, son of Jeremiah from Monagea and Honora Dore. It is dated 29th November, 19ll. [Chart C‑20]. It is written on paper headed, "Ohio Branch, American Federation of Catholic Societies, Columbus OH". A list of officers includes the name "Jerry Anglim, Treasurer, 272 N. 21st St., Columbus". In the course of the letter the writer says, "We have to a certain extent a limited knowledge of our forefathers. The only relatives of my father's family known to us were his grandfather Jeremiah Anglim who resided in Tarbert, County Kerry, and an uncle bearing the last name who resided in Limerick. During father's earlier life he kept in touch with his grandfather, but as he grew older, other interests involving his attention and time, crept in and thus his correspondence was neglected." This Mary Anglim, writer of this letter, must be Mary Agnes born Feb 19, 1891 of Jeremiah and Mary Jane Kelly, who I take it is your aunt. In her letter she also says, "Papa is very enthusiastic in Irish‑American affairs, a great admirer of John Redmond." My father occasionally sees his aunt Mrs. Mary Parke of Philadelphia, who is a sister to Jeremiah Anglim of Limerick." "Limerick" in Ireland means Limerick City and the Jeremiah in question would be my grandfather, father of the lady Mary Anglim wrote the letter to and son of the original Jeremiah from Monagea, Co. Limerick. All this bears out the fact that you and I have a common ancestor, we are what in Ireland are called 'second and third cousins.'

I have tried in vain to go back beyond the original Jeremiah from Monagea but have found it very difficult to do so. In fact a descendant of the Tarbert branch of the family, through his mother, Fr. Egan, a Franciscan priest, who is a professional historian, says "it is impossible to do so due to a lack of records." A marriage register in the parish of Monagea goes back to l777. In it Thomas Anglim and his wife are named as witnesses to a marriage which took place on 8th Feb., 1779. And one of the witnesses to the marriage of a Thomas Anglim with Ellen Doolen on 6th Feb. 1800 was a Jeremiah Anglim. A Jeremiah Anglim married Margaret Shyne on 18th Feb., 1805 and a Jeremiah Anglim married Ellen Deeley on 12th Jan, 1812. The marriage register in question ends in 1813. The Jeremiahs mentioned above might be our common ancestor from Monagea. The earliest record of the birth in the parish of Monagea was that of an Edmund Anglim, son of Jeremiah

Anglim and Catherine Kiely on Aug. 19th, 1776. This Edmund‑ a name very common subsequently in my branch of the family‑ could be a brother of Jeremiah of Monagea making his father Jeremiah and Catherine Kiely our common ancestors. This is only conjecture however. [Chart C‑1].

I hope, if all this is not too confusing, that it will be of interest to you. I have purposely concentrated on going back into the past rather than burdening you with details about present members of the family still in Ireland. In conclusion just two small points: (1) Jeremiah of Limerick city, son of Jeremiah of Monagea, married twice. He had one child of the first marriage named Brigid Anglim. She went to America and married a man named Donahue. In that letter from Mary Anglim to my aunt quoted from above, Mary Anglim wrote, "We also hear occasionally of Mrs. John Donahue of Chicago, who is a member of your family"; (2) My name too is Jeremiah Joseph but Joseph is

not a usual name in my branch of the family. I was called Joseph because my father had a strong devotion to St. Joseph.

When doing research on the family I visited the cemetery of the city of Limerick to see my grandfather's (Jeremiah of Limerick city) grave. On that occasion I found an inscription on

a tombstone‑not my grandfather's‑ which I had often heard my father quote. Evidentially he found it on the same tombstone and it interested him greatly. Though the poetry is poor, the sentiment is sublime, so I will end by quoting it.

          The celtic cross raise o'er me

          and the ivy round it twine

          'Twill tell the land that bore me

          and that ancient faith was mine.

Clearly the descendants of John Anglim, your great grandfather, have been very true to the sentiments expressed in this inscription, thank God. 

Wishing you and yours every blessing from God.

Fr. Jeremiah's Notes.

Lineage of Jeremiah of Monagea

Jeremiah (of Monagea) drank out two farms near Newcastle West ‑‑ attacked policeman with the Dores and Ambroses (all related) near Newcastle West (there are no further details on this incident).

Jeremiah took the pledge from Fr. Matthew when 60 years old, and kept it until his death at 104 years of age. He died when Fr. Jeremiah was nine years old.

Fr. Jeremiah's notes say that some of Monagea Jeremiah's sons went to Tarbert in Kerry. There is also according to the notes, an Anglim's Rock in Kerry. Edward went to Tarbert, and his father

came there too. Ancestors of Patrick Anglim (Tarmons Hill) (see Section E: the County Kerry Lineage). Tarbert is the home of Glin Castle. Both the castle and gatehouse were built by John Francis Fitzgerald, 25th Knight of Glin, who in the second decade of the 19th century rebuilt the ancient family stronghold.

Compiler’s note: For nearly 700 years, Glin Castle has been the home of the Knight of Glin. In the 12th century, the Norman family known as the Fitzgeralds came to Ireland with Strongbow from Wales to assist the Irish High King Dermott MacMurrough. The Fitzgeralds were granted land on the banks of the Shannon River and the title of the Knights of Glin. In about 1200, they built their first Glin Castle, the ruins of which can be seen the village of Glin. The present castle stands on the banks of the Shannon River on a 500 acre demesne. The Castle was built in 1800 as a homage to medieval grandeur and Georgian splendour.

When Richard Anglim was young, an Anglim of Tarbert. Co. Kerry, used to visit and claim relationship (seemingly a near‑do‑well fond of drink). 

Ratcahill Anglims

A great‑grandfather James was brother Robert [sic]. James probably stayed and owned half the Ratcahill farm. In 1827, James Anglim was Commissioner of St. Michael's parish (i.e., land or urban councillor). Brother, Robert, owned Lissurland, went to America. (see section on Henry O'Brien).

is Robert who was commissioner of St. Michael's parish.

Jeremiah Anglim

Jeremiah Anglim, a merchant who lived on 22 William Street in Limerick, was a town councilor (T.C.) for for the Market Ward of Limerick City from 1880 to 1896, and Alderman for the same ward from 1897 to 1899.
 He served as Treasurer of the Council.
 He participated in the major debates of the time, including whether the new English Bankruptcy Bill should be applied to Ireland (which he opposed),
 and whether Limerick should pay an extra police tax (which he also opposed).
 Jeremiah Anglim was a Nationalist (or a member of the Limerick National League. He seconded the nomination of Stephen O’Mara for mayor of Limerick.
 At a meeting of the Limerick Town Council, Jeremiah Anglim seconded a resolution proposed by J. O’Hara, “that we unanimously adopt the resolution of the citizens of Dublin demanding the immediate and unconditional release of Tom Moroney of Herbertstown, who was imprisoned by Judge Boyd for contempt of court, and we denounce in the strongest terms the action of the Government in imprisoning him for two years.”
 Jeremiah Anglim became an anti-Parnellite and he also  seconded a motion to ask Parnell to resign from party leadership because of a scandal.
 He was present when the Lord Lieutenant of Ireland visited the Limerick Town Hall.
 At a meeting of the Limerick City branch of the Irish National Federation, with Jeremiah Anglim in attendance, the group adopted the following resolution: “Resolved, That we believe the time has come for the amnesty of the political prisoners, and we call on our supporters throughout the country to urge their case on the Government.”
   He became a justice of the peace. He attended a garden party at the vice-regal lodge in 1899.

In 1841, Thomas Anglim had possession of property on North Maiden Street, in Newcastle West. He was an undertenant of William Thomas Locke, Esq., who paid rent for a group of undertenants. Thomas Anglim also had possession of property on South Maiden Street. He was an under-tenant to Mary Nash, who paid rent to the trustees for two tenements.
  

Biography of James Anglim, Merchant, of Limerick City.

One of the first references to James Anglim, was when he was named as a commissioner of Limerick by Parliament in 1793.
 He also appears in the “List of  Limerick Freeholders” in 1796. He is listed as a merchant who lived at William Street.

There was an Anglim, who was a merchant in Limerick City, who helped the British repulse an attack by the French army on Limerick in 1797. It was reported that, “On the great influx of soldiers to Limerick. Mr. Anglim gave as much of his immense stores as contained a thousand men.”
 He also gave money to the British military.
 On August 10, 1799, James Anglim was a part of a delegation representing the merchants and traders of Limerick that met with the Lord Lieutenant of Ireland at Bruff.
 

In August 1787, at the first lock of the Limerick canal, two large boats each weighing 20 tons, with iron works for Messrs Anglim and McCall, came from Argus Iron Works, near Leithrim. These were the first vessels that passed through the locks since their completion.

James Anglim was a merchant and a freeholder, who owned a house at William Street in Limerick.
 He also served on the committee of proprietors at Limerick.

James Anglim served as a “Governor for the Year” at the County of Limerick Infirmary, ca. 1808.
 

J. Anglim, Esq., “formerly an eminent merchant” in Limerick, died on February 20, 1833.

Another James Anglim appraised slaves in British Guiana, ca. 1837.
  James Anglim and Company became a voluntary subscriber of the Voluntary Subscription Immigration Society to British Guiana on May 19, 1840.
 The Voluntary Subscription Immigration Society sought to raise funds for the encouragement of immigration “of the large number of labourers and mechanics who are at this moment desirous of immigrating here from America and from our neighbouring islands.”
 James Anglim & Co., was a company of merchants, doing business in Demenaram, ca. 1847.

Biography of Robert Anglim of Catherine Street, Commissioner.

Fr. Jeremiah said that the Robert Anglim of Catherine Street, Limerick City,was possibly a grandson of  Jeremiah of Monagea. Robert was estranged from Jeremiah, and could have been a heir. Robert Anglim married Eliza Anglim. Eliza was the second daughter of Pierce Shannon, Esq., Corbally House, County Limerick, on January 14, 1856, in Youghal.
  

Robert  Anglim CH., Q.C.E. was a Commissioner of  Affidavits in Limerick Directories, from at least 1840 through the 1850s.
  One role of masters extraordinary in chancery, were that they were commissioners for taking acknowledgements to deeds by married women. He also served as a master in Chancery.
 The Dublin Almanac for 1841 lists him as a “special bail for the county and city” of Limerick.
 Both the 1846 and 1856 Slater’s Directories also list him a “special bail and master extraordinary in chancery”
 

Robert Anglim also served as Consul for France in Limerick, appearing in the directories as such from 1840 through 1870.
  He acted in this capacity in many occasions, including when the ship, La Rose Adelaide, of Marseilles, with its cargo of wheat, came into Liseannor Bay, in a disabled state on St. Stephen’s night (December 26, 1848). Having stranded far in on the beach, there was deemed little chance of getting her off, and the ship is likely to become a wreck.  The damaged cargo was unloaded at Malbay for the underwriters. Robert Anglim, Esq., French consul for this port, came to Lahinch to care for the master and crew of the vessel.

Robert Anglim’s business address in Limerick City was listed as George Street in 1840 by the Triennial Directory
, 109 George Street in the Dublin Almanac for 1841,109 George Street in 1846 by Slater’s Munster Directory,  50 George Street by Slater’s Directory, in 1856, and 50 William Street, in 1870. His voter registration for 1852 shows him living at George Street in Richmond Ward. 

Robert Anglim helped raise funds in Limerick for the Crystal Palace Exhibition in London in 1851. He was Secretary of the local committee in Limerick for this Exhibition.
 He was secretary of an Institute in Limerick ca. 1851.
 He was secretary and treasurer for Limerick School of Practical Art ca. 1852-53.
 Robert Anglim also helped raise funds to establish an Athenaeum in Limerick City in the early 1850s. He was Secretary of the Agricultural and Flax Society of Limerick ca. 1851. He was secretary for the Great Munster Fair, held in September 1853.
 He was the secretary and treasurer for the Limerick School of Art beginning in 1854,
 and was considered one of the brains and driving forces of the school. Both Catholics and Protestants played a role in developing the school. When a railroad was planned for Limerick, Robert questioned some aspect of the planning. He became involved in efforts to construct the Limerick and Foynes Railway in 1856, and was a shareholder in the railroad.
 As a memorial to the late William Fitzgerald, Mayor of Limerick, Robert Anglim took bids to have a portrait painted of him in January 1862.   

Robert Anglim(of Limerick)died on January 15, 1870, at age 62. His wife erected a monument to him. Eliza Anglim, Robert Anglim’s widow, Eliza owned land in 1871, namely the property where she lived on Catherine Street, in Limerick. It’s extent was 17 A. 2 R. 20 P. It was valued at 69 pounds, 0 shillings.
 Eliza lived at No. 2 Catherine Place, in Limerick, at the time of her death on May 23, 18__.  She was buried with her husband.

Catherine Anglim was a resident and landholder of a private dwelling, located in Newcastle West, Monegay, Ratcahill East, Glenquin Barony, Monegay Parish. All members of the family listed here are Roman Catholics and could read and write. Catherine spoke Irish in addition to English.

The compiler of this work makes the following speculations:

1) that the "Old Jim of Ratcahill" who died in 1950, as mentioned by Fr. Jeremiah (Chart C-11), is the James mentioned in the 1901 census return. The compiler is not sure if this James ever married because he has no record of  a descendant or did the compiler any descendants of James on his trip to Ireland in 1986. Note, however, that the James listed in Chart C-11 did marry and did have progeny. 

2)  The compiler speculates that Catherine was related to, by  marriage, the James who owned the Ratcahill East farm in 1852 mentioned in Charts C-4, C-5 and C-11, and in the "List of Landholders" on page 277.

Freeholders of County Limerick, 1763, et seq., printed lists.

These freeholders lists are valuable for locating people and many family relationships are set forth.

There were no Anglim freeholders in County Limerick in 1763, 1776 and 1783. 401 freeholders were disenfranchised in 1829. It is not clear if any Anglims were affected by this disenfranchisement from Fr. Jeremiah's notes. Francis Dore was a freeholder in 1783. There were no Dore freeholders in County Limerick in 1768 or 1776.

Griffith's Valuation: Griffith made a survey and valuation of all property in Ireland, 1844‑1866. This was a government survey of privately held lands and buildings taken to determine the amount of tax that each person should pay toward the support of the poor and destitute in each Poor Law Union. All occupiers or tenants and the immediate lessors of lands, buildings for private or business use were liable to the tax.

Griffith's Valuation was made by townslands and showing lists of the occupants and immediate lessors. The lists were grouped and arranged by Poor Law Unions which comprised multiples of townslands, usually with a large market town as a center, within a radius of about ten miles. Some Poor Law Unions are situated wholly in one county; others extend into two or three counties. This Griffith's Valuation is especially valuable as a means of locating people who emigrated shortly after their property was surveyed. These years also saw the greatest Irish emigration of all time to the United States.

Compiler's Notes:

Towards the end of the 19th Century, the British government began to buy out the landlord class in Ireland in the name of "land reform" for the purpose of keeping Ireland in the Union, or at least in the Empire or Commonwealth. The lasting result of this land reform effort was to help Ireland become a nation of small farmers and traders.

In July 1866, Jeremiah Anglim served on a jury in the murder trial of Patrick Foran, charged with the murder of his wife in Limerick City. The trial occurred in Limerick City.

 Isaac Butt QCMP (1813-1879), an Irish nationalist, represented  Youghal in Parliament from 1852 to 1865, and then Limerick, from 1871 to 1879.

Letter from Mary Anglim

                                          November 29, 1911

Mr. A.M. Anglim,

A few days ago, we received the Irish papers which you forwarded to my father, and we are always eager to hear or read any Irish news, it is needless to say that these papers were welcomed  and appreciated. Having always been anxious to learn of our Irish ancestors, we take pleasure in acknowledging anything sent to us by Irishmen of our own name, thus opening a way to

future correspondence.

We have to a certain extent a limited knowledge of our forefathers, the only relatives of my father's family, known to us were his grandfather Jeremiah Anglim, who resided in Tarbert, County Kerry, and an uncle by the same name who resided in Limerick.

During my father's earlier life, he kept in touch with his grandfather, but as he grew older, other interests involving his attention and time, crept in, and thus, his correspondence was neglected.

Our knowledge of our family up to this time can be traced back to the days of the French Revolution , when we were supposed to have been banished from France after the revocation of the Edict of Nantes.

This knowledge has been supplied to us through friends of our name, one of whom is Daniel Anglim, Captain of the Twelfth Infantry of the U.P.A., but the knowledge that we are in pursuit

of, is the history of our family. Direct, which we feel certain you can impart to us.

Is my father's uncle, Jeremiah Anglim still living ? 

We want to go further back into our family history, we wish to know of my father's great grandfather and all his immediate family.

Papa is very enthusiastic in Irish American affairs, a great admirer of John Redmond and thro' this medium, he has heard of several Irishmen bearing our name, one of whom is at present an

alderman in London, who takes an interest in Irish Catholic and National affairs in that city, papa thinks that possibly this man may be one of your family, as he heard that he is a Limerick man.

My father occasionally sees his aunt, Mrs. Mary Parke of Philadelphia, who is a sister to Jeremiah Anglim of Limerick. He intended to go and see her, sometime during the next year. I will

enclose a letter written to you, written by papa by her son Alec, we also hear occasionally of Mrs. John Donahue of Chicago who is a member of your family.

One of my father's most intimate friends here, a Mr. Edward Dorgan , who travelled thro' Ireland about a year ago, tried to locate your family, but failed, but later while attending the Passion Play at Obergammerau, met a Father Cahill, who told him of you, but it was then too late to locate you.

It seems indeed a pity that our families have become estranged as our relations could have been renewed through my brother who travelled thru the north of Ireland during the past year, while in the Medical Department of the Naval Services of the USA, had we been supplied with your address, it is possible that he would have looked you up. 

Hoping that this letter will open a way to further correspondence and trusting to learn of your family, together with an account of our own family history, I will bring this letter to a close.

Compiler's Notes:

Dan Corrigan, of Cleveland, Ohio, in April 2005, provided some very helpful information on the the Anglim sisters Dorothy & Mae (Mary) who wrote the letter in 1911. Mr. Corrigan believes that Mary was born in 1891. He determined some years ago that she wrote the letter based upon the relationships she described in the letter. He had no independent knowledge of this, except that the oral family history indicates she was an avid  letter writer and that Mr. Corrigan’s Great-Aunt Florence Corbett corresponded with her. Mary Anglim may have lived in St.Louis at one time but she is buried in Columbus. 

Neither Mr. Corrigan or myself  know who Mary Anglim was writing to in Ireland.

John Redmond was a Irish Liberal Nationalist figure in the late 19th and early 20th century.

Miss Anglim’s reference to the Edict of Nantes is somewhat confusing because the Edict of Nantes, promulgated in 1598, protected French Protestants and it was revoked by King Louis XIV

in 1685, a century before the French Revolution.

In 1901, the family of Thomas and Ellen Hartnett Anglim lived in the townsland of Ballkenny, in the County of Limerick.
 All family members were born in County Limerick. All family members were Roman Catholics. All family members could read and write. All family members spoke just English and not English and Irish. None of Thomas and Ellen's children were yet married. Thomas, Johanna, Patrick, John, Edward, and Richard were still attending school.
 

Thomas Anglim’s family lived in a private dwelling, which had three out-offices or farm-steadings, the walls were made of "stone, brick or concrete," the roof was made of "thatch, wood, or

other perishable material". The house had between two and      four rooms and also had three windows in front of the house.      Thomas Anglim was the landholder of his residence and also of another property close to where his family resided.
 Johanna Hartnett, b. ca. 1818, also lived at this home. Most likely, this would be Ellen's mother or aunt.

Jeremiah Anglim's family Bible records that: 1) Thomas Anglim, died of dept. [sic] (diphtheria ?), 1920, aged 73 and 2) that Ellen Anglim died July 20, 1931.

William (1880-1974) immigrated to the United States in August 1899 and settled in Philadelphia. His children's names are William and Marie (or Mary).

Jeremiah (1879-1962) was listed in the 1901 census as a "farmer's son". He came to the United States in April 1901 and settled in Philadelphia. His sons were named William and John. John  became a police officer. He also had one daughter named     Helen.  

His lineage continues on Chart C-44. 

Thomas (1883-1975) remained in Ireland. He had six sons and one daughter. One of his sons is Thomas of Killeedy, whom the compiler visited in 1986. The elder Thomas's lineage continues on Charts C-41 and C-43.

Johanna, b. ca. 1887, apparently remained in Ireland. She wrote letters to Edward, which Edward's son Richard described as "quaint". Unfortunately none of these letters have survived. Her name also appears as Hannah. Jeremiah Anglim's Family Bible records that Hannie Mullane died on July 28, 1943 at the age of 57. This Bible also notes that: William Mullane, died on August 19, 1925; that Michael Mullane died on August 31, 1957; and that Thomas Mullane died on November 2, 1970.

Patrick (b. ca. 1888 -- d. 1904) (full name is James Patrick Anglim) came to the United States in April 1902. He left Queenstown on board the ship Umbria. He arrived in Ellis Island on April 27, 1902. His father paid for the passage. He was sent to stay with his aunt, Margaret Hynes in Orienta, Wisconsin. His immigration records has his surname misspelled as “Anglam”. He died in a deer hunting accident on October 3, 1904.
 The local newspaper reported that, “He was a bright young man and general favorite among his friends. His parents still reside in the old country.”
 He was buried at the Catholic cemetery in Orienta.

John (1890-1925) was the twin brother of Edward. He came to the United States in April 1905. He died of septic poisoning on August 12, 1925. His lineage continues on Chart C-52.

Edward (1890-1976) was the twin brother of John. He came to       the United States in May 1907. His lineage continues on Chart C-46. 

Richard (1893-1979) remained in Ireland. He inherited the original homeplace. He had one son and three daughters. See also, Charts C-41 and C-43. Jeremiah Anglim's Family Bible says that Richard died on September 8, 1979, aged 86 years, in his sleep.

Christopher Anglim's Visit to the Ballykenny and Killeedy

Anglims

In August 1986, I travelled to Ireland. I met and stayed with John Joe Anglim and his wife Catherine at their farm in Ballagh, which is near Ballykenny, Killeedy, and Monagea. I also met Thomas Anglim of Killeedy who owns a farm there. One should note that the townslands of Killeedy, Monagea, Ballagh, and Ballykenny are all within very close proximity to each other and also near the town of Newcastle West. I do not believe that there is any American equivalent of a townsland except perhaps the generic term place‑name. These townslands are also in, by American standards, a rather isolated part of Ireland. The townslands of Ballykenny, Killeedy, Monagea, and Ballagh are very difficult to get to unless you are with someone who literally knows the lay of the land. Dairy farming appears to be the prominent way of livelihood in this area. Livestock crossing the road are the cause of the only traffic congestion in this beautiful land.

John Joe was a retired progeny recorder and his wife, Catherine, owned the local post office in Ballagh in 1986. Thomas, who lived at Killeedy was a farmer. They were all very  religious. Catherine Anglim believed that Ireland's deeply‑rooted Catholicism accounted for the defeat the divorce referendum held in that country in 1986. John Joe and Catherine also demonstrated their Irish patriotism by having a large picture of the founders of the Irish Free State in their    home. They also showed some interest in American politics, by being strong supporters of President Ronald Reagan. 

John Joe and Kathy Anglim were the parents of  Seamus, Tom, Eileen, John and Margo. 

They had several grandchildren. See the following chart. Margo (Anglim) Kelly was a doctor who practice in Australia, and then returned to Ireland. She visited one of her uncles in Ireland ca. 1970. Seamus owns a farm near his parents ca. 1986 and still farms there. Tom owns the post office once owned by his mother.

Kathy Anglim lived to be 105. Her 100th birthday was reported as follows in the Limerick Leader, December 21, 2006. 

DURING her long years as postmistress at Ballagh, Kathy Anglim handled thousands of Christmas cards connecting the local community with loved ones all over the world. 

This Tuesday it was Mrs Anglim's turn to be showered with cards as her pretty bungalow at Killeedy threw its doors open to family and friends to celebrate her 100th birthday. Still sprightly and alert, she told the Limerick Leader that her greatest pride is in her family "very united and staying together". Her five children, Margo (Kelly), Eileen (Harty), Tom, Seamus and John, together with their families, gathered in the afternoon for a special Mass which was celebrated by former Killeedy PP, Fr Peadar deBurca, in a specially erected marquee on the back lawn. Four generations were present, including Mrs Anglim's 14 grandchildren and six great grandchildren, the youngest, Niamh Curtin of Abbeyfeale, being just four months old. Mrs Anglim, nee Quinlivan, whose civil servant husband, John Joe, died five years ago, is proud of her connection with the post office from which she retired when her son Tom took over. The Ballagh post office is now in the hands of the fourth generation of the same family, she said. "She is a dream to work with," said Sile Breen, Mrs Anglim's home help. "She is a lovely lady." Following Mass, a party for family and friends was enjoyed by all. 

Kathy Anglim (née Quinlivan) (Ballagh, Co. Limerick)  passed away peacefully on January 26, 2011, at her daughter's residence in Ring, Co. Waterford. She was 105th years old. Her Requiem Mass was at Ashford Church. She was interred in St. Ita's Cemetery, Killeedy.

Edward Thomas Anglim of Duluth, MN (Chart C‑39  and C‑40) and John Joseph Anglim of Duluth, MN  (Charts C‑39, C‑40  and C‑52).

James Patrick Anglim (1888-1904) and the twin brothers John J. Anglim (1890-1925) and Edward T. Anglim (1890-1976) like their siblings,were born in Newcastle West, County Limerick, Ireland. These three Anglim brothers immigrated to the United States as teenagers and lived with their uncle and Aunt, Patrick and Margaret Hynes, in Wisconsin and Minnesota, during the early 20th century. This surname variously appears as Hines or Hynes in the records.

When the Anglim brothers arrived in Wisconsin, Patrick and Margaret Hynes, lived in Orienta, near Iron River, in Bayfield County, Wisconsin.
 Margaret Hynes was born in Ireland in January 1854.
 Her parents were also born in Ireland.
 Her father’s name was Edward (Ned) Anglim.
 She immigrated to the United States in 1870.
 

Patrick Hynes was born in Canada in June 19, 1847.His parents, Michael Hynes (1821-?) and Bridget Carey (1827-?), were born in Ireland.
 All of Patrick’s siblings were born in Canada.
 They were John (born ca. 1846), Ann (born ca. 1850), Bridget (born ca. 1851), Michael (born ca. 1851), Michael (born ca. 1852), Mary (born ca. 1854), Peter (born ca. 1855), Thomas (born ca. 1857), and Francis (born ca. 1859).
 In 1861, Michael Hynes and his family lived in Bedford, Frontenac County, Ontario, in Canada.
 The elder Michael worked as a farmer.
 This family was Roman Catholic.
 Patrick Hynes immigrated to the United States in 1866.
 The brothers, Patrick and Michael Hynes, lived in a boarding house in East Saginaw, Michigan, in 1870.
 Patrick and Margaret Hynes were married ca. 1877. They had no children.

For most of his career, Patrick Hynes was a lumberman.
 Prior to moving to the Iron River/Orienta area, the Hyneses lived in Eau Claire, Wisconsin. During the 1880s and 1890s, Eau Claire was considered a boom town, dominated by lumber interests. In 1880, Hynes was listed as a  foreman, boarding at Hart’s Hotel.
 He served as Secretary of the Eau Claire Investment Company, which was incorporated on December 12, 1884. In 1885, Hynes was a foreman at the Merridean Mills of the Eau Claire Lumber Co.
 Eau Claire is in Wisconsin’s Chippewa River Valley, which produced much of the nation’s white pine lumber. Lumber production in this region boomed in the late 19th century. Around 1887 , Pat Hynes boarded at the “Eau Claire House”. 
 He subsequently owned and lived in a home at 924-First Avenue in Eau Claire.
 

During the late 1880s, Hynes was considering “the advisibility of putting several [lumber] camps in” Bayfield County, in Northwestern Wisconsin.
 Orienta is a village located in Bayfield County, at the mouth of the Iron River and Lake Superior. Today, all that remains of the once bustling mill town are the intersecting lines that indicate what once were streets in an otherwise empty field. Across the Iron River where the mill once stood, a single partially collapsed stone building stands in a thicket of alder brush.

In 1891, Patrick Hynes moved to Orienta.
 In September 1892, Hynes then living in Iron River, purchased US Government Lots 4 and 5 in Section 34 Town 50 Range 9 from the James and Emma Bardon of Superior Wisconsin (approximately 41 acres of timberland).
 Patrick Hynes, along with John Hynes and John Dowd of Ashland and John Hanely formed the Iron River Boom and Improvement Company.  They had intended to develop a complete logging and lumber business. In their incorporation documents, they stated that the purpose of the corporation was to dam the Iron River and its tributories for driving, towing, booming, and rafting logs to their proposed mill site at the mouth of the river. Their plans included building a saw mill, gristmill, feedmill, planning mill, sash and door and furniture factory, woodwork and match factories, blacksmith and wagon shop, hotels and boarding houses, store, elevator, wharves, docks, and a a tramway for mining and quarrying.The headquarters of the corporation was to be in Ashland, Wisconsin.

One of the first steps the new corporation took was to apply for a federal post office, which was granted September 8, 1892, with John Haney as postmaster. Pat Hynes named the small milltown and subsequent township “Orienta”, perhaps after the Orienta clay soil in the area.

The new enterprise became a “thriving business.”
 Lumber camps and mills sprung up all through the Iron River valley. Hynes built a saw mill at the mouth of the Iron River on the west side, and “set up a camp to accommodate any lumberjack who might come his way.”

The small village of Orienta began developing along the lake shore on the east side of the river.
 Bodeen wrote:

Clearings were made, homes were built as well as business houses on the main street parallel to the river. A swinging bridge was constructed across the river adjacent to the mill to provide passage to the mill for the workmen who had been attracted by the possibility of employment in the mill.

Supplies were brought in to the growing community by boat and by tote wagons on a periodic basis. Occasionally someone was delegated to hitch up a team and make a trip to town (Iron River) for special supplies or equipment.

Every man in the Hynes camp had his own special work assignment from the tote boy to the “high loader” andf there were special goomsmen to care for the many horses and oxen in the camp.

The Hynes logging operation extended for many miles to the south of the lake shore, especially along the banks of the Iron River. The timber was cut and piled along the river banks until there was a big enough supply to float down to the mill and there was sufficient water impounded behind the dam to float it.

These floats were under the direction of a foreman whose duty it was to carefully plan and guide it.

On April 19, 1893, the Wisconsin state legislature authorized Patrick Hynes to improve Iron River, Bayfield County, Wisconsin for log driving purposes.
 On July 5, 1893, the Orienta Townsite and Mill Co. of Orienta was incorporated. Patrick Hynes was an incorporator, along with John Hynes and John Haney.
  In 1895, Hynes Lumber Company contracted with S.K. Martin Lumber Co., Chicago, in which Martin bought 11 million feet of lumber planned to be manufactured that season at Orienta. This was the largest lumber deal contracted in Northern Wisconsin that season.
  

As the lumber business grew, many people moved into the area, and became workers either in the camps and mills, or in businesses serving them. The village of Orienta steadily grew, and soon had a population of several hundred people.

The main street in Orienta ran parallel to the river, and had several businesses. There was first a log cabin that was the home of Mike Hopkins, who later served as the township’s first chairman. Next there was a large saloon with the splendid “mirrored walls and beautiful sparkling glassware.” Adjacent to the saloon was a combined store and post office building that was conspicuous with its white painted exterior. It had living quarters on the second floor. The other buildings on Main Street were unpainted, including the imposing hotel, which was next on Main Street. It had 22 rooms, living quarters for the manager and his family. The hotel also had a chapel with an altar. This chapel could seat 25 people.

Unfortunately, the company soon faced hard times. The company had apparently over-extended itself in attempting to grow. A financial panic occurred during the mid-1890s, which made credit very difficult to obtain and dried up the markets for the company’s products. In 1895, the Northern Lumberman magazine reported, “No more shipments will be made from the Hynes dock to Chicago this fall. The mill is boarded up and everything will remain as a graveyard until some new management gets control of the enterprise.”
 The magazine further reported that some investors from Detroit had visited the Hynes site and were discussing plans to purchase it. However, this transaction was never consummated.

The Orienta Post Office was discontinued on December 4, 1894. It was reestablished on September 11, 1895, with Patrick Hynes as postmaster.
 Although Pat Hynes was still living in Orienta at the time,
 he and his household would eventually would leave Orienta and resettle in Duluth, in search of better economic opportunity.

The Hynes Lumber Company faced $ 20,000 in labor liens and sought reorganization in late 1895. M.J. Bourke of Ashland Wisconsin, representing the Nestor estate, had planned to invest $ 150,000 to get the company back on its feet.”
 The Touhy Mercantile Co., had a claim against the company, it was given a chattel mortgage by Pat Hynes, and subsequently foreclosed on the mortgage. In early 1896, The Tuohy Company sold 4/5 of the stock of the Iron River Improvement Co. to J.G. Green of Ashland.
 

As a part of his financial reorganization, Hynes sold at least some of his personally held land to the Iron River Boom and Improvement Company for $49,600 in January 1896. The company managed to survive the financial crisis and successfully continued at least the logging and milling part of the business.
 Hynes, however, appeared to no longer have a role in the company.

In 1905, the sawmill in Orienta was doing well. Orienta had a population of 142, 72 were male mill workers. Most of the rest of the residents were farmers, their wives and children.
 

John J. Anglim, then 15 years old, immigrated to the United States in 1905. He traveled on the ship Lucania, en route to Wisconsin to live with his aunt, Mrs. Hynes.
 Margaret Hynes owned the general store in Orienta, and was the postmistress there. Pat Hynes may have already began working in Duluth at the time. Also living there was niece, Esther E. Driscoll, age 16, born in the United States, of Canadian parents.

Edward T, Anglim, then 16 years old, emigrated to the United States in 1907, arriving in Ellis Island, New York on May 30, 1907. According to the ship manifest of the Caronia, Edward was 5’5”, had blue eyes.Several other passengers were also from Newcastle West. The ship manifest stated that his destination as Orienta, where he would live with his “Aunt Mrs. (Margaret) Hynes” and indicated that his passage was paid by his brother.

The village of Orienta remained as an active community until 1911 when the last postmaster served and the last school term was taught. The sawmill is thought to have closed before that time.After 1911, the village declined and disappeared except for a few business buildings on Main Street.The Hynes family owned  some of the buildings, including some of the cottages, in the old village and rented some of them. The Hyneses also continued to rent out their farm.Pat Hynes would regularly take a boat to Orienta monthly to collect rent. Most of the surviving buildings in Orienta were destroyed in a grass fire in 1936.

Patrick Hynes, who listed his occupation as a lumberman, roomed at 405 King block, in Duluth, between 1905 and 1909.
 Beginning in 1909, the Hynes family began renting at 511 E. 3rd Street in Duluth, which became the Hynes family home until 1941.
 Edward T. Anglim and John J. Anglim lived with the Hyneses, at 511 E. 3rd Street.

In 1910, a cousin named Kate Collins, aged 19, and a lodger named Jeanette Wagner, aged 31, also lived at the Hynes home. Miss Collins was born in Ireland and Miss Wagner was born in Germany.
 No further information is known about Kate Collins. 

Patrick Hynes, approximately 64 years old, was the manager and  owner of the land and iron company, "Patrick Hynes & Co."
 He worked as a land agent from around 1911 through 1916. This company had its office in Room 601 of the Manhattan Building.
 John J. Anglim worked at his uncle’s business from 1911 through 1913.
 

Edward worked as a bookkeeper for Duluth Hardware Co. and John J. Anglim worked as a bookkeeper for the Cudahy Packing Co.
 John was naturalized in 1905, and Edward was naturalized in 1907.
 John also attended the Duluth Business College.

John Anglim lived at the Hynes family home up through 1913. By 1913, John Anglim had moved to Deadwood, SD.
 Edward Anglim also worked at Pat Hynes & Co., from 1911 through 1914. By 1913, Edward Anglim was also a bookeeper for US Steel Co. By 1914, he was working as a bookeeper for Cudahy Packing Company. He lived at the Hynes family home up through about 1914.
 By 1915, Edward Anglim moved to Aurora, Illinois, and worked there for a relatively short time.

Patrick Hynes, aged 76, died of pneumonia in his Duluth home on January 27, 1925.
 His funeral mass was conducted by Fr. Bagdeby at Sacred Heart Cathedral.
 He was interred at Calvary Cemetery in Duluth. He had lived in Duluth for 40 years, and in the United States for 55 years.
 Margaret Hynes remained at the large duplex at 511 – E. 3rd Street until her death in 1941.
  The census lists her as widowed, with no occupation. Margaret Hynes, aged 91, died in Duluth on October 4, 1941, after a lingering illness. She had lived in Duluth for approximately 37 years.
 She was a member of Sacred Heart Church. She had two survivors: a sister named Elizabeth McCarthy of New York and her nephew, Edward Anglim, of Duluth.

Edward Anglim registered for military service in April 1917,when he lived at 916 Jones (Road) in Sioux City, Iowa. He was single at the time and worked as a cashier with Cudahy Packing Company.
 Cudahy was the largest employer in Sioux City at the timePrior to living on Jones Road, roomed at 1011 13th in Sioux City.
 Edward Anglim's  discharge papers indicate that he enlisted in the US Army, at the age of 28, on May 8, 1918 in Sioux City Iowa. He was discharged at Camp Grant, Illinois on November 30, 1918. He was married at the time. Also at the time, Edward had blue eyes, brown hair, a fair complexion, and was 5'7".
    His registration papers indicated that he was “stout”. While he was in the army, Agnes lived with her father, at 1001-8th in Sioux City.
 

After Edward was discharged from the army, he became a charter member of the David Wisted-Zenith City American Legion Post in Duluth. He also became a member of the Duluth Aerie of the Fraternal Order of Eagles.
 In 1920, Edward and Agnes, and their son Edward, lived at 1616 Charles Street, in Rockford, Illinois. Edward was a cashier at the Cudahy packing house.
 

Edward  Anglim in 1921 was a cashier at Cudahy in Duluth. He was a bookkeeper between 1922‑23, and a bookkeeper for Power Hardware Co. from 1924 through 1934.
 He then became a financial agent in the mid-1930s.
 Edward later spent much of his career working with the Internal Revenue Service, beginning as a deputy collector with the US IRS Office in Duluth.
 In addition to Duluth, Edward worked as the collector for the IRS in Crookston, MN, circa, 1947 through 1958. He resided at 301 N. Main, in Crookston.

 Edward lived at 511 E. 3rd in Duluth in 1921. He then lived with his family at 826‑E. 6th Ave in Duluth, from 1922-1924;
,  605‑E. 6th in 1927
, 1331 9th St.in Duluth from 1929 through 1932
, 1211 E. 6th Street in Duluth
,101 W. 3rd Street.
 He then lived at 1201-E. 3rd Street in Duluth in 1942.
 

Agnes J.(Flaherty) Anglim was a stenographer with Tom O’Dea, and boarded at 2614 Virginia, Sioux City Iowa at about the time she was married to Edward Anglim.
 She lived with her father at 1001 8th in Sioux City, when Edward served in the U.S. Army.
 She was listed as a housewife in 1929.
 She was a housekeeper in 1937 and 1938.
 She worked at St, Mary’s Hospital in 1944 and 1948.
 Agnes Anglim lived at 1211 E. 6th Street from 1934 through 1936, 11 England Avenue in 1937, 3801 Grand Avenue in 1938, 511 E. 3rd Avenue, in 1944 and 1948.
 She eventually moved to Superior Wisconsin, where she died in 1958.
 


In 1918, John J. Anglim lived at 409 E. 6th Street, Davenport, Iowa, with his wife and child, when he registered for the draft for World War I.He worked as a cashier and office manager for Cudahy. According to his draft registration, he was 5 foot 9 inches, had blue eyes, and brown hair. In 1924, John J. Anglim was a cashier for Cudahy and he lived at 125‑E. 7th St.,Duluth. He was a credit manager for Cudahy in 1925 and lived at 110‑E. 7th St. He died of septic poisoning on August 14, 1925.
 He was interred at Calvary cemetery in Duluth.

Mary Anglim, of Philadelphia, remembers that her father went to Duluth for John (Jack) Anglim's funeral. Richard Anglim,of    Minneapolis, believes that both brothers from Philadelphia    attended the funeral.

Geraldine, Tim J. and Tim W. Anglim also lived in Duluth between 1921‑1927.
 These Anglims trace their lineage from Anglims who immigrated from County Clare, and then Wisconsin, before eventually settling in Duluth, MN.   

Edward spent his retirement years living in Baudette,and Duluth, both in Minnesota. One of his momentos was an article from the Crookston newspaper announcing that Edward had moved there and, alluding to his Irish heritage, speculated that he might run for mayor.
 He was especially fond of discussing politics and sports.  As a young man, he enjoyed movie westerns.Unfortunately, he had become profoundly deaf during his later life.

The combination of Edward's Irish volubility and his ability as an accountant became legendary. Mrs. Bergley, the compiler's fourth grade teacher, expressed amazement that Edward both simultaneously carry on an expressive conversation and accurately deal with her family's books. Edward always had forceful beliefs concerning current events. He once said, regarding that Minnesota's influential iron ore companies “know more about you than you know about yourself." On October 13, 1948,  he attended a speech given by President Harry Truman, who campaigning for election against Thomas Dewey of New York. President Truman visited Superior and Duluth's Armory during a 31,000-mile whistlestop campaign that includes 350 speeches. In his Duluth speech, Truman praised the work of Northern Minnesota’s miners, railroad workers,  seamen, and lumber workers for their contribution to the national economy and in helping to win World War II. Edward remarked about President Truman’s firm handshake. 

Edward T. Anglim died in September 1976. His funeral mass was at Sacred Heart Cathedral, in Duluth, and he was buried at Calvary Cemetery in Duluth.

History of Anglim Family of Philadelphia 

Jeremiah Anglim (1879-1962)

Jeremiah Joseph Anglim was born May 18, 1879. He was of medium height and medium build, with gray eyes and light brown hair.
  He was the oldest son in his family
 and is refered to as a “farmer’s son” in the 1901 Irish census.
 He immigrated to the United States in April 1901 and settled in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania.
 

Jeremiah Anglim married Mary E. Melvin by Fr. Thomas J. Farrelly, on March 3, 1908.
 Mary Melvin Anglim was born on December 28, 1882 in Ireland.
 She came to the United States in 1903.
 She worked as a maid at the time of her marriage, and lived at 4419 Chestnut Street in Philadelphia.
 

In the early part of his career, Jeremiah was a laborer in 1902,a packer in 1903, a clerk in 1904 and 1905, a storekeeper in 1908, a laborer in 1907,1909 and 1910, a shipping clerk in 1910, and a clerk in 1911.
 He was appointed as a Philadelphia police patrolman on February 5, 1913.
 He is listed as a “patrolman, Department of Public Safety” in the 1930 census.
 He retired as a police patroman on February 1, 1950.

Jeremiah lived at 867 N. 47th from 1902-1904,and 1908. Jeremiah was listed as living at 963-N. 45th from 1909 through at least 1920.
 Jeremiah and his family lived on 5011 Girard Avenue from 1924 through 1962.
 This was a row house in the Carroll Park area of West Philadelphia. The majority of West Philadelphia's housing was developed between 1910 and 1940 following the construction of the Market-Frankford El through the area. This was the period of West Philadelphia's rapid urbanization, when the neighborhoods such as Carroll Park built up with predominantly row housing designed for middle class families. West Philadelphia was substantially developed by the time of World War II. Jeremiah passed away at his home on December 27, 1962. He is interred at Holy Cross Cemetery, in Yeardon, PA.  

The children of Jeremiah and Mary Anglim were: Helen , born in Pennsylvania, ca. 1909; John, born in Pennsylvania, ca. 1912; Thomas, born in Pennsylvania, ca. 1914;  William born in Pennsylvania, ca. 1915; Mary (or Marie), born in Pennsylvania, ca. 1918; and Edward, born in Pennsylvania, ca. 1920.

In 1930, Helen was a packer with Peden manufacturing and John was a printer with an unknown printing company.
 John became a police officer. 

Mary Anglim said of her father (Jeremiah), "he was very tall and handsome. He never lost his hair."
 Jeremiah died on December 27, 1962. The funeral mass was at the Church of St. Gregory. He was buried at Holy Cross Cemetary.

Mary E. Anglim died on February 11, 2006. She lived in Drexel Hills, PA. Her funeral mass was at St. Charles Borromeo Catholic Church in Drexel Hills. She was buried at Holy Cross cemetery.

William F. Anglim (1915-  ) enlisted in the Army on December 28, 1942. At the time of enlistment, he was 6 foot tall, and weighed 153 pounds. He had a grammar school education.

Mary wrote in 1982 that her "brother William has visited Ireland three times in    about four years. He really    loves Ireland and has a wonderful time with our relations on  my father's side. We have many cousins in Newcastle West County Limerick."

John E. (“Jerry”) Anglim (Oct. 29, 1911-Aug. 6, 1994) married Marie Hochhaus Anglim. They lived in Philadelphia.  He is the father of Rosemary Dickson and Joan Bochach. He has three grandchildren. His funeral mass was at the Church of Our lady of Lourdes. He is buried at Holy Cross Cemetery, in Philadelphia.

Thomas A. (“Wish”) Anglim (Aug. 17, 1913- March 9, 1998) married Lillian M. (Spitz) Anglim. They lived in Philadelphia.
 Their children were: Joseph J. Anglim, Thomas P. Anglim, Frances Brubaker, Michael D. Anglim, Marge Felienbaum, and Robert J. Anglim. They had five grandchildren. His funeral was at St. Martin of Tours Church, on 5450 Roosevelt Blvd.. He was buried at Resurrection Cemetery in Philadelphia.
  Lillian Anglim died on April 6, 2010. Her funeral mass was at St. martin of Tours Church. She was interred Resurrection Cemetery.

William Thomas Anglim (1880-1974)

William Thomas Anglim was born on June 12, 1880, in Ballykenny Ireland. He was tall, stout in build, with brown eyes, and black hair. 
 

William Anglim, aged 19, immigrated from Ireland in August 1899 and arrived in Philadelphia in September 4, 1899. He sailed on the ship Rhynland, which left Queenstown, Ireland. His occupation is listed as “laborer”. His last residence, Ballykenny, was listed as “B Kenny”, on the ship- manifest. He said he would reside with a relative, Catherine Hartnett (probably a sister of his mother, Margaret Hartnett Anglim). He paid for his own passage.
 William Anglim became a naturalized citizen in 1905.
 He settled in Philadelphia, where he lived for the rest of his life.

William Anglim was a motorman in Philadelphia from 1903 through 1911.
 He lived at 856 N. 44th in 1903, 862 N. 47th  in 1904 and 1905, 4508 Laird in 1907 and 1908, 897 N. Farson, in 1909, and 891 N. 50th from 1910 through 1930,
 and then at 1010 N. 67th in 1935.
 William Anglim last lived at 1128 Attwood Road, in Philadelphia. 

William Anglim was appointed as a Philadelphia policeman January 18, 1906.
 He was appointed as a “House Sergeant” police officer on January 1, 1922.
 He became a staff sergeant on August 11, 1922 and served in this position until February 28, 1926.
 Afterwards, he served as a detective with the Philadelphia Police Department
; and an investigator with the Philadelphia Police Department.
 

William Anglim married Mary Lyons on September 23,1908, by Fr. Bernard McKenna, at St. James Catholic Church.
 Mary Lyons Anglim  was born in Dover, Delaware on December 21, 1880.
 Her parents were also born in Delaware.
 Prior to the marriage, Mary lived at 6042 Kingsing Avenue W. in Philadelphia.
 She gave “housework” as her occupation.

The children of William and Mary Anglim were: Mary A. Anglim (who became Mrs. Marie Cantlin), who was born in Pennsylvania, ca. 1909; and, William J. Anglim, who was born in ca. 1917.
 

William Anglim died on February 14, 1974. The funeral mass was held at the Church of St. Calistis, in Philadelphia. He is buried at St. Denis Cemetery in Philadelphia.

William J. Anglim (1917-1999)

William J. Anglim, son of William T. Anglim, was born on April 13, 1917, in Philadelphia. He graduated from Mount St. Mary's University in Maryland, with a degree in Business Administration and Accounting in 1939.
  He was enlisted into the Army on October 29, 1941, at Camp Lee in Virginia. At the time, he was single, and worked as a bandsman playing an oboe, and as an automobile parts clerk. At the time of his enlistment, he was 6 foot 1 inch tall, and weighed 202 pounds.

He served six years in the Army Air Corps in Atlanta, rising to the rank of sergeant.
 William worked as clerk for Eastern Airlines ca. 1947-1948, an operating agent for Eastern Airlines, from 1950-1953, a salesman with Associated Cln Contractors, in 1955, a salesman with Miller Mfr. Express from ca. 1956-1962, a salesman for Harper Mtr. Lines from 1964 to 1969, and a dealer representative for Atlanta Gas & Light, beginning in 1970.
   While he worked for Atlanta Gas Light Co. for 15 years, his career was mostly spent in sales,working mostly with Brown and Bigelow. He lived in the Atlanta area from 1941 until his death.

William’s wife was named Ethel. William and Ethel lived at 933 Euclid Ave. Apt. 31 in 1948. They lived at 200 Rockyford Rd. NE, from ca.1950 to ca. 1961. They moved to 1076 Clarendon Avenue in DeKalb County around 1962.
 

Ethel worked as a clerk for Constitution Pub. in Atlanta from 1948-1950, as a saleswoman for Richs, from 1951-1952,and a receptionist for ER Squibb and Sons, ca 1953-1957.
 

William J. Anglim died on October 9, 1999. He lived at 1076 Clarendon Ave., Avondale Estates, in DeKalb, GA. at the time. Background: Sioux City Iowa

Railroad Construction
More significant to Sioux City's development than Missouri River steamboat traffic were the railroads constructed in Woodbury County during the late 19th century. Although a rail line running east from the town was surveyed in 1856, a railway did not become a reality until 1867 when the Sioux City and Pacific entered the county. The line which connected with the Union Pacific in Nebraska via Missouri Valley reached Sioux City in 1868. A branch of the Chicago and Northwestern, this railroad had a major impact upon the town. Freight shipped from New York reached Sioux City in eight days. During the summer following the start of rail service, a boom in real estate sales occurred when 145 lots in the East Addition sold at auction in a single day. The Sioux City and Pacific also led to the creation of the towns of Salix and Sloan (Iowa Writers' Program 1942:79-87; Warner 1974:122-123).

During the next two decades, other railroads built lines to Sioux City, including the Dubuque & Sioux City (1870), a branch of the Illinois Central, the Sioux City & St. Paul (1872), the Sioux City & Pembina (1873), the Northwestern (1887}, the Union Pacific (1889), and the Sioux City & Northern (1890), which later became part of James G. Hill's Great Northern. In funding the Sioux City & Pembina, promoters from Sioux City and Yankton, South Dakota, collected over $200,000 to construct a line between the two towns. This railroad had mixed blessings for Sioux City because the Missouri River steamboat trade, which had continued to play an important role in the town's economy even after the arrival of the first railroad, moved up-river to Yankton. However, the railways were the unchallenged transportation system; by 1890 Woodbury County had a total track of 121 miles, and with six trunk lines and the branch lines of 16 other railroads, Sioux City had become an important railroad hub (Iowa Writers' Program 1942:82-85; Warner 1974:123-130; Petersen 1965:202-203).

Industrial Growth in Sioux City
Through its railroads, Sioux City became a thriving commercial center. In addition to 13 banks and many mercantile establishments, by 1890 the city boasted a growing industrial base. The total manufacturing output of Sioux City that year was an estimated $14,000,000. Among its 70 manufacturers were an engine works, a stove factory, a paving-brick and tile works, a butter tub factory, a sash and door factory, and a planing mill. The city's two auxiliary printing houses produced as many "ready-print" sheets as four other cities combined, and were surpassed only by New York, Chicago, and Kansas City. Many of the industries in Sioux City, such as its flour and oatmeal mills, linseed oil mills, and agricultural implement works, were related to farming (Warner 1974:182, 219-222, 231; Iowa Writers' Program 115-116, 120).

The most significant industry was the city's meat packing houses. This business began in 1859 when a local retailer, James E. Booge, bought water-damaged grain salvaged from a sunken steamboat to fatten his hogs. Unable to locate a market in which to sell the animals, Booge decided to slaughter the hogs and sell the meat to customers. Because the pork sold quickly, he invested the money in more animals and hired several butchers from St. Louis. Demand increased during and after the Civil War, and the enterprise prospered. After enlarging his packing plant in 1871, Booge built a new facility in 1880 which covered ten acres and could handle 800 hogs and 100 cattle per day (Iowa Writers Program 1942:114-115; O'Connor 1932:34}.

The packing industry of course benefited from railroad construction in Sioux City, but it also received a boost from the completion of the Union Stock Yards in 1887. By 1888, James E. Booge & Sons had been joined by two other establishments: W.H. Silberhorn, whose machinery was powered by a pair of 225-horsepower Corliss engines, and Edward Haakinson & Company, whose complex of buildings included a 5-story packing house. In 1890, the town's meat packers slaughtered a total 12,000 hogs and 2,000 cattle daily. With an annual output of 680,000 hogs and 33,500 cattle, Sioux City ranked fifth among the nation's packing houses (O'Connor 1932:34-35; Warner 1974:222-224; Iowa Writers' Program 1942:116).

Urban Development in Sioux City
As a source of jobs, the packing houses and other manufacturers attracted many people to Sioux City. Between the 1880s and 1890s, the town experienced phenomenal population growth. In 1880, 7,500 people lived in Sioux City; ten years later the federal census counted more than 38,000 citizens living there. Consequently suburbs such as Leeds were developed to house the expanding labor force (Warner 1974:182; Sioux City Art Center 1983:15).

The increase in commercial activity and population created demands that required the expansion of Sioux City's infrastructure. During the economic boom of the 1880s many substantial buildings were built along lower Fourth Street such as the 1889 Lexington Block. A medical establishment, St. Joseph Hospital opened in 1889. Among Sioux City's attractions were its 1892 public library, the Peavey Grand Opera House, and the exhibitions held at the Corn Palace during the years 1887 to 1891. In 1890, classes began at the University of Northwest. Four years later this institution merged with Charles City College to become Morningside College (Petersen 1965:200-201; Sioux City Art Center 1983:15-17; Iowa Writers' Program 1942:89; O'Connor 28, 35-41; Federal Writers' Project 1938:312).

Sioux City's gas company, which began operation in 1872, was expanded in 1889 when four miles of pipe were constructed. The town's electric service was inaugurated in the 1880s. By 1890, the glow of 118 gas lamps and 76 electric lamps illuminated Sioux City streets. The town also had 20 miles of streets paved with wood blocks, a water system that included 30 miles of water mains, and 32 miles of sewer lines. The total valuation of Sioux City's improvements in 1890 was $16,000,000 (Warner 1974 179-182, 231-233; O'Connor 1932:40-41).

In 1884 five horse-drawn street cars began operating on three miles of track. By 1890, the system included 16 miles of track and 66 electric powered cars. Cable car service began in 1889 with 16 cars and a 3½ -mile long track. The most ambitious mass transit transportation system in Sioux City was the elevated railway. The ell was the creation of several influential financiers including Arthur S. Garretson, who was treasurer for the Sioux City & Northern Railroad, and packing-house pioneer James E. Booge. King Bridge & Iron Company of Cleveland Ohio built the 25-foot high steel structure at a cost of $242,000 (Warner 1974:234-235; O'Connor 1932:32-33; Petersen 1965:197).

In 1891, cars pulled by coal-burning locomotives began running on the elevated between downtown and Morningside Avenue. One year later, the Floyd River flooded 218 downtown blocks. Stories about flood refugees who escaped drowning by climbing upon the ell's platforms were well publicized and purportedly led to Chicago's famous elevated railway. Following the Panic of 1893, the ell's owners declared bankruptcy. Following its conversion to electricity, the system was abandoned around 1899. Before its demise, however, the elevated spurred the development of Morningside, a suburb southeast of Sioux City (O'Connor 1932:33; Iowa Writers' Program 1942:119; Thompson 1989;117-119}.

Turn-of-the-century Agriculture
In addition to making it a desirable place to live for its citizens, Sioux City's growth helped to secure the town's position as an important trade center in northwestern Iowa. To the people who tilled the land outside of Sioux City, the town was important for its stockyards, where farmers sold their livestock, its linseed oil works, where they sold the flax they raised, and its railroads that the farmers used to ship other farm products to larger cities. Each of these features encouraged farmers to increase agricultural acreage and make improvements to their farms (Thompson 1989:40-43).

In 1860, when only 28% of Iowa land was used for agricultural purposes, the estimated market value of Woodbury County farm real estate was $9 per acre; statewide this figure was an estimated $12 an acre. By 1900, when Iowa farm acreage had increased to 96% of the state's area, the estimated value of farmland in the county was $37 per acre. The increase in land values during this forty-year period was due in part to improvements such as new buildings and fences (Murray 1967:456-460, Farm Real Estate Values by County table). Hence, Sioux City's prosperity not only shaped the built environment in Sioux City, but also influenced the surrounding rural landscape.

While railroads and urban industries encouraged farmers to place more land in production, other factors would play a role in increasing Iowa's agricultural output at the turn of the century. Significant among these factors were technological advances in farming such as mechanized farm machinery, hybrid corn, new crops, better breeds of livestock, and improved planting techniques. Advocates of this more scientific approach to agriculture, known as Progressive Farming, included the faculty of the state agricultural college at Ames and the state's county extension agents. Through their extension agents, county farmers learned the latest information about crop rotation and proper tillage. Starting in 1918, home demonstration agents taught farm women food storage methods such as canning, which helped to improve the nutrition and health of farm families. The Farm Bureau would also play an important role in educating farm men and women about good agricultural practices. In 1920, the Iowa Farm Bureau Federation assisted in the formation of the American Farm Bureau Federation (Wall 1978:129; Ross 1951:123-127,142; Sage 1974:304-305}.

Descendants of John and Mary Flaherty

John P.O. Flaherty (1815-?)was married to Mary M. Flaherty (1820-?). Both were born in Ireland and were famine era immigrants to the United States. They first lived in New York, and eventually settled in Peoria, Illinois. John was a laborer, who lived at “Railroad, bs. 2nd ab. Morgan”.
 Patrick Flaherty was a laborer who lived at the Northwest corner of main and North, in Peoria. In 1860, John was an “engine wiper” for the Peoria and Bureau Valley (P&BV) Railroad shop, at North Water, and the foot of Evans.
 John Flaherty’s residence was North-Water, boarding, 2nd above Morgan. John Flaherty worked as a laborer from ca. 1860 to 1880,
 while Mary was a housewife.
 In 1870, the Flaherty family lived in the fourth ward of Peoria, IL.  Their children were: James W. Flaherty (ca. 1850-?) born in New York; John H. Flaherty (ca.1853-?) born in New York; Joseph T. Flaherty (ca.1857-) born in New York; Michael C. (ca. 1859-?) born in Illinois; and William E. Flaherty (ca. 1865-?) was also born in Illinois. Joseph W. Flaherty was a brass molder in 1870.
 John H. Flaherty was a plumber.
 In 1880 James W. Flaherty worked in “Railroading”, as did Michael Flaherty.

In 1880, Michael C. Flaherty, then aged 20, resided at his parent’s home in Peoria, IL. and was single.
 He worked in  “railroading”.
 Michael Flaherty, a few years later, moved to 115 Irving, in Peoria.

In addition to the parents and children, John’s brother, Patrick Flaherty (born ca1813), also lived with the family. He was born in Ireland.
 John and Mary Flaherty apparently did not move with Michael to Iowa.
 In 1883, John Flaherty was a helper with the St. Louis and Peoria (St.L.& P.Ry.) Railway Company and resided at 817 N. Washington, in Peoria; Patrick Flaherty was a gardener, and also resided at 817 N. Washington, in Peoria.
 

Another Flaherty family lived at 915 Perry in Peoria from 1890 through 1892. Family members included: Anna M. Flaherty
, John Flaherty
, and Michael F. Flaherty.
 Michael F. Flaherty worked as a flagman.
 Another Flaherty family lived on 1408 S. Washington. The members of this family, included: John who worked as a laborer,
, Miss Kate Flaherty, who worked as a seamstress for the J.N. Ward & Co

 Timothy J. Flaherty, a carpenter with the American Glucose Company, lived at 116 Howett.
 John Flaherty who lived at 105 Third, worked as an engineer.
 Timothy Flaherty, who lived at 306 New, worked as a wheelwright.             

In 1888, Michael C. Flaherty moved to Sioux City, Iowa, where he would live the rest of his life.
 He worked for the Chicago, St. Paul, Minneapolis, and Omaha(C St P M & O) Railway (aka, the “Omaha Railroad”) from 1875 through 1922, when he retired.
 When he first came to Sioux City, he worked as a train dispatcher
, but spent most of his career through his retirement as a locomotive engineer.
 When he first moved to Sioux City, he roomed at 616 Wall
, and then at 514 Wall.
 Michael Flaherty continued to work as an engineer until his retirement in 1922.
 

Michael Flaherty moved to Sioux City, when that city was a boom town. The city’s population grew from 19,060 in 1885 to 50,000 in 1893. Many of Sioux City’s major industries emerged or expanded during this time. The Union Stockyards was organized in 1884 and enlarged its large stock handling facilities. The railroads expanded during this period. In 1886, only four railroads entered the city. Within five years, eleven separate rail lines were either in operation or planned.

 In 1895, the Flahertys lived in “Sioux City, Third Ward.”
 The family was Catholic.
 Anna Flaherty died on March 5, 1901, at age 38, "of childbirth", while delivering Raymond Flaherty.
.The  Sioux City Journal reported, "Mrs. Flaherty's death came suddenly about 10:00 yesterday morning at her residence, 1113 Eighth Street. Her husband is an engineer on the Omaha road between here (Sioux City) and Council Bluffs, and was on his run at the time. A telegram was sent to him notifying him of the death of his wife, and he will arrive this evening."  Funeral services were held on March 7, 1901, at St. Joseph's Catholic Church. Father E.W. Fowler officiated at the funeral. Anna Flaherty was buried at Mt. Calvary cemetery.

From 1901 through 1917, Michael Flaherty lived at 1113 8th, in Sioux City.
 For part of this time, he also roomed at the Drexel Hotel, in Omaha.
 In 1918, Michael Flaherty lived at 512 Virginia
, 1001 8th in 1919,
 and 618 ½ 4th in 1920.
 He lived with his son, Frank and his wife at their home at 107 Rustin during at least part ofthe 1920s.
 Michael Flaherty died at his home on 3012 Marshall, on January 15, 1940. He was buried in Calvary Cemetery on January 17, 1940.

By 1910, Katie Flaherty, then 20, was a laundress, single, and a lodger living in Sioux City.

 From 1912-1913, Frank Flaherty roomed at the Hotel Rutland.
 Frank Flaherty worked for the Sioux City Terminal (S.C.T.) Railway and was listed variously as a foreman or a switchman, from 1917 to 1952
 He also served as an official with his union. For example, he served as treasurer of Local #132 in 1950.

In 1919, Frank Flaherty and his family lived in a house at 107 Rustin, in Sioux City, from ca. 1919 through 1929.
 The Flahertys lived at 716 Court in Sioux City in 1930
, 1923 McDonald in Sioux City from 1931 to 1934
 and 306 Brown in Sioux City from 1935 through 1936.
 Frank Flaherty then lived at 600 4th in 1937
, and 414-11th, apartment 27 from 1938 through 1948.
  Frank E. Flaherty married Christine M. Flaherty, who was a nurse with Dr. Raymond Duling (and later at St. Vincent Hospital) ca. 1948.
 From 1950 through 1952, Frank and Christine Flaherty lived at 303-11th, Sioux City.
 Frank Flaherty was tall, slender, with gray eyes and dark hair.
 Frank died in April 17,1952, and was buried at Calvary Cemetery on April 21, 1952.

Richard Thomas Anglim is a graduate of Duluth Cathedral High School. He lived at 711 W. 7th Street in Duluth prior to serving in the army (Duluth City Directory, 1950). In his youth, he was a leader in his local Boy Scout organization. Many of his acquaintances of those days became lifetime friends such as Frank Zabracki, who owned a gas station in East Duluth and Dennis Smith who was active in politics. Richard served as an US Army sergeant during the Korean War era, earned his Masters in Public Administration from the University of Minnesota, and worked in Minnesota state and Ramsey County (St. Paul, MN) government from the 1950s through the 1980s. From ca. 1957-1962,  Richard Anglim was Civil Defense Commander of Mobile Unit District One (MSA-1), which comprised of 13 counties in Southeastern Minnesota. The focus of Civil Defense at the time was preparedness for a military (including nuclear attack). The strategies for Civil Defense at the time included evacuations and building fallout shelters. The twins, John and Edward (Ned), were born in Ballykenny, Newcastle West, County Limerick, Ireland in 1890 to Thomas and  Ellen Hartnett Anglim.

John arrived in America in 1905. He resided with his Aunt Margaret Hynes and her husband, Patrick Hynes. John’s  immigration records indicated that he was going to Wisconsin to live with his aunt, “Mrs. Hynes”.
 John’s place of residence was listed as Newcastle West, in County Limerick, Ireland. In 1900, Mrs. Margaret Hynes lived with her husband, Mr. Patrick Hynes, in Iron River, Bayfield County, Wisconsin.
 Margaret Hynes was born in Ireland in January 1854. Immigrating in 1870, she had been in the United States for 30 years at the time of the 1900 census. Patrick Hynes was born in Canada in June 1847.
 He was listed as a lumberman in the 1900 census.
 Immigrating in 1866, he was in the United States for 34 years as of the 1900 census. Patrick and Margaret Hines later moved to Duluth and had a large house on 511 3rd Street, Duluth, Minnesota. They lived in half the house, renting out the other half. John went to school and worked on a farm.

In 1907, John’s brother Ned joined him in Duluth where both continued school, work, and became naturalized citizens.

John became an accountant for Cudahy Packing Company
 and traveled a great deal. On a promotional trip to Deadwood,South Dakota, he met Sheriff Frank Noonan who introduced him to his sister‑in‑law, Josephine Rochefort (1894-1982) of Lead, South Dakota.
 

John and Josephine were married November 11, 1914 in Deadwood. They lived in several places because of John's work.
 

John Jr.was born in Davenport, Iowa March 2, 1917. Named   after  his father, he was called Jack. He was an infant in  Atlanta, Georgia. Josephine took Jack to the pier when her only brother was shipping out to Europe to fight in World War I.

In Chicago, Illinois, John worked in the main office of Cudahy. He took John Jr. to a baseball game to watch Babe Ruth ‑‑ the next day he hit a home run. We went to a saloon where adults drank beer and Jack ate a Babe Ruth candy bar.

Jack’s mother took him to a Marshall Field Department store where he discovered the automat. His mother also once attended a Margaret Anglim play in Chicago.

John Anglim and his family lived in St. Paul and Duluth, Minnesota. Jack attended school in Duluth.

At age six, Jack was hit by a car on 4th Street on the way home from school. At that time Ned (Edward Anglim, the twin brother) worked with Powers Hardware Store. The Vienna trained eye, ear, nose and throat specialist who examined me after the accident was brother of the owner of the hardware store. I was taken to a hospital on third street near where Hyneses lived.
 

Jack recalls that his “father, evidentially quite a company man, could very often be found in butcher shops on Saturdays, selling the product.” The family still has the watch ‑‑ an engraved award from Cudahy.

Jack’s sister Mary Jo was born on June 25, 1925.

John died on August 12, 1925 at age 33 and was buried in  Duluth. Jack was eight years old at that time and remembered the  funeral. Ned was there, also an Uncle Jerry Anglim from     Philadelphia who was a Sergeant in the police force. He was a tall slender red head. Another brother, William, a  Lieutenant on the same force, who did not come to the funeral.

Josephine moved to Lead, South Dakota, where she worked in the butcher department of Hearst Mercantile. Jack candled eggs after school and on Saturdays. Josephine died January 16, 1982 in Lead having survived two more husbands.

During World War II, Josephine and Mary Jo corresponded with  Uncle, Richard Anglim, who resided at the old family home in Ballykenny. Jack believed he farmed and raised horses there. Richard’s wife's name was 'Bea'and they may have had six children. Some of Richards descendants inherited the family home, and may still live there (see Charts C‑46 and C‑48). When Richard wrote to my mother and sister, Richard asked them to send tea. They did so but never heard from him again. Jack wondered if the boat sank and they never received it.

History of  John J. Anglim, Jr. and His Family 

John Joseph Anglim, Jr., the son of John J. Anglim Sr. and Mary J. Rochefort Anglim, graduated from high school in Lead, South Dakota in 1935. He worked for a few  years with Sinclair‑Wyoming Oil Company around Big Spring, Texas. He was married in Forsaw Texas on January 26, 1940 to Alda Alston. He was transferred in the summer of 1940 to McLeansboro, Illinois where their first child  was born. Within a year he was sent to St. Francisville,  Illinois, and Mt. Vernon, Indiana, still with Sinclair. When a major company lay‑off in Mississippi brought in others with more seniority, he was given two weeks notice. During the two weeks he appeared daily at the Steamfitters Local Union Hall in Evansville, Indiana and he was finally sent out as a permit man. One month later, he paid his initiation fee and became a  journeyman steamfitter.

He and his family returned to Texas where he found work at Fort Worth, Gainesville, and Houston. In 1944, he worked on the Manhattan Project. He and his family were living in Eugene, Oregon when he was drafted. He served in Germany and was discharged in 1946. In 1947, John J. Anglim and Rosa Alda Anglim lived at 322-7 Commercial, in Richmond, California.
 He retired on June 30, 1982 from Steamfitters Local #342. He passed away on January 25, 1994 in Contra Costa, CA.

Rosa Alda Alston Anglim was born on June 19, 1918 in Dover, Arkansas. Rosa lived in Concord, CA from 1947 through 2004. She married John Anglim. Her children are: John E. Anglim, Margaret L. Anglim. She is survived by her children Timothy J. Anglim, James P. Anglim, Rose Marie Langlois and Mary Jo Korb. She also had seven grandchildren and four great grandchildren. Biography of Bishop Robert Anglim, C.S.S.R.

Robert Emmett Anglim (Mario Roberto Emmett Anglim) was born in Lombard, Illinois on March 4, 1922. He was educated at the Redemptorist Minor Seminary, St. Joseph’s College, in Kirkwood, Missouri. He attended novitiate in De Soto, Missouri where he professed religious vows as a Redemptorist in the St. Louis Province. He studied for the priesthood at Immaculate Conception Seminary in Oconomowoc, Wisconsin and was ordained there on January 6, 1948.

Anglim served as a missionary in the Vice Province of Manaus, Brazil until April 24, 1964 when Pope Paul VI named him to be the first prelate of the newly established Territorial Prelature of Coari. He was appointed Titular Bishop of Gaguari by Paul VI on March 23, 1966 and was consecrated a bishop by Archbishop John Patrick Cody of Chicago on June 2, 1966. The principal co-consecrators were Archbishop João de Souza Lima of Manaus and Bishop Tomás Guilherme Murphy, C.Ss.R. of Juazeiro. Anglim attended the third and fourth sessions of the Second Vatican Council and was responsible for initiating the Council’s reforms in the prelacy. On May 2, 1970 he was appointed Apostolic Administrator of the Territorial Prelature of Lábrea. He held the position for a little over a year when a new prelate was named on June 7, 1971. Bishop Anglim served the Prelature of Coari for a total of nine years before his death on April 13, 1973. 

Biography of Brother Maurice Anglim

Brother Maurice (Leonorian Maurice)Anglim, age 85, died Dec. 29, 2009 at Resurrection Hospital in Chicago.

A De La Salle Christian Brother for 66 years, he was born John Vincent Anglim in Kansas City, MO, son of the late Francis and Rose (Purcell) Anglim. In 1942, he graduated from De La Salle High Sschool in Minneapolis, the same year he entered the novitiate of the Brothers in Glencoe, MO. He pronounced his first vows in 1943 and his final vows in 1949. He earned a BA from St. Mary's College, Winona, MN, an MA from St. Louis University, an MPS and an MA from Loyola University.

Brother Maurice was preceded in death by his parents; brothers Frank,William, Thomas, Bishop Robert and James Anglim; and a sister Sister M. Jean RitaAnglim, BVM. He is Survived by a brother Joseph of Ft. Myers, FL; a sister Sister EileenAnglim, BVM of Chicago; and his religious family, Brothers of the Christian Schools.

Joseph L. Anglim ‑‑ Director of Administration and later Regional Scout Director, Boy Scouts of America, circa  1977‑1991. see chart C-60. He was a native of Kansas City, MO. He served in the US Army, from 1945 to 1946. He graduated from the University of Minnesota With a BS. He graduated with from the National Training Schools for Professional Leaders in Scouting in 1951. He became field scout executive in Minneapolis in Nov. 1954, Director of camping in Aug. 1956, and Assistant Director of Camping for the Chicago Area Council in Jan. 1959. Frank Anglim – Born in Chicago, Mr. Anglim grew up in Kansas City. He graduated from St. Louis University with a bachelor’s degree in Latin. He married Sue Engleman in 1941. They would be married for 61 years, until her death. In 1942, Frank Anglim joined the Navy, and served in  Europe. He entered as an  Ensign and was assigned  to Naval Intelligence in Chicago, IL. From 1943 through 1945, he was at sea , while his wife and daughters lived in Kansas City, Mo. In January 1946, Frank and his family moved to Dallas, Texas. In 1954, Frank was discharged from Navy Reserve as a lieutenant. 

While in Dallas, he helped start Central Commissary Co., which supplied food and services to the railroad industry. He was a partner with the company until his retirement in the mid-1980s. Frank Anglim was a rules official for the US Golf Association for nearly 35 years and was the chairman of the first Byron Nelson Classic in 1968, and volunteered for the tournament every year from 1968 through 2004. He also served as U.S.G.A. Sectional Affairs Committee U.S.G.A. Rules Official In May 2004, Mr. Anglim served as an honorary starter at the EDS Byron Nelson Championship. He was very active and very well known in the golfing community.

Frank Anglim’s love of golf began at age 10 when he caddied for extra money in Kansas City, Mo. After moving to Dallas in the mid 1940s, he began volunteer work in golf administration. In 1970, he was appointed to the USGA’s Sectional Affairs Committee and begtan a long tenure as a rules official, overseeing 22 consecutive US Open Championships, 21 xconseutive US Amateur Championships and three NCAA Championships.

He was awarded the Isaac B. Grainger Award for 25 years of volunteer service to the USGA in 1995. He also received the Joe Dey Award, the USGA’s most prestigious award for meritorious service to golf as a volunteer in 1999.

Frank Anglim was a life member of the Salesmanship Club of Dallas. He served on its board of directors from 1968-1970, and from 1975-1976 and received the 1993 Cy Johnson Spirit Award by Salesmanship marshals. 

Jean Bockman, one of Frank Anglim’s daughter, said she would best remember her father for his devotion to his family. “He had a passion for the game of golf, but his family always came first…He was very unselfish and always generous with his time.”

He wrote the following five days after her birth while he was stationed with the Navy at Ramsgate, Kent, England during World War II.. She keeps this treasured letter in a frame in her home in McKinney, TX.

22 February, 1945

My Dear Jean - Hello, little girl! How are my new daughter and her mother getting along? You know you are going to have a difficult time convincing your sister that you are not a boy; you know your mother told Pat she would get a baby brother. But we would rather have you than all the boys in the world. Because you and your sister are the apple of your Daddy's eye.

Why not drop me a line telling what you look like, how much you weigh, if you have any hair, when you arrived, etc. And if you can, please enclose a picture of yourself and Mommy together.

Good-bye for now, my baby daughter, please write soon. Also please give Mommy my love.

Daddy.

Frank Anglim was an active member of Christ the King Parish in Dallas for more than 55 years, serving as usher, choir member, and past president of the Men’s Club. He was also a fourth degree Knight of Columbus. 

His family included brothers, Maruice Anglim, F.S.C. of Chicago, Joe Anglim of Trophy Club, TX; a sister, Eileen Anglim, BVM of Chicago; his daughters, Jean Bockman of Dallas; Sister Suzanne “Pat” Anglim, DC of San Antonio, Barbara Clarke of Collegeville, Pa, and Kathy Evans of Plano; and seven grandchildren.
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Bayfield County Press, November 10, 1905:

BAYFIELD 1905 - Her Industries and Agricultural Resources 
 
Taking one consideration with another, Bayfield is one of the richest counties in northern Wisconsin, in diversified resources. Tributary to Bayfield there's enough standing hemlock and hardwood timber to keep her saw mills running for the next fifteen years. This is true only of the Bayfield district, for the Washburn and Chequamegon bay have all but cut the standing pine and hemlock in their territory and as a result, these mills are being dismantled preparatory to being relocated to saw the yellow pine of the Gulf states and the white pine of the Pacific slope. The continued sawing of the Bayfield mills means much for its prosperity. 
 
The next extensive industry is the Bayfield fisheries - white fish, Lake Superior trout and herring. There are lean and fat years in this business like all others. Still, the catch averages well. The scarcity of white fish this season has been pronounced along the entire coast of the Apostle Islands. Nearly all the fish pack of the Bayfield fisheries find an eastern market. There are four fish companies, the A. BOOTH Packing company, the DORMER-BOUTIN Fish company, the Jacob JOHNSON Fish company, and the Independent Fish company, besides 100 individual fishermen, having a combined capital of $300,000, while the value of the catch is $100,000 annually. The fishing industry has given a name and fame to Bayfield all over the United States. 
 
The cut-over pine lands of Bayfield are just coming into the market for agriculture, dairying, and stock raising, although such a statement if made a few years ago would have been laughed at. The soil is a rich, red, sandy loam, the climate the best, the rainfall just right for profitable farming. The soil from which the timber has been cleared is particularly rich and productive because it contains the deposits of the decayed vegetation of ages and it produces remarkable crops. As many as fifty-five bushels of wheat, eighty of oats, and three to four tons of timothy and red clover per acre are often taken from the timber land farms. The experienced Bayfield county farmer will tell you he would rather have an eight acre timber farm than a 100 acre prairie farm. This is a great fruit section for apples, pears, cherries, plums, currants, blackberries, and other fruits of the temperate zone. 
 
Bayfield is building an air line, the Bayfield Lake Shore and Western that has been surveyed to Duluth, but is building to Cornucopia, a distance of 20 miles, over which trains will be running the next two months. From Cornucopia the line runs to Port Wing, Orienta, Amnicon, Superior and Duluth. Take a map of the route this road passes through and see how the land lies. Here is the richest fruit growing, farming, and stock raising sections in the United States where timothy and red clover grow wild if only seeded; living water on every quarter section, and lakes alive with fish on nearly every section. The building of the Bayfield, Lake Shore and Western is of the greatest importance to the region, as it will give the best markets for lumber, sandstone, fish, livestock, grain, and farm produce. The advantages of the new route will be several - not only shorter distance and lower freight rates. The completion of this railroad will give new industrial life to Bayfield and do much towards bringing the fertile agricultural cut-over timber lands into market. 
 
Bayfield is one of the oldest and best known Lake Superior marts. It was platted in the spring of 1856, long before the railroad era. It has a population of 2,000; it is lighted by electricity, has water system, both owned and operated by the city, unequaled public schools; free library built at the cost of $10,000; eight churches, Episcopal, Presbyterian, Catholic, Congregationalist, German, Swedish and Norwegian Lutheran; hotels for commercial travelers and tourists.  
 
Bayfield Fruit and Farm Lands 
 
There is no section attracting such wide attention from the progressive fruit growers and farmers as the cut-over agricultural timber lands of Bayfield county. The soil has been fertilized for hundreds of years by the autumnal growth of vegetation, making a rich, red sandy loam - a soil unequaled for small grain, grasses, and red clover. As an indication of how the Bayfield cut-over timber land if being settled up, we have only to review a few of the recent settlers. George H. WHITING, the widely known nurseryman of Yankton, S. D. purchased 1000 acres of Carver, Quayle, and Nourse. The land is located four miles southwest of Bayfield on the shores of Lake Superior, through which the Omaha runs ten daily trains. This 1,000 acre farm is to be cleared up and devoted solely to growing fruit. It is Mr. WHITING's boast that in five years he will load the biggest lake vessel from his own docks with apples and other fruits raised in this orchard.

History of Duluth

The western Lake Superior area was originally occupied by members of the Sioux and Chippewa tribes. One of the first explorers of European descent to arrive in the area now occupied by Duluth was Frenchman Pierre Esprit Radisson, who explored the region in the 1650s or 1660s. The city was ultimately named, however, for Daniel Greysolon, Sieur du Lhut (variously spelled Dulhut, Derhaut, and du Luth), who visited the southern shore of Lake Superior in 1679 in an attempt to make peace between the Ojibway and Sioux tribes and to secure trading and trapping rights. A fur trading outlet remained in the area until 1847. The site's first permanent resident was George P. Stuntz, who was attracted by the beautiful wilderness landscape surrounding Lake Superior and settled there in 1852.

In 1854 and 1855 settlers flocked to the unnamed town hoping to discover copper deposits, although the Grand Portage and Fon du Lac people had not yet signed the Treaty of La Pointe that relinquished their mineral rights. In 1856 the village was named Duluth and designated the seat of St. Louis County. Almost immediately Duluth was beset by troubles. The panic of 1857 devastated the economy, and in 1859 a scarlet fever epidemic caused a further setback to the community. By the end of the Civil War, only two houses remained occupied in Duluth.

The town's fortunes were quickly reversed when geologists found iron ore and gold-bearing quartz at nearby Lake Vermillion. Then the Eastern financier Jay Cooke selected Duluth as the northern terminus of the Lake Superior & Mississippi Railroad. Adding to the boom, Maine woodsmen relocated to the region to establish a lumber industry. By 1869 the population of Duluth had grown to 3,500 residents, and the city received its first charter a year later.

The new prosperity was short-lived, however, as bank and real estate failures hurt the economy and plunged the city government into debt. Duluth was forced to revert to village status. The city's topsy-turvy early history reversed itself once again, however, when the lumbering industry was revitalized and grain business fueled the economy. By 1887 Duluth's population reached 26,000 residents, and the state legislature granted permission for reclassification as a city. Six lakeshore communities were absorbed into the city by the end of the nineteenth century.

Among the settlers who had made Duluth home were immigrants from the Scandinavian countries and Finland, who settled in the city's West End. These people possessed a commitment to cooperative undertakings, a strong sense of individualism, and a respect for organizational arrangements—qualities that have shaped the city's character. In addition to its residents, Duluth is defined by its topography. The natural harbor is the base of the economy and the source of the city's scenic beauty. Duluth, home to institutions of higher learning, a symphony orchestra, a community theater, ballet, and museums, is highly rated among small Midwestern cities for its livability. In 2002 the American Lung Association State of the Air report ranked Duluth number 11th among cities with the cleanest air.
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The following is a description of  County Cork from Thom's Directory of Ireland (1931)

County of Cork.

Cork, a maritime county is in the Province of Munster, the largest in Ireland, is bounded on the north by Limerick, on the east by Tipperary & Waterford, on the south by the Atlantic ocean and on the west by Kerry. Length from Dursey island in the south west to Kilbeheny near Mitchellstown is 98 miles: greatest length from Crow Head to Youghal is 102 miles; breadth from the boundary at Mullaghareirk Mountains is the south west to Robert’s Head south of Cork harbour is 54 miles. For County Court and Constabulary purposes the county is divided into East and West ridings, but its affairs are administered as a whole by one county council.

Name And Former Divisions 


The name of the county is derived from that of the city, being a shortened form of the Gaelic word Corcagh which signifies a marsh. The present county clearly corresponds with the ancient sub kingdom of Desmond or south Munster. Corka Laigdhe (pronounced Corkalee) the old territory of the O’Driscolls comprised all the district from Courtmacsherry Bay to Bantry Bay, and the peninsula between Roaring Water Bay and Dunmanus Bay was the ancient Iveagh, the territory of the O’Mahoney’s. On the point of Dursey island are three sea rocks called in English, the Bull, the Cow and the Calf; they are celebrated in legendary history as the place where Donn one of the Milesian brothers perished in a storm with the crew of his ship. Several of the old territories are represented in name and position by baronies. Thus the old district of Beanntraighe is the Barony of Bantry; Cairbre the Baronies of Carbery; Muscraighe the Baronies of Muskerry; Duthaighe-Eada the Barony of Duhallow; Feara-Muighe the Barony of Fermoy called in later ages, the Roche' s country.

Physical Features


In the Barony of Duhallow, there was at Dromagh, 3 miles south-west of Kanturk an extensive coal field; Copper ore was found in various places, the chief mines being those of Allhies near Castletown, Berehaven, and the Cappagh mine on the west coast of Roaring Water bay near Skibbereen. North of Bantry Bay are the Caha mountains on the boundary of Cork and Kerry; the Miskish extending thence to the western point of the peninsula. Their most remarkable summits are Hungry Hill (2,251), near Berehaven; and Sugarloaf (1,187) west of Glengariff. East of these are mountains encircling the Pass of Keimaneigh, and the lake of Gougane Barra. The highest point is Shey Hill (1,797) at the head of Owvane Valley. North of these lies another range running east and west, beginning on the west with the Derrynasaggart Mountains (2,133) on the boundary between Cork and Kerry midway between Macroom and Killarney; east of these are the Boggeragh Mountains, culminating in Missheramoe (2,118) rising over Millstreet; further east are the Nagles Mountains terminating near Fermoy. This whole range from the west end of Derrynasaggart Mountains to Fermoy is over 40 miles in length. The Boggeragh and the Nagles Mountains define on the south the valley of the Blackwater, which has on the north the Ballyhoura range extending into Limerick. East of these are the Kilworth Mountains. Near Newmarket on the borders of Cork and Kerry is Taur (1,329) and north of it Mullaghareirk Mountains (1,341) forming part of the boundary between Cork and Limerick. Mount Gabriel (1,339) over Skull rises quite detached in the middle of a great plain.

The Headlands beginning on the east are Knockadoon, south of Youghal; Power Head and Robert’s Head at the entrance to Cork Harbour; the Old Head of  Kinsale west of Kinsale Harbour; Seven Heads east of Clonakilty Bay, and Galley Head on its west; Toe Head west of Castlehaven; Cape Clear on the south of the island with the same name; Mizen Head is the most southerly point of the Irish mainland; Muntervary or Sheep Head is the extreme point of the peninsula between the Bays of Bantry and Dunmanus; Dursey, west of Dursey island; and Crow Head on the adjacent mainland. Cod’s Head and Kilcatherine mark Coulagh Bay on the Kenmare river estuary.

The Islands taking the opposite direction are Dursey at the end of the Bear peninsula; Bear island in Bantry Bay opposite Castletown; and further inland near Bantry town is Whiddy. Cape Clear island is at the extreme south and on its south-west is the Fastnet Rock. Sherkin is between Cape Clear and the mainland with other small islands in the neighbourhood. Cork Harbour contains Great Island, Little Island and Foaty; Haulbbowline and Spike Island, formerly a Convict Station.

The Bays and Harbours are Youghal Harbour separating the counties of Cork and Waterford, where the Blackwater enters the sea; Ballycotton Bay; Cork Harbour, at the mouth of the lee; Kinsale Harbour at the mouth of the Bandon, and Courtmacsherry at the mouth of the Arigideen; next are the Bays of Clonakilty and Rosscarbery, Glandore Harbour and Castlehaven. Baltimore and Roaring Water Bays are near Cape Clear. Dunmanus and Bantry Bays are on the west; off the latter are Bearhaven and Glengariff Harbour. Kenmare Bay belongs jointly to Cork and Kerry; on the Cork side are Ballydonegan and Coulagh Bays, and Ardgroom Harbour belongs jointly to Cork and Kerry.

The chief rivers are the Blackwater and the Lee, the Bandon and their tributaries. The Blackwater rises at Knockanefune Hill near Kingwilliamstown in Kerry. It runs east and then south, forming for 11 miles the boundary between Cork and Kerry; then flowing east for over 50 miles it forms, for a couple of miles, the boundary between Cork and Waterford; then flowing through Waterford past Cappoquin, it enters the sea at Youghal. The chief tributaries of the Blackwater in Co. Cork are the Bride, the Tourig, the Glen, the Allow, the Dalna, the Awbeg (Spenser’s Mulla), the Funshion and the Araglin. The Lee rises in Gougane Barra lake, and in its course forms Inchigeela Lake, and eventually below Cork City forms Lough Mahon and enters the sea between Poewr Head and Robert’s head. The tributaries of the Lee are the Gullane and Laney; the Martin and its tributary the Blarney River;; the Glashaboy; and the Owenacurra. Another Bride river enters the Lee seven miles above Cork.

The Bandon rises at Owen Hill west of Dunmanway, and flowing by Dunmanway, Bandon and Inishannon enters Kinsale harbour. Its tributaries are the Caha, another Blackwater and the Brinny.


Other rivers in the county are the Adrigeen which enters Courtmacsharry Bay, and the Ilen river into Baltimore Bay; the Coomhola,the Owvane, and the Ealagh flow into Bantry Bay; and the Four Mile Water into Dunmanus Bay. The only Lakes calling for notice are those formed as already mentioned in the course of the River Lee.

Families & Houses In 1926


The number of families in the county was 74,878, the average number in each family being 4.6. The number of inhabited houses was 63,245, showing an average of 4.9 people to each house. The Special Inmates of Public Institutions are omitted from the above. There were in the county 37,445 occupiers or Heads of families who were in occupation of less than 5 rooms, being 50.1% of the total for the county. Of these, 1,301 (1.9%) occupied one room; 7,729 (10.4%), two rooms; 10,649 (14%), three rooms and 17,766 (23.7%), four rooms. There were 639 tenements in the county in which the room had only one occupant; 546 cases where the room had 2-4 occupants; 101 cases of 5-7 occupants and 15 cases where the room had more than 7 occupants including one case where ten persons occupied the same room, including one case where ten persons occupied one room.

Of the population in 1926, 89.2% were born in the county, 8.6% in other counties in the Republic, 0.2% in N. Ireland, 1.5% in Great Britain, and 0.5% were born abroad.

Education


In 1911 there were in the county 259,477 persons aged 9 years and upwards; of these 230,564 (88.9%) could read & write; 4,489 (1.7%) could read only and 24,424 (9.4%) were illiterate. As this census was the first where the starting point for age had been raised from 5 years to 9 years, no comparison could be made with the corresponding figures in any previous census. However, the report states that the percentage of those of 5 years and up who were unable to read and write was 20% in 1891, 14.2% in 1901 and 11.3% in 1911.

Emigration from County Cork

The major period of emigration from this area was after the Great Famine of 1847. Emigrants went chiefly to the United States, Canada and Australia with large numbers settling in the US State of Oregon. Rural County Cork was heavily populated at the time of the Great Famine. A large portion of the population lived almost exclusively on potatoes. Mortality was high after the potato crop failed, due to fever and starvation.

Part G: Anglim Lineages in County Wexford

Wexford

Wexford was renown for the prosperity of its farms and for its industrial farmers. This properity may have been one reason why Wexford suffered less than many Irish counties when the “Great Famine” struck in 1845. The rural population density in 1841 was one of the lowest in Ireland at 217 persons per square mile. There was considerable emigration especially from the north of the county which continued throughout the 19th century. The county's population was then 202,000 persons. By 1851 the population of Wexford fell to 180,000 and by 1891 to 112,000.

Most Wexford emigrants went to New York, Boston, Texas and Nova Scotia, but some also settled in Argentina, Australia and England.

Simon Anglim (1954-2010) of Ashfield Drive, Coolcotts and formerly of Tullycanna, Ballymitty, passed away in Knockeen Nursing Home following a seven-month illness. 

He is survived by his beloved wife Joan; daughters Sharon, Gillian and Wendy; his grandchildren Leigh, Alannah, Ellie, Zoe and Ryan; his sisters Ann and Mary; brothers Billy, John, Mark, Tony and Joe. 

A son of the late Jack and Molly Anglim, he was pre-deceased by his bother Tom who died two years ago. 

Simon grew up in Tullycanna and moved into Wexford after meeting Joan. They were married for 35 years. He worked in Wexford Creamery for 39 years up to the time he became ill. He started his working life there as a gardener, moving up through the ranks to store manager. 

Simon was a punctual, hard-working and popular member of staff in the Creamery where he will be sadly missed by his colleagues. 

Family came first for Simon who was a devoted husband, father and grandfather but in his spare time, his other great love was fishing. He was a member of a number of sea-angling clubs including Menapia which is to establish a memorial trophy in his name. Simon was to be regularly found at Ferrybank, digging bait which he shared with other anglers. He was a skilled fisherman and won many prizes during his lifetime. Members of sea-angling clubs from around County Wexford formed a guard of honour at his funeral. He was buried in St. Ibar's Cemetery, Crosstown after funeral Mass in Clonard Church. 

Simon's easy-going personality endeared him to many people. He had a great sense of humour and loved a laugh. His untimely death is a terrible blow to his family and many friends who will miss him dearly.

            Part H: Anglim Lineages in England

Background:

Ten percent of the British population has at least one Irish grandparent. Six million Britons have either an Irish grandfather or grandmother and are thus able to apply for Irish citizenship, and approximately a quarter claimed some Irish ancestry in one survey. For centuries prior to the 19th century, the Irish had travelled and settled in Britain. By the late 18th century, there were already sizeable Irish settlements in some British towns and cities, particularly London and Lancashire, and their presence had already resulted in some social tension and occasional violence. 

The heavy tide of immigrant Irish occurred during the early 19th century. In the pre-famine decades,  in addition to young single immigrants there was great amount of amily migration, particularly to the textile towns where prospects were most favorable for the employment of women and children as well as the head of household. Irish immigration to Britain during this time comprised the least well-off elements of the Irish immigrants, with the better off  Irish immigrating to North America.  By 1845, the Irish emigrant community was largely urban. Irish immigration to Britain in the 19th century, however, was relatively small (although under-estimated) compared to total Irish immigration. The Irish immigrant  population peaked at 806,000 in 1861. Irish immigration to Britain declined continuously from the 1870s to 1939, with the exception of the early 1900s in which there was a sharprise in irish immigration from the north-east to Britain. The Irish-born constituted nearly 3.5% of the total British population in 1861 at its height, and as low as 1.7% in 1901. The overwhelming majority of Irish immigrants came from rural Ireland, although there was also a small nubmer of  artisans and small middle –class immigrants as well. 

With few exceptions (such as the few settlements of irish agricultural laborers in Scotland, the immigrant Irish concentrated in the main cities and towns of industrial Britain – in London, Liverpool ( quarter of whose population was irish born in 1861), Glasgow, Tynside, Cardiff, Bradford, and other industrial areas of Lancashire, Torkshire, the English midlands, and the east and west of Scotland. The three main clusters of concentrated Irish settlement were in Lancashire, the West of Scotland, and London.

The Irish have traditionally worked in the building trade and transport particularly as dockers, following an influx of Irish workers, or navies, who built the canal, road and rail networks in the 19th century. This is largely due to the flow of emigrants from Ireland during The Great Famine of 1845 - 1850. During the 19th century,  many Irish immigrants immigrated to Northwest England (Lancashire and Clydesdale), whereas Irish immigration from 1930-1971 has been to the South East and Midlands, places of light manufacturing. 

Despite the disproportionate concentration in the least skilled occupations and their general poverty in the 19th century, the numerous crises of working class life did not sever family ties. In London, as in rural Ireland, households were generally organized as nuclear families but was not a rigitd form and could be adjusted to meet new conditions.  For example, the needs of amilies to supplement their incomes by sub-leetiting a room conincided with out of single of single irish immigrants for loding, friendship, and information. The Irish in London tended to marry among themselves, and that English-born spouses were generally of irish descent.

Many Irish servicemen, particularly sailors, would settle in Britain; during the 18th and 19th century a third of the Army and Royal Navy were Irish, The Irish still represent the largest contingent of foreign volunteers to the British military, with more Irishmen serving in British uniforms than Irish ones. Since the 1950s and 1960s in particular, the Irish have become assimilated into the British population. Emigration continued into the 20th century; over half a million Irish went to Britain in World War II to work in industry and serve in the British armed forces. In the post-war reconstruction era, the numbers of immigrants began to increase, many settling in the larger cities and towns of Britain. According to the 2001 census, around 850,000 people in Britain were born in Ireland and much of the working class has some Irish heritage. 

The largest Irish communities are located predominantly in the cities and towns across Britain, in London, in particular Kilburn (which has one of the largest Irish-born communities outside of Ireland) out to the west and north west of the city, in the large port cities such as Liverpool (which elected the first Irish Nationalist Members of Parliament), Glasgow, Bristol and Portsmouth. Large industrial cities such as Coventry, Birmingham, Manchester as well as parts of Newcastle and Nottingham also have large diaspora populations due to the Industrial Revolution and in the case of the first two  due to the auto industry in the 1960s and 1970s. As with their experience in the U.S, the,  Irish have been politically active in the UK, most especially in local government but also at national level. Prime Ministers Callaghan and Blair have been amongst the many in Britain of part Irish ancestry, with Blair's mother coming from County Donegal. Current Chancellor George Osborne is a member of the Anglo-Irish aristocracy and heir to the baronetcies of Ballentaylor and Ballylemon.

Towns such as Rugby, Denbigh, Ilfracombe, Huyton and parts of Market Harborough and Devon have a high concentration of Irish communities.

Central to the Irish community in Britain was the community's relationship with the Roman Catholic Church, with which it maintained a strong sense of identity.  The church in the 19th century hastened the process of cultural and social transformation within the Irish community, without requiring assimilation to the unbelief of the Ondon working class. Morevover, ti furnished its members with a rich institutional life that included confraternities, clubs, me4mbers’s meetings, Sunday Schools, day schools, and relief organizations. 

To this day, the Church remains a crucial focus of communal life among some of the immigrant population and their descendants. The largest ethnic group among the Catholic priesthood of Britain remains Irish and in the United States, the upper ranks of the Church's hierarchy are of predominantly Irish descent. The current head of the Catholic Church in Scotland is Cardinal Keith O'Brien.

The 2001 UK Census states that 869,093 people born in Ireland are living in Great Britain, with over 10% of the population (over 6 million) being of Irish descent.

James Patrick Anglim was born and raised in Marylebone. He served in the Royal Navy for 16 years, the civil service (Board of Education) for five years, the Metropolitan Police Force for six years, and 15 years as manager of a block of flats in London. In 1982, he lived with his wife at 51-Wixom House, Romero Square, Kidbrooke, in London. 

James, in 1982, wrote that his Anglim ancestors, who he believed were small farmers, came over to the north of England to work, then to the Midlands, and then to London, where James and his siblings were born.  James also added that he had some Anglim relatives living in Kilburn, a suburb of North London.

Alderman Jeremiah and his brother Timothy were the youngest children of Thomas (who died young and was soon followed by his wife ‑‑ his eldest brother's name was James and was at least ten years older than the alderman.

                 Part J: Anglim Lineages in Australia and New Zealand

Background

The Anglim experience in Australia seems to reflect the larger picture of  Irish immigration to Australia. Anglims have lived in Australia since 1799. They came as convicts or voluntary, assisted or unassisted immigrants. Anglims came from Counties Clare, Limerick, and Tipperary. The Anglim immigration to Australia appears to have begun much earlier in the history of that nation, than Anglim immigration to the United States. As mentioned earlier in this work, the first Anglim immigrant to the United States came in 1838. 

 Irish Australians are the second largest ancestry group in Australia, numbering 1,919,727 or 9.0 per cent of respondents in the 2001 Census.Irish settlers - both voluntary and forced - were crucial to the Australian colonies from the earliest days of settlement. The Irish first immigrated in large numbers as convicts (50,000 were transported between 1791 and 1867), to be used as free labour; even larger numbers of free settlers came during the 19th century, partly due to the Donegal Relief Fund. Irish immigrants accounted for one-quarter of Australia's overseas-born population in 1871. Their children, the first Irish Australians in the contemporary sense of the term, played a definitive role in shaping Australian history, society and culture. The Irish heritage has significantly influenced the Australian dialect and colloquial terms.

Without much hard evidence to form a basis at this point, the compiler nonetheless believes that most Anglims in Australians (like most Irish Australians) are overwhelmingly Catholic The Australian Bureau of Statistics in 2004 reported that, Irish Australians are, by religion, 46.2% Roman Catholic, 15.3% Anglican, 13.5% other Christian denomination, 3.6% other religions, and 21.5% as "No Religion". 

As with the Irish immigration experience to North America, the Irish immigration to Australia is captured in music.  The song Far Away in Australia sung by the Irish group The “Wolfe Tones” portrays the sorrow of two young Irish lovers who are separated when the young man is forced to make his living far away in Australia, leaving his love behind. Examples of the melancholy lyrics are: "Sweetheart I'm bidding you fond farewell" murmured the youth one day... "Must we be parted?" the young girl replied. "I cannot let you go"... "Far away in Australia, soon will fate be kind. When I will be ready to welcome at last, the girl I left behind".

The Irish have greatly contributed to education in Australia. Approximately 20% of Australian school students are currently enrolled in Catholic schools that were largely established by Irish Catholic religious orders. Many Irish priests, nuns and brothers accompanied other Irish immigrants to Australia from the earliest years of European settlement in order to provide education to the children of those immigrants.

In the second half of the 19th century, the eastern Australian colonies of New South Wales and Victoria were frequently named as among the best of all destinations for Irish to immigrate to. Early time of arrival was a key feature of Irish settlement in mainland Australia. Irish convicts were shipped to eastern Australia from the commencement of European occupation in 1788 until 1840, and the vast majority of these men and women remained as part of the ex-convict (emancipist) population following their period of servitude. From the late 1830s, the Irish also numbered prominently within the immigrants assisted to migrate to the colonies. Approximatley 40,000 convicts were transported from Ireland to Australia between 1781 and 1853; as many as 1/5 that number were identified as Irish-born convicts tried before English courts. In addition, between 1836 and 1919 as many as 250,000 Irish immigrants arrived I n Australia, with assistance.

By 1851, the Iirsh born constituted approximately 15 percent of the total population in New South Wales and Victoria. From 1861 to 1870, 82,900 Irish immigrants arrived in Australasia, ten percent of all Irish immigrants. From 1871-1880, 61,946 immigrated from Ireland to Australia, 11.4 % of all Irish immigrants.Thereafter, the number of irish-born in the population declined until 1920.

Anglims in Australian Sources 

Thomas Anglim was born 1774 in England. He arrived on the “Providence” on New South Wales in 1795. He died in Tasmania in 1840. Thomas Anglim was married to Ann Smith. Their daughter, Elizabeth Anglim, was born ca. August 5, 1817, in Hobart, Tasmania, Australia. Apparently Elizabeth’s parents were not married at the time she was born, so she was baptized with the surname Smith in Hobart. Elizabeth Anglim married William Briscoe (born ca. December 13, 1813 – 1884) on March 21, 1833 in St. David’s Church England, in Hobart.. The marriage announcement read: William Briscoe, of the Parish of Sorrell and a bachelor, married Elizabeth Anglim, of the Parish of Hobart Town Church, by license. The chaplain is recorded as William Berford of the County of Buckingham.  Their daughter, Matilda Briscoe (1834-1865) was born in Hobart and was christened in St. Mark’s Roman Catholic Church, in Richmond, Tasmania. Matilda married William Foy (d. 1908). This couple had seven children, including William Foy (1851-1941).

New South Wales 1832 Passenger Index: 

A John Anglim is listed as one of the  passengers on ships departing Sydney as noted in the Sydney Gazette 1832. It is not a list of all passengers who arrived at Sydney in this year, but only an index to those listed  in the newspaper shipping columns. 

Tasmania. 1825: Newspaper Advertisements Index.

A “Mr. Anglim” was listed in an advertisement for the year 1825,  for a “Sorell Town/house to be sold up.”

Antarctic Expeditions

William Andrew Anglim, captain of the Caroline, a vessel that sailed to Preservation Inlet (the first shore-based whaling station in New Zealand, which was established in 1828 or 1829) and Van Diemen’s Land (later called Tasmania). The ship visited the Auckland Islands from 1832-1833, and returned with 1000 fur skins. The Caroline operated for several years around the sub-Anarctic islands of New Zealand. Some of the sealing voyages were from Sydney, NSW.

Captain Anglim also served with the Royal Mail, ca. 1843.

Tasmanian Anglims
William Briscoe and Elizabeth Anglim

Two years after the birth of Sarah Goodwin and Benjamin Briscoe's first son, George, their son William was born. Born ca. 1813, William was baptized in Hobart Town with his older brother George on  December 13, 1813. After William was born, a third son, Benjamin, was born in 1815.  The youngest son drowned in February, 1817, about five so months before the Briscoe’s second daughter, Ann Elizabeth was born. Eliza Jane was born in October 1818. William’s father drowned, just as his namesake had two years earlier.

A year after Benjamin’s death, Sarah Briscoe married Mark Ashby Bunker. The Sorell school provided the older Briscoe children a basic education. Mark had already listed William, aged 8, as one of the “Children of Briscoe, deceased.” on the list of juveniles requiring education at Clarence Plains in 1821, before the school opened.
 As his sister Mary Ann is known to have been a fluent and frequent letter-writer, all of the children probably attended the Sorell school at least long enough to learn their three Rs. Another little girl was listed on the same document - a female child aged five, daughter of Thomas Anglam, living in the Pittwater district. Its probable that the Briscoes knew the Anglims long before William and Elizabeth married.

Sorell, like the farm at Orielton, was in the district of Pittwater, and it was there that William remained, unlike his older brother George, who apparently moved to Jerusalem with his mother and stepfather. Though George inherited his father's farm at Orielton, he gifted it to his mother, and by the 1830s William owned his own home in the Pittwater district, and George had his home in Jerusalem. 

The Anglim family also lived in Sorell for some time. Their only child, Elizabeth, married William on March 21st, 1833.
 Their daughter Matilda was born in the same year: William and Elizabeth probably named her after William’s cousin Matilda, in memory of his late uncle James 

Goodwin, who had passed away two years earlier.

Though William and Elizabeth married in St. David’s Church of England in Hobart, Matilda was baptized in St. Mark’s Roman Catholic Church, in Richmond, in difference to Elizabeth’s Irish heritage. The ceremony was recorded in Latin, and consequently William’s name was recorded as “Gullielmi” and Elizabeth’s as “Elizabethae”: apparently the priest could find no Latin equivalent for “Matilda”. The witnesses at her baptism were Maria Fenton and Laurence O’Meara.
 

Even though William had suffered some tragedies through his childhood, his early years were relatively peaceful, and it appears that he grew up in a warm and loving home environment. Not so his new bride: Elizabeth’s home life was marked by upheaval. Her convict parents, Thomas Anglim and Ann Smith clashed repeatedly with the Van Diemen's Land (VDL) authorities, and still had legal problems even after the birth of their only grandchild.

Thomas Anglim, William’s father-in-law, had arrived in New South Wales (N.S.W.) on the Providence in 1795, shortly  after the Goodwins arrived on the First Fleet. After a secondary offence of some sort, he was sent to Van Diemen’s Land per Ruby in 1811.
 In May of 1813, he was “In [the] employ of Major Geils at Risdon, Van Diemen's Land”
 Colonel Geils was acting governor of the colony at that time, and was censured for exceeding the permissible number of Government servants he employed on his farm, which he named Geilston, and after which the Eastern Shore suburb and bay is named.

Around the same time, a young Irish woman named Ann Smith was sentenced to seven years transportation in Dublin. Ann, born in Ireland circa 1774, had arrived in Sydney on May 4, 1814 on the Catherine, and was transferred to the Kangaroo to travel on to Hobart Town, arriving there in October 1814.
 Ann and Thomas Anglim began a lifelong relationship soon after Ann arrived in the colony, and in 1816 Ann gave birth to their daughter, Elizabeth Sarah. Elizabeth was baptized by the Rev. Bobby Knopwood on  August 5, 1817. As Knopwood never recorded the father's name when the child's parents were unmarried, so, though Elizabeth was baptized as Smith, she was known as Elizabeth Anglim from the time she was born until she married William Briscoe.

It appears that Ann had been assigned to a Mrs. Gordon in Pittwater when she arrived: this Mrs. Gordon was Elizabeth Emily Arndell, daughter of a Sydney doctor, who had married James Gordon there, and moved to V.D.L. soon after, arriving in April, 1814.
 James Gordon was granted 600 acres at Pittwater, and it was there that Ann Smith committed her first offence, less than six months after Elizabeth’s birth. She was accused of being drunk, neglecting her duty, and being insolent towards her “Mistress”, Mrs. Gordon. Ann's punishment was extreme, especially for a young woman suckling her baby: she was not only condemned to live on bread and water for a week, she was also forced to wear an iron collar at the same time. How Ann was able to continue nursing her child on such a diet and in such discomfort is hard to imagine, but somehow baby Elizabeth survived.

Six months later, on 26 June 1817, Thomas Anglim received his Certificate of Freedom, fully 22 years after his arrival in N.S.W.
 he was apparently able to take advantage of his newly found freedom by employing Ann as his “Convict servant”, as they are recorded together on the 1818 and 1819 Musters at Pittwater.
14 Thomas Anglim was next recorded in 1821, first in April as a witness in a long and complicated court case, in the Sydney Gazette, regarding the “sale of goods”, “malicious prosecution”, “imprisonment for debt” and “capias.”
 Many prominent men were involved in this case, including Humphries, Gunning, and Lascelles.
 Thomas Anglim’s second appearance on the records that year was for owing the government money on June 1st, probably quit rent on his land in Sorell.
 The year after, Thomas was not a witness but a defendant, when he was committed for trial for receiving sheep stolen the previous year from Charles Jeffreys, the former Naval captain who had transported his common-law wife Ann Smith to V.D.L. on the Kangaroo. 

Thomas Anglim and Charles Antonio, both free men, were fully committed for trial before a Court of Criminal Jurisdiction, on a charge of feloniously receiving a number of sheep, the property of Charles Jeffreys, Esq. of Pitt Water, knowing them to be stolen. - Stephen Gould, a convict holding a ticket of leave, charged with feloniously stealing 12 sheep, the property of the same Gentleman, was acquitted, through a deficiency of evidence, but ordered to be deprived of the indulgence of a ticket of leave, and returned to the Government works.

Stephen Gould, who was also acquitted of stealing the sheep from Jeffreys at this trial, was one of George Briscoe’s co-defendants in a later case of killing a heifer at Jerusalem, when George turned King’s Evidence. Stephen was sentenced to death, but his sentence was later commuted.

Meanwhile, the wheels of justice ground slowly on: on 7 November 1822, Thomas Anglim was recorded on a “list of persons at Hobart committed for trial before a Court of Criminal Jurisdiction,”
 and was finally tried between 7 February and 5 March 1823.
 Evidently the stress was becoming too much for young Elizabeth’s parents by this time, as just three days before his trial commenced, on 4 February, Thomas Anglim accused his “Female Servant” Ann Smith of being drunk and disorderly, for which offence she was fined 5/-.
They must have heaved a sigh of relief when the jurors acquitted Thomas and his co-accused, Charles Antonio, at the end of their trial, as the evidence seemed to pointed strongly towards Thomas Anglim’s guilt.

Thomas Anglim and Charles Antonio, indicted on a charge of stealing, on the 1st February 1821, at Pitt Water, 270 sheep, the property of Charles Jeffreys, Esq. and on another charge for receiving the same knowing them to be stolen, were acquitted on both charges; there being but little evidence against them except that of an approver, who gave in a very clear and connected account of the various extensive sheep robberies he had committed on his master, the prosecutor, while his shepherd, and as he stated at the instance of and under the influence of the prisoners, who shared the plunder. He had, it seemed, absconded from his master, and, as he declared, was received by and secreted for a month at Anglim's house - occasionally going by night to his master's flock to steal sheep for Anglim; and in fact, being apprehended at last picking out the best sheep from 200 he had stolen but the day before. A government servant of Anglim's confirmed the approver as to his having brought 6 sheep on each of two several days to Anglim's house - which were killed; but, who denied that the approver, as he swore, had been secreted in the same room, where he himself slept; as also, that he knew at all, whence the sheep was brought. This strong contradiction seemed much to affect the judgment of the Court, which, as we have said, was generally on the proof, pronounced not guilty
.

Things continued to deteriorate for the Anglim family, as Thomas was forced to sell his property in Sorell, in 1825.

Sheriff's Office, August 4th, 1825.- Meyers v. Anglim. - TO be SOLD by AUCTION, by Direction of the Sheriff, at Mr. Collicott's, in Murray-street, on Saturday, the 13th Instant, at 12 o'clock at noon, - Two ALLOTMENTS of GROUND, in Sorell Town, Pittwater, with a House on one, and a Skilling on the other, the Property of the above Defendant, unless this Execution be previously satisfied.

These houses, on the corner of Gordon and Cole streets, diagonally opposite William’s sister Mary Ann and William James Cockerell in Gordon Street, were sold to a D. Long following Thomas Anglim’s insolvency.
 Thomas was in much more serious trouble two years later, when he was “Bound over for his appearance before Supreme Court to answer to the charge – Stealing a bag of Flour", on September 28th, 1827. His convict record notes that Thomas received a seven year sentence in the Supreme Court on March 25th, 1828.
 This sentence wasn’t reported in the newspapers until the next month, when the following article appeared: 

PASSING OF SENTENCE: - On Wednesday the prisoners in gaol who had been convicted, were brought before the Court to receive sentence…. Of the forty others convicted of offences not capital, to whom the privilege of praying the benefit ofclergy was granted… thirty three [were sentenced] to seven years, namely, …Thomas Anglim, (a tall man notorious for sheep stealing,) ….

Though Thomas Anglim’s trial wasn’t reported in the newspapers, the trial of a second man implicated in his trial was. John Woods was tried for receiving the flour Thomas Anglim had stolen, and Ann Smith, Elizabeth’s mother, was called as a witness. The entire sorry affair is discussed in great detail in the following article in The Tasmanian newspaper:

R. v. Wood
Supreme Court of Van Diemen's Land
Pedder C.J., 13 June 1828.
John Wood was indicted for receiving 120lbs. of flour value 12s. and a bag value 2s. the goods and chattels of Mr. H. Morrisbey knowing them to be stolen; there was a second count charging him with having stolen the property. The Solicitor General conducted the prosecution, and Mr. Gellibrand and Mr. Rowlands the defence.
Before going into evidence, Mr Gellibrand moved that all witnesses should be ordered out of court, to which the Solicitor General immediately acquiesced, intimating that he understood there would be some hard swearing in the case on both sides.
The record of the conviction of Thomas Anglim for stealing the 120lbs. of flour, was given in evidence, and several witnesses called, one of whom however proved that it was 120lbs. meal. Here the case seemed nearly closed, but it was reserved for the consideration of the Jury, whether the indictment was correct in describing the article in question. A man named Painter swore, that he saw Anglim put the bag into his (Anglim's) cart, and that no person was near; the next witness swore that he saw Anglim lift the sack, but he believed him to have been assisted by another person. Ann Smith, (who had cohabited with Anglim) swore, that Wood brought the bag containing the flour to her house, on the evening of the 13th September and took it away on the 14th September as being his property, and that it was never opened while in her house; Joseph Barry was called to prove that Wood employed him to carry the flour, but he said he believed it was Anglim who employed him, although it was otherwise stated in his deposition before the Magistrates. The Judge said, that after such conduct on the part of the witness he should not permit that freedom of cross-examination for the defence as he otherwise would have done. Mr. Gellibrand rose and said that after the observation just made by the Court, he should not cross-examine the witness at all. A man named Kennedy was called to corroborate Ann Smith's evidence, upon which he refined, stating that the bag was opened, and he had tasted the flour, which was fine bright flour and not meal. On cross-examination it appeared that he had sued the prisoner in the Court of Requests for wages, and had been defeated. Two witnesses were called for the defence, and the Jury retired at half past five o'clock; in the course of half an hour they intimated to the Court that they were not likely to agree, between seven and eight the Court received further intimation to the same effect. The Chief Justice retired to his house; the Jury remained locked up till ten o'clock Saturday morning, when they came into Court, and stated through their foreman, that they could not nor were ever likely to agree. Six of them had agreed on Friday evening, and there was only one who held out.
 The Judge said he was sorry, but could not discharge them; the Counsel were in attendance on Saturday until near 3 o'clock, when the Jury returned a verdict. Not Guilty.
 

The Hobart Town Courier gave additional information at the same trial: 

On Friday last John Wood was arraigned for receiving, and on another count for stealing a bag of flour, for which offence a man named Anglim was, lately tried and convicted, and it appeared on the evidence in that case that Wood was implicated.
Many witnesses were called, and the jury retired at half past, five in the afternoon, and did not return their verdict until the next day at three in the afternoon, being 21 hours and a half before they could agree.
 

Thomas Anglim served his time with only two minor indiscretions: in January 1831, he was punished for “Being in Town without a Pass. Returned to the P.W. (Public Works) until the pleasure of His Excellency the Lieut. Gov. be known.”, and in January 1834 he was admonished for neglecting to attend the Muster at Church.
  Thomas eventually received his Ticket of Leave in March, 1835.
  He was imprisoned during the years that should have been some of the happiest in his life: he missed his only daughter’s wedding to William, and couldn’t attend the christening of his only granddchild, and all over a bag of flour.

In the meantime, his son-in-law, William Briscoe was the next to suffer a setback, when he fell into debt, as the following report notes:

Sheriff's Office, May 22, 1834.
In the Supreme Court,- Mezger v. Briscoe.
On Thursday the 30th instant, at 1 o'clock, the Sheriff will cause to be put up for sale by public auction on the premises of defendant situate at Pittwater, a quantity of household furniture, &c., 1 cart and harness, 3 tan tubs, 1 leather, &c., unless this execution be previously satisfied.
 

The matter wasn’t finally resolved until two years later, when this notice appeared in the newspaper:

In the matter of the Insolvency of William Briscoe of Jerusalem, in the Island of Van Diemen's Land, Yeoman.
WHEREAS, the above named William Briscoe, did present his petition to the Supreme Court, praying for relief pursuant to the act intitled "An act to provide for the distribution of Insolvent estate; and for the amendment in other respects of the law of debtor and creditors and the same having come to be heard before His Honor Mr. Justice Montagu, the said William Briscoe was declared insolvent, and Mr. John Mezger, of Hobart town, whereupon appointed the provisional assignee of the estate and effects of the said insolvent.
Notice is hereby given, that Wednesday the third day of August next, at the hour of 10 o'clock in the forenoon, at the Court-house, Hobart town is appointed to be the day and place for the meeting of the creditors of the said insolvent, for the proof of debts, the choice of asignees, and for otherwise proceeding in the matter of such insolvency.
Dated this 20th day of July 1836.
E. M. DYNE, Solicitor to the said Insolvency.

While William Briscoe was undergoing the indignity of losing his property, his father-in-law Thomas Anglim had been released in March, 1835, as noted above: he also received a Conditional Pardon the same month.
 The following notice, placed in the newspaper not long after Thomas was released from prison, seems to suggest that Ann Smith, Thomas' de facto wife of long-standing, had been trying to sell Thomas' property whilst he was in prison - if this is the case, the patriarch's return to the family home would not have been a happy one:

Caution.
THE Public are hereby cautioned against purchasing a House, situated at Sorell Town, the property of the undersigned.
THOMAS ANGLIM.
March 12, 1835.

No sooner had Thomas met his little grand-daughter Matilda, and dealt with Ann, when she was sentenced to a prison term: it must have been a very confusing time for Matilda. William’s mother-in-law, and wife appeared in court four months after Thomas was released, and Ann Smith was sentenced to 12 Months in the House of Corrections on 6 July 1835, after the trial ended.
 The trial was recorded in the Hobart Town Courier on 10 July 1835:

Monday 6th – Ann Smith and Elizabeth Briscoe, and Elizabeth Anglim were charged with stealing from the person. Ann Smith guilty, Anglim and Briscoe acquitted.
.

It appears from this account that William’s younger sister Ann Elizabeth Briscoe was involved in this case, but the Colonial Times newspaper report gives a more detailed and complete coverage, in which Elizabeth Anglim is not mentioned at all. It would seem that the Courier reporter created two characters out of the one person - Elizabeth Briscoe nee Anglim, naming her both under her married name, Elizabeth Briscoe, and her maiden name, Elizabeth Anglim:

SUPREME COURT - CRIMINAL SIDE.
Before His Honor Mr. Justice Montagu, and a Military Jury.
Monday, July 4, 1835.
Ann Smith was charged with stealing £13 in notes, the property of Lawrence Kelly, and Thomas Anglem and Elizabeth Briscoe were charged with inciting the aforesaid Ann Smith to commit felony - all the prisoners pleaded Not Guilty.
The Solicitor General, for the prosecution, proceeded to call Lawrence Kelly, who stated, that he was at the prisoner's residence, in Sorell Town, all day, on the 28th of May; all the three prisoners were there, as, also, a man named O'Brian and Ann Clark; Elizabeth Briscoe was Anglem's daughter; recollected the evening of that day - was not sober, nor so drunk but he knew, when he laid down, he had a pocket-book with some money in it. The prisoners appeared, some to be sober and some not; went to bed about 11 o'clock in the sitting room. A woman named Clark alarmed him, Anglem and Briscoe were present; she came into the room about half an hour after; from something told him by Ellen Clark, he asked Smith why she had robbed him; asked her to return him his money; she said she had not got it, first; but afterwards said she had, and she would stick to it; she said it had been reported to the constables and she was ready to go to jail; next morning Thomas Anglem and Elizabeth Briscoe called him into the room, Thomas Anglem promised to give him (witness) what money he could if he would drop it; (meaning not to prosecute) he went away, and in a few minutes returned and gave him the £3; he then said "is it all dropt." He (witness) then went; he picked his pocket book up in the room; thinks Ann Smith threw it down; there was no money in it; there were twelve pound notes in it when he laid down; received two notes the next morning, which he believed to be two of his own, from having been wet with salt water; his notes all got wet with salt water.
By Mr. Horne, who appeared for Briscoe. - Might have been drinking somewhere else that day; counted his money in the afternoon, there was £12; does not know whether he went to Paterson,s that night after he counted his money or not; when he laid down, Anglem, Smith and Briscoe were in the room; Ellen Clark went to bed in another room; he went in with her; no one was there in the bed; has known Ellen Clark above five years; she was living with him at this time, and passed as his wife; he was hindered that night from sleeping with her; did not shew his money to Ellen Clark that evening; Ellen Clark gave him the money on the Tuesday previous to the night of the robbery; does not remember giving her any of it back; did not get any money from Briscoe; she was in the room dressed when he was awoke by Ellen Clark.
Ellen Clark. - Recollects the evening of the 26th of May. She was at the prisoner Smith's house with Lawrence Kelly; remained there until the morning of the 29th. On the evening of the 28th, she was sleeping in the room with the prisoner Briscoe. During the night she heard O'Brian say to Mrs. Smith, "give the man his money - you have robbed Mr. Kelly." Mrs. Briscoe then jumped out of bed, and said, "never mind, we will arrange matters." Ann Smith then came, and said she had found something on the floor, and produced £4. Witness told her to give her £3, and that would do. She said that was all she had got, and then went away. When Kelly awoke, he asked Smith for his money, who said she meant to stick to it. Witness afterwards saw Kelly receive two notes, and one pound in silver.
By His Honor. - Witness was sure she went to bed before Mrs. Briscoe; was not tipsy; was asleep when Mrs. Briscoe came to bed. She had not seen the money from the time she gave it to Kelly. Kelly came into the room while witness was going to bed; when she awoke, Mrs. Smith was inside the same room where she had slept, and O'Brian at the door, keeping her in. Anglem was in the kitchen. Witness never told Ann Smith to fetch the pocket book from Kelly. Both Smith and Briscoe saw her give the money to Kelly on the Tuesday; Smith said witness was a fool to give him so much money.
Michael O'Brian examined - Was in company with Kelly on the night of the 28th of April; it was late when they went to bed; they had been drinking. Witness laid down on the floor with Kelly. Ellen Clark went to bed in the other room. Ann Smith said she had some tobacco the day before, but she could not find it, and said perhaps Kelly had taken it in mistake. She went to search him, felt his clothes, and then went into the bed-room; on returning, she said, "surely he must have it," and began searching again. Briscoe called her father, who was lying on the sofa, and asked him to fetch something to drink; he said it was too late, and requested witness to go with him, but witness refused. Ann Smith searched a third time. Mrs. Briscoe told her not to be fumbling the man, and went into the room to go to bed - Ann Smith followed her. Witness went into the yard for a few minutes, and on his return saw Ann Smith coming away from Kelly; he followed her, and saw Kelly's pocket-book on the bed-room table. Witness told her to return what she had taken from Kelly. Ellen Clark then awoke, and told Mrs. Briscoe her mother had robbed Kelly. Mrs. Briscoe turned her into the kitchen, and said, "do you want to bring us into disgrace?". Ann Smith produced four notes; Ellen Clark said Kelly had more than that, and she would have nothing to do with them. Witness then went to fetch the constables, and when he returned, Ann Smith had absconded.
His Honor did not consider there was any case against Elizabeth Briscoe - he therefore directed the jury to acquit her.
Verdict - Ann Smith, guilty; Thomas Anglem, not guilty; Elizabeth Briscoe, not guilty.
His Honor said he would not allow any of the witnesses their expences, as it was a drunken disreputable scene altogether.
At the request of Captain Glover, the committing magistrate, who knew the witness O'Brian, his Honor said he would allow him his expences.

Apparently Ann and Thomas had finally learnt their lesson too after Ann's last incarceration - they spent their final years in obscurity. Ann’s death has been impossible to locate from the hundreds by that name in the colony. Thomas died in 1840, and his age at death was given as 67, so he was around 62 years old when he was granted his last Ticket of Leave, and had spent the majority of his life in the colonies as a convict.

Anglim Immigrants to Australia

Thomas Anglim left Limerick on March 1810. He sailed on the Providence and arrived in New South Wales on July 1811.

Margaret Anglim, aged 18, sailed on the Bee, and arrived in Sydney in 1856.

Margaret Anglim was born ca. 1850, in Claudegard, County Clare, Ireland. She was a farm servant who lived in Kilmihil, County Clare. Her parents, Thomas and Honora were living in Kilmihil, County Clare. The family was Roman Catholic. She sailed to New South Wales on the Robert Sale and arrived in Sydney, Australia on December 13, 1867.Her cousin, Mary Lernihan, was living at Balin.

Thomas Anglim was born ca. 1859 in County Clare to Thomas and Mary Anglim, who lived in County Clare. Thomas was a single man, a Roman Catholic, and a laborer when he immigrated to Australia. He sailed to Australia on the Corona, and arrived in Australia on October 9, 1879. His brother, Patrick, already lived in Australia at the time.

John Anglim, born ca. 1862 in Clare Ireland  arrived in Sydney Australia on the ship Nineveh, on September 22, 1881 to immigrate to Australia. He had left Ireland on October 7, 1880. His sponsor was Margaret Bourke. 

Margaret Anglim, aged 19, arrived in Australia on the ship El Dorado, on June 26, 1883.

Mary Anglim, aged 19, arrived in Australia on the ship New Guinea, on August 17, 1885.

Annie Anglim, aged 19, James Anglim, aged 23, and Timothy Anglim, aged 22, sailed on the ship Port Pirie, and arrived in Sydney in 1886. 

Annie Norah Anglim was born 1873 in County Clare Ireland. She married Edwin Aloysius Gill (who was born on June 16, 1876 in Ballarat, Victoria, Australia) Annie N. Anglim died January 28, 1913 in Prahan, Victoria, Australia.

The Waitara, a ship of 833 tons, built by Reed of Glasgow in 1863, and flying the New Zealand Shipping Co's flag, did not enjoy a long career in the New Zealand trade, as she was sunk in the English channel by the Hurunui on June 22 1883.The two ships left Gravesend togeather in the evening, and shortly after the weather became thick and hazy. The Hurunui struck the Waitara twice amidships, and the latter sank in a few minutes while endevours were being made to lower the boats. A few of the Waitara's passengers clambered on board the Hurunui when the collision occured.  Twenty of the passenegers and crew were drowned, including a few old colonists who were returning to Wellington.



One of those abord the Waitara was Michael Anglim, a single man, age 20, from County Tipperary, Ireland. He was a farm a laborer.

The Irish in the West Indies: An Introductory Note

Merchants in the Seventeenth Century believed the Irish poor would be more willing to seek opportunities in the West Indies than their English, Scottish, or Welsh counterparts, because of frequent food shortages, high unemployment, and English military adventures in Ireland. Consequently, they looked to Ireland for a ready supply of servants. Emigration facilities became an integral part of the extensive colonial trade with Ireland, and most ships sailing from Irish ports to the West Indies carried servants. Before the Restoration, Ireland was not discriminated against in the West Indian market, and the Navigation Act of 1663 continued the direct trade in servants. Only Barbados attempted to enact legislation to prevent Irish immigration. Their 1644 statute failed miserably, and like planters in other islands, they could not prevent consignments of irish servants from landing on their shores. 

The Barbados Anglims

Overview

Barbados is the most easterly of the Caribbean islands, lying about 200 miles north‑east of Trinidad. There is a rainy season from July to November and the climate is cool during the rest of the year. The language used is English and the majority of the population are Anglicans. The capital is Bridgetown. 

Barbados is a former British colony. Barbados achieved internal self‑government in 1961 and full independence in 1966. The country is still part of the British Commonwealth. The British monarch, represented by a Governor‑General, is head of state, and executive power is in the hands of a cabinet consisting of a Prime Minister and not fewer than five other Ministers. Sugar and tourism are the dominant sectors of the Barbados economy.

In the wake of the mid 17th century Cromwellian conquest of Ireland, Oliver Cromwell deported many Irish prisoners of war into slavery or indentured labour in Caribbean tobacco plantations. Most of these forced migrants ended up in Barbados, Montserrat or Jamaica (Tom McDermot was an Irish campaigner there against colonialism and slavery). This became so prevalent that a term "Barbado'ed" was coined to mean someone deported to Barbados. Most descendants of these Irishmen moved off the islands as African slavery was implemented and blacks began to replace whites. Many Barbadian-born Irishmen helped establish the Carolina colony in the United States. 

In addition, many of the Irish Catholic landowning class in this period migrated voluntarily to the West Indies to avail of the business opportunities there occasioned by the trade in sugar, tobacco and cotton. They were followed by landless Irish indentured labourers, who were recruited to serve a landowner for a specified time before receiving freedom and land. The descendants of some Irish immigrants are known today in the West Indies as redlegs.

After the Cromwellian conquest of Ireland (notably at the siege of Drogheda in 1649), Irish political prisoners were transferred to Montserrat. To this day, Montserrat is the only country or territory in the world, apart from the Republic of Ireland, Northern Ireland, and the Canadian province of Newfoundland to observe a public holiday on St Patrick's Day. The population is predominantly of mixed Irish and African descent.

One of the first references to Anglims in Barbados is the following in 1831:

Letters have been received within the last week from our former highly respectable-citizen, Thomas Anglim, Esq., who has been for these some years settled in Barbadoes. They were written after ther late disastrous visitation, which it seems, has reduced that island to a state of the deepest distress; but they are so satisfactory to the feelings of Mr. Anglim’s family and numerous friends, in this city, as to remove the anxiety they must have had been in regarding his personal safety, he and every member of his immediate establishment having providintally escaped the fate, which had, in a few hours, buried over 4,000 persons under one common ruin. The loss of property is, however, universal and almost equally calamatiousd; such was the general devastation that, were it not for the sympathy and assistance promptly afforded by the other islands, the survivors must have likewise sunk under the privations they had to endure.

K-6: Bermuda Anglims

Overview

Early in its history, Bermuda had unusual connections with Ireland. It has been suggested that St. Brendan discovered it during his legendary voyage, and a local psychiatric hospital (since renamed) was named after him. In 1616, an incident occurred in which five white settlers arrived in Ireland, having crossed the Atlantic (a distance of around 5,000 kilometres (3,100 mi)) in a two-ton boat. By the following year, one of Bermuda's main islands was named after Ireland. By the mid-17th century, Irish indentured servants, probably expelled during the Cromwellian conquest of Ireland, were present in the colony. Relations with the local English population were strained. In 1658, three Irishmen — John Shehan, David Laragen and Edmund Malony — were lashed for breaking curfew and being suspected of stealing a boat. A Scottish indentured servant and three black slaves were also punished. Several years later, in 1661, the local government alleged that a plot was being hatched by an alliance of Blacks and Irish, one which involved cutting the throats of all the English. Governor William Sayle prepared for the uprising with three edicts: the first was that a nightly watch be raised throughout the colony, second, that slaves and the Irish be disarmed of militia weapons and third, that any gathering of two or more Irish or slaves be dispersed by whipping. There were no arrests, trials or executions connected to the plot, though an Irish woman named Margaret was found to be romantically involved with a Native American; she was voted to be stigmatised and he was whipped. In 1803, Irish poet Thomas Moore arrived in Bermuda, having been appointed registrar to the Admiralty there. Irish prisoners were again sent to Bermuda in 1823, where, alongside English convicts, they were used to build the Royal Naval Dockyard on Ireland Island. 

Although there is little surviving evidence of Irish culture, some elderly islanders can remember when the term "cilig" was used to describe a common method of fishing for sea turtles. The word cilig appears to be meaningless in English, but in some dialects of Gaelic is used as an adjective meaning "easily deceived".] In Irish there is a word cílí meaning sly. It is used in the expression, Is é an cílí ceart é, pronounced Shayeh kilic airtay, and means What a sly-boots. Characteristics of older Bermudian accents, such as the pronunciation of the letter 'd' as 'dj', as in Bermudjin (Bermudian), may also indicate an Irish origin. Later Irish immigrants have continued to contribute to Bermuda's makeup, with names like Crockwell (Ó Creachmhaoil), and O'Connor now being thought of, locally, as Bermudian names. The strongest remaining Irish influence can be seen in the presence of bagpipes in the music of Bermuda, which stemmed from the presence of Scottish and Irish soldiers from the 18th through 20th centuries. Several prominent businesses in Bermuda have a clear Irish influence, such as the Irish Linen Shop, Tom Moore's Tavern and Flanagan's Irish Pub and Restaurant.

Another J. Trousnell Gilbert,  was Solicitor General of British Guiana (ca. 1862), and a brother of Anglim Gilbert.

Othniel Anglim Gilbert, of Bermuda, practiced for several years as a Solicitor in Demerara. In April, he was admitted as a Counsellor and Attorney of the Court and a Commissioner for taking affidavits, i.e., he was admitted to the Bermuda bar and thus becoming a barrister. He died at Woodland Paget on November 8, the date of his 50th birthday. 

The newspaper euologized him as a “man of the highest character and the most unblemished honor, and amiable disposition had endeared him to all who knew him.

Although he had been for sometime in a precarious state of health, his death was very sudden; and it spread deep gloom over a large circle of conections and friends.” 

Othniel Gilbert’s daughter, Louisia Maria Harvey, married Joseph L. Trimingham, Esq., the eldest son of the Hon. J.H. Trimingham, of Inglewood, Pagets, Bermuda, at St. Paul’s Church, Pagets, on June 30, 1881. Rev. J.L.B. Lough, Rector, officiated the ceremony.

Biography of Major General Glyn Charles Anglim Gilbert  ( 1920   -2003)

MAJOR-GENERAL GLYN GILBERT (1920-1983)  was an outstanding front-line commander and trainer of soldiers; awarded an MC in Belgium in 1944, he subsequently developed strongly-held opinions on the importance of air mobile operations many years before they became widely accepted.

On the night of September 18 1944, "C" and "D" companies of the 2nd Battalion, The Lincolnshire Regiment, were ordered to cross the Escaut Canal, Belgium, and seize objectives on the other side. Gilbert, then a major, was in command of "C" Company.

Artificial moonlight, a new weapon of war supplied by the beams of a searchlight battery, proved superfluous because the Germans, before retiring for the night, had set light to a house and the wind-fanned flames lit up the whole crossing area. At midnight, the first boats were lowered down the banks and slid into the water.



A 20 mm gun opened up, firing straight down the canal. Enemy mortars and machine-guns firing on fixed lines inflicted a rising toll of casualties and all three platoon commanders were killed or wounded. Gilbert steadied his men, reorganised the company and personally took charge of the thrust across the canal. The citation for his MC stated that he was largely responsible for the company's success in capturing their objective.

Glyn Charles Anglim Gilbert was born at Croydon, Surrey, on August 15 1920 and was brought up on Bermuda. His family's connections with the island went back to the 17th century; his father, who had won an MC in the First World War, was Director of Education and his uncle was Lord Chief Justice.

Gilbert returned to England to go to Eastbourne College before entering Sandhurst in 1939, from where he was commissioned into the Lincolnshire Regiment. He landed on the Normandy beaches on D-Day as a company commander in 3 Division and fought with the 2nd Battalion from Caen to the Baltic.

In January 1945, at Swolgen, a baby girl was born in the house serving as battalion HQ. To mark her connection with the 10th Foot (as the regiment was originally known), the name Decima was added to those chosen by her parents and a regimental badge and a bar of soap, all that the battalion was able to offer, was presented to the mother.

Gilbert took part in bitter fighting at Winnekendonk in March 1945 in the battle for Bremen. His battalion had to make a final frontal attack across 1,200 yards of open ground. German paratroopers and an SS training battalion hung on grimly, sniping from first-floor windows and firing their Spandaus through holes in the walls at ground level. At "C" Company HQ, where Gilbert was in charge, an enemy bazooka team was spotted stalking through the back gardens towards them. The Lincolns held their fire until the leading man was five yards away and then let fly. Eight men fell.

At the end of the war, Gilbert accompanied the 2nd Battalion to the Canal Zone and then to Palestine on internal security duties before returning to England to be an instructor at the School of Infantry. Following attendance at Staff College and a posting to the Ministry of Defence, he was seconded to the 3rd Battalion The Parachute Regiment in Cyprus for operations against Eoka.

In 1953, Gilbert was appointed brigade major of 44 Parachute Brigade Group (TA) before returning to the Lincolns, and served in Malaya during the Emergency.

Gilbert transferred to the permanent cadre of the Parachute Regiment in 1958. The next year, he took command of the 10th (County of London) Battalion The Parachute Battalion (TA). Appointed Regimental Colonel of the Parachute Regiment in 1962, he was responsible for a number of innovations, the most significant being the establishment of the battle training course for NCOs at Brecon which was eventually made mandatory throughout the Infantry. During his tour, he also founded the Regimental Parachute Freefall Team (the Red Devils).

Gilbert returned to the Territorial Army to command 44 Parachute Brigade Group (TA) at a time when the TA was under review and the structure and role of the Brigade were under threat. He excelled at developing the skills and potential of his soldiers and it says much for the high standards that he instilled that his Brigade was the only one to come through unscathed.

After attending the Imperial Defence College, Gilbert became Commandant of the School of Infantry, Warminster, in 1967. He was promoted major-general in 1970 upon taking command of 3 Division, his wartime formation. Working closely with 38 Group RAF, he devised and ran the first large-scale air mobility trials.

During this appointment, he was involved in a helicopter crash at Tidworth from which he and his wife escaped unhurt, and he was attended by the same good fortune when the divisional officer's mess was inadvertently shelled by the Royal Artillery. On another occasion, he arrested a soldier who broke into his house in the early hours. A colourful account appeared in the News of the World under the caption, "Strategic Command General in pyjamas catches intruder".

In 1972, Gilbert was appointed Commandant of the Joint Warfare Establishment at Old Sarum. He was convinced that there was a role for the airportable division on the European battlefield and foresaw, in many respects, the future role of the Parachute Regiment now embodied in 16 Air Assault Brigade. His views on air mobility operations, however, were many years ahead of their time and his forceful and tenacious advocacy of them in the face of entrenched attitudes in certain quarters did his career few favours. With no further promotion forthcoming, he retired from the Army in 1974 aged 54. He was appointed CB that year.

Gilbert moved to Heytesbury, Wiltshire, where he was to remain for the rest of his life. He established a holiday business there and became a director of the British Deer Society. Energetic, thorough and with an astute business sense, he joined forces with Sir James Spicer MP in 1980 to found Fitness For Industry. Specialising in the installation and management of health and leisure clubs and gymnasia, the organisation grew to over 90 centres. It rapidly became a leading fitness company, with many thousands of members, and was subsequently taken over by Granada.

In his later years, Gilbert was Honorary Colonel of the 1st Battalion The Wessex Regiment (Rifle Volunteers) and a director of the Windward Rum Company. He also became the chief executive of the Airborne Forces Charities Trust and founded the Friends of Airborne Forces Trust. A man of great charm, he inspired loyalty and affection amongst all age groups.

Glyn Gilbert, who died on September 26, married, in 1943, Heather Mary (Jane) Jackson (nee Green), the widow of an RAF pilot. She predeceased him, and he is survived by three sons and a daughter.

Distribution of surnames in Ireland in 1890 (Matheson's special report) 

This data was derived from Robert R. Matheson's Special Report on Surnames in Ireland. This statistical report is based on the births registered in Ireland during the year 1890. Its value lies in the fact that it provides authoritative information as to the numerical strength and distribution of family names throughout Ireland. In recognizing the usefulness of this data in helping to focus a search, it should be noted that it provides a snapshot of Irish surname distribution in the late 19th century after Ireland had experienced significant population change caused by factors such as the Great Famine, emigration, rural to urban migration etc. As such, one might expect differences between this data and the distribution of surnames in Ireland in the first of the 19th century. A further limitation is the fact that it includes only surnames having five or more birth en thus excluding some of the rarer Irish family names.

"On 1 July 1837 a civil registration system for births, marriages and deaths was introduced in England and Wales. Registration was undertaken by civil registrars who reported to the Registrar General at the General Register Office (GRO) in London, now part of the Office for National Statistics (ONS). The public may obtain copies of anyone's birth, marriage or death certificates. They are vital to family historians because of the genealogical information that they include."
 

Since the original birth, marriage and death registers are not open to the public, getting access to the information on one of these certificates is done by first searching the national birth, marriage and death indexes, that have been created by the GRO for this purpose. The indexes for the three events are each divided into quarterly volumes, with the names for each quarter listed alphabetically. Once an entry in one of the indexes is found, you are then able to use that information to order of copy of a death, marriage or birth certificate from the GRO/ONS. The other information that can be obtained from the index includes: year, record type, quarter (March, June, September, and December), district (each county in England and Wales was divided up into registration districts), volume, and page number. Note: names were entered into the volume of the quarter in which notification of the event was received, not necessarily the quarter in which the event actually occurred.

She also served on a body once known as the Irish Refugee Agency, but is now known as the Irish Reception and Integration Agency (RIA), which operates under the Department of Justice, Equality, and Law Reform, from 2000 to 2001.

Edward Anglim (#228296) was appointed to the RIC on April 17, 1862. He was 18 years old, 5 3/8 tall, and a native of Limerick. He worked as a laborer before joining the RIC. He was posted at Clare. He resigned his position at the RIC to “fill another situation.”

William Anglim was appointed to the RIC on August 21, 1869.  He was recommended by George Bennett, JP. He was 19 years old, and 5’9” tall and was born in County Tipperary. He was a grocer before joining the RIC. He was posted to Limerick City. He was dismissed from the RIC.

Sargeant Anglim – Garda in Galway (ca. 1975)

Politicians

E. Anglim  -- a guardian representing Cashel, County Tipperary, in the Poor Law Union, ca. 1875. 

By 1914, he was a JP and a MCC of South Tipperary. At a quarterly meeting of the East Tipperary Executive in Fethard, he proposed a successful resolution defending John Redmond and the Irish Party against critics. He also made light of Sir Edward Carson’s “grand march” from Belfast to Cork. In 1912, he attended a meeting of the East Tipperary Executive of the United Irish League, which discussed the fate of tenants under the Home Rule Bill.

James A. Anglim – a farmer who lived in Ballyregan, Tagoat, County Wexford. A former member of the Fianna Fail National Executive, he ran for a seat in the Dail in 1947, as a candidate for the New Republican Party.

Michael Anglim -- represents Cahir, in County Tipperary. In the 1999 local elections, he received  1475 votes and was elected to seat one. In the 2004 local elections, he received 1120 was elected

To seat 2.

Priests and Members of Religious Orders

Jeremiah Anglim -- 
Patrick Anglim – An Augustinian Prior in Dungarvan, County Waterford. He served as Prior for two terms, from 1791 to 1799.  

Thomas Anglim  -- Priest in Caher Parish. Presided over the baptism of Catherine, daughter of Thomas Cunningham and Anna Donnell of Cahir, on August 8, 1782.

Born into a family steeped in Irish music, Carlene began playing the fiddle when she was six-years-old and five years ago won the BBC2 Young Tradition Award to add to her 1992 All Ireland Fiddle Championship award. She has appeared on many television programs both in England and Ireland and along with Martyn and Aine Furey started a band - Bonhinta - which has become a renowned act on the folk scene.She and Ali Gittens started playing together in 1992 and have played at festivals, art centres and theatres throughout the United Kingdom.

Police Officers

Tom Anglim-- After military service, Tom Anglim joined Surrey Police at Guildford and later moved to Horley, UK. In 1969, while a constable for Surrey, he attended the air crash at Fernhill and was subsequently awarded the Queen's Award for Bravery (the Q.C.).
  On  January 5, 1969, A Boeing 727 airliner owned by Ariana Afghan Airlines crashed at Fernhill, Horley, on approach to Gatwick Airport. As it descended it hit a chimney pot of a house, crashed through trees and slid 200 yards before completely demolishing a house and catching fire.

Forty-eight people on the plane were killed together with a couple living in the house. By a miracle the couple's infant daughter survived. PC Anglim was one of the police officers who received the Queen's Commendation for Brave Conduct and 'service exceeding the bounds of duty' at the scene of the disaster.

Mr. Anglim is today disabled, and depends on a motorized device to move around. Nonetheless, Tom Anglim in 2009 was working at the Tadworth Court Children's Hospital shop one day a week  In 2009, the town council awarded Mr. Anglim a citation, which said in part that, "Tom has shown great courage and determination in the face of a painful and debilitating illness and gives his time freely and cheerfully to help others."

Post Office

Timothy J. Anglim was appointed an assistant postman in November 1915. He was appointed a postman in April 1920.

        VIII. Anglims in Canada and the United States

                Part A: Anglim as a Placename

1. The Town of Anglim, Minnesota

 In northern Minnesota there is a village called Anglim near Crookston in Polk County. This village was named in honor of William Anglim (1843-1910), a Canadian‑born pioneer store owner who became Mayor of Crookston and later served on the Crookston Board of Education. Mayor Anglim was a leading merchant in Crookston, being an owner of the store, LaFontaine and Anglim. The store ran advertisements such as, “our cash prices are matchless.” The store was sold circa 1907. The building that housed the store still exists in Crookston. William Anglim also worked as a Receiver in the US Land Office (circa 1895) in Crookston, MN. His compensation as a receiver was $3000 annually, which was supplemented by fees (source: Official Register, 1895). He was not reappointed when his term expired in 1897, as the Republican administration of William McKinley had assumed power.  William Anglim owned a substantial amount of property in the area. The 1896 Plat Map Listing of who lived in Crookston 1896, shows: Anglim, Wm. 34 Crookston 150/46; Anglim, Wm. 24 Fairfax 149/46; Anglim, Wm. 12 Parnell 151/46 Anglim, Wm. 27 Woodside 148/43. He died in St. Paul, Minnesota in his son's house around 1945.

Part B: The First Anglim to America

In the early decades of the 19th century (ca. 1802-1828), the “well-known Brig Anglim” sailed to North America. It sailed from England to Quebec, and could carry 214 tons .

The Anglim, captained by R. Glaister, arrived in Liverpool in November 1822, from Mirimchl, with 363 pc. Pine timber, 49 pieces birch. It arrived at Queens dock.
 

In November 5 and 6, 1824, the ship was severely damaged in a winter storm, and lost its anchors, and bowsprit, and had to return to Quebec harbor.
 Despite the damage, the brig continued to sail.

Apparently, there was another vessel named “Anglim”. This was a steamship that sailed in the Great Lakes, ca. 1873.

         Part C: Immigration and Passenger Records

1. Early Anglim Immigration to the United States (1830-1860)

About one in three immigrants between 1820 and 1840 were born in Ireland. During the 1840s, the Irish accounted for 45 percent of all new arrivals. Despite an increase in actual numbers the irish share of the total immigration declined after 1850. The peak year for Irish immigration was 1890, when 1.8 million Irish-born persons immigrated to the United States.    

4.8 million immigrants from Ireland were lawfully admitted to the United States for permanent residence since fiscal year 1820, the earliest year for which official immigration records exist. By fiscal year 1870, about half of these immigrants were admitted for lawful permanent residence.

John Anglim, whose records appear below, seems to be the first Anglim to immigrate to the United States. On March 9, 1838, John Anglim took “the declaration of intention or oath of allegiance” before the Court of Quarter-sessions in Philadelphia, PA.
 

Apparently a laborer, who lived in a “lone cottage in a lone cottage running about two miles from the permanent bridge.” His wife died in either December 1843 or January 1844 from a “lingering sickness.” This John Anglim was imprisoned in Moyamensung jail  for a heinous crime in January 1844.  “Outrage”,  Baltimore Sun, Feb. 1, 1844, at 4. Moyamensung is in South Philadelphia.

Beginning in the late 1840s, the number of Anglim immigrants to the United States increased. The pattern of  19th century Anglim immigration seems to follow  the general pattern of Irish immigration in the United States.

Part D: United States Anglim Lineages (1790- 1975) organized by State

The Anglim migration to the United States began in the early nineteenth century. To understand their migration, one should keep in mind the larger picture of Irish immigration to the United States. At the beginning of the 19th century, agriculture was dominant role in the Irish economy. English landowners owned much of Ireland’s farm land. This land was rented out to small famers, who because of a lack of capital, farmed with outdated implements and methods.   

Farm laborers in Ireland earned an average wage of eight pence a day, which  was only a fifth of what could be earned in the United States. Therefore many landless peasants dreamed of emigrating to North America.

In October 1845, a devastating potato blight struck Ireland, and destroyed nearly 75 % of the country’s crop. At the time, over four million Irish people relied  on potatoes as their chief food. The blight returned in 1846. Over the following year, an estimated 350,000 people died of starvation and an outbreak of typhus that further ravaged a weakened population. Despite good potato crops over the next four years, people continued to die. In 1851, the Census Commissioners estimated that nearly a million people had died during the Irish Famine. The Irish people blamed the British government and absentee landlords for the disaster.

The Irish famine stimulated a desire to emigrate. From 1844 to 1854 nearly two million people, about a quarter of the Irish population had emigrated to the United States. A few, but not many, Anglims immigrated during this time. The bulk of Anglim migration would follow the famine era.

In 1850, Irish born Americans mainly lived in New York, Pennsylvania, Massachusetts, Illinois, Ohio, and New Jersey. Most of these states would be home for a good proportion of Anglims in the 19th and early 20th century. The vast majority of Irish immigrants were impoverished, and settled close to the port where they had disembarked.  In the Reconstruction era, some cities in the United States such as New York, Chicago, and Boston, over a quarter of the population had been born in Ireland. 

In 1890, large numbers of Irish born immigrants lived in the states of New York (483,000), Massachusetts (260,000), Illinois (124,000), and Minnesota (28,000).  There were significant communities of Irish born Americans in New York City (190,000), Chicago (70,000), and Baltimore (13,000). As indicated in the charts at the end of this section, the Anglims have historically been well represented in  states such as New York, Massachusetts, Illinois, and cities such as New York City and Chicago.   

From 1820 to 1920, over 4.4 million people emigrated from Ireland to the United States, a number eclipsed only by the number of immigrants from Germany and Italy.  In 1840, Ireland was the most densely country in Europe. By the 20th century, it had become the least densely populated. 

From 1820 through 1978, over 4.7 million people emigrated to the United States from Ireland, which was nearly 9.7 percent of the total foreign immigration during that period.  

Traditional accounts of Irish immigration to the United States hold that by the latter decades of the 19th century did a combination of acute political skills, intense Roman Catholic faith and a strong sense of community enabled the Irish to move into the American social and economic mainstream.

In looking at the story of Irish immigration to the United States, one should not assume that the experience of the northeastern urban Irish were replicated everywhere. As illustrated in this section, there significant regional differences in the American Irish immigration experience.

California

San Francisco and Napa Counties in Northern California are some of the oldest continuous places of Anglim settlement in the United States. At least since 1980, more Anglims have lived in California than in any other state in the United States. 

Most historians agree that the Irish experience in California as one of generally tranquil and successful adjustments to American life. In the second half of the 19th century, California was frequently identified as one of most favorable destinations for Irish immigrants to immigrate to.

By virtue of their early presence in California, the Irish secured a position of legitimacy in a society where the nascent policitical, economic, and social structures were fluid and keenly contested. Even before the Mexican War, the Irish were present in significant numbers in the small California population. The discovery of gold in 1848 provided the impetus for a rapid expansion in the terrirtory’s population, and drew large numbers of gold seekers, including many Irish, to the American West coast. 

San Francisco/Oakland Anglims:

The first Irish immigrants to arrive in the San Francisco area was during the late seventeenth century and early eighteenth century, when many left Ireland because of the Penal laws. Some early Irish arrivals were attracted to the Mexican West by their desire to own land. There was no resistance by the Mexican Government in California to these new immigrants. The Irish and Mexicans shared the same religion and the Irish soon learned to speak Spanish.

Early Irish immigrants gained land grants from the Mexican Government, especially in Marin County, which was nicknamed Little Ireland. Among these early settlers were John Connors with Rancho Punta de Quentin, Timothy Murphy with Rancho Santa Margarita y Los Galinas San Pedro (Marinwood and San Rafael), John Reed with Rancho Corte Madera del Presidio (Corte Madera and Tiburon), John Berry with Rancho Punta de los Reyes, and John Murphy with Rancho Corte Madera de Novato.

Nowhere in California were change and growth more marked in the period 1848-1880 than in San Francisco. With the Gold Rush, San Francisco’s Irish population grew to 4,200 in 1852. By 1870 the population of San Francisco was 100,000, one third of whom were Irish. One in every three Irish men at this time owned real estate. In 1859 the Irish were the only ethnic group to have a bank of its own. The Hibernian Savings and Loan Bank, set up by James Phelan, enabled the ambitious Irish to engage in commerce. By 1880 this number had reached more than 30,000, thirty-seven percent of San Francisco’s population.

San Francisco had become the Irish heartland in the West. For the irish who settled in California after 1848, unlike most of their compatriots who remained in the eastern United States, the openness of their new society offered substantital opportunities for social and economic advancement. 

The 19th century Irish who reached San Francisco had previous urban experience, were upwardly mobile and enjoyed family stability and comprehensive support through their own elaborate networks of religious, economic, political, and social institutions. As a stable, organized, and large minority within a diverse, chaotic city, the Irish found what wanted in the United States –material success and person and group satisfaction. They were also a generation ahead of many of their fellow Irish in the eastern United States. With these came cultural pluralism, but not structural assimilation. 

By 1870, irish immigrants and their descendants were widely dispersed across California, although at mid-century their presence remained strongly centered in San Francisco and its five neighborhing counties – Alameda, Contra Costa, Marin, San Mateo, and Solano. San Francisco itself was by far the most populous Irish county in both absolute and proportional terms: 48 percent of Irish California’s Irish lived there. One in every six of the city’s residents was Irish born.

The Irish predominance in retail trade and high proportion of white collar Irish in 1880, was due to incentives and visible reward that were not highly visible elsewhere. Prominent Irish San Franciscan business men included Samuel Brannan, who printed San Francisco’s first newspaper in 1846. John Sullivan founded Hibernia Savings and Loan and the Hibernia Housing Society, which helped immigrants with loans to buy land and homes. Sullivan bought two lots near Dupont Square and donated them to the Catholic Church for the building of the Old St. Mary’s Cathedral. James Fair and James Flood, both sons of Dubliners, made their fortunes in the Comstock Silver Lode. James Phelan (whose son James would become Mayor of San Francisco and US Senator) established the First National Bank of San Francisco.

John Daly had a large dairy and rock quarry south of San Francisco that he subdivided to build Daly City. He had left Ireland in the 1870s with his mother, who died while they were crossing Panama to reach San Francisco. John continued on alone, found work at the City’s dairies, and saved his money to buy the land that still bears his name.


Many of the Irish who struck gold in the fields during the Gold rush reinvested their money into land, farming, dairying and stock raising. Often it was the Irish who were the pioneer farmers in clearing the land and planting the first crops in California. At this time the Irish lived in areas such as Southpark, Rincon Hill, Happy Valley (site of the Palace Hotel) and the Inner Mission where they engaged in small-scale farming. 

San Francisco’s Irish were very politically active, and their  success in politics was immediate and spectacular. In 1867 Frank McCoppin from County Longford was elected Mayor of San Francisco, becoming the first Irish-born Mayor in the United States. He had been previously been elected supervisor within two years  of his arrival, and before acquiring American citizenship.Another Irish man, David Broderick arrived in San Francisco after unsuccessful attempts to get into the political circle in New York. By 1849 he was elected as a State senator and in 1851 he became President of the Senate. Other early Irish settlers who became prominent politicians in the City and the State of California include: General Bennett Riley, military and civilian Governor of the Territory of California who was responsible for drafting the Constitution of the State of California (1849); John Geary, first Mayor of San Francisco (1850); and H. H. Haight, Governor of California (1878).

The Irish formed cultural organizations like the Hibernia Association (1852), The Irish Festival (1863), and The Knights of the Red Branch (in the Mission). In 1964 they combined these organizations to form the United Irish Cultural Society. They also built and supported Catholic churches and schools all over the City.


Today, although the Irish live throughout the City and its suburbs, there are still Irish football games and the newspaper the Irish Herald. The United Irish Cultural Center sponsors many social events, including Irish dancing and music.

Colorado 

Background

The irrepressible Irish immigrants settled in the working class neighborhoods of northeast and northwest Denver, congregating near the Catholic parishes of St. Patrick’s in north Denver and St. Leo’s in Auraria. They opened saloons, became merchants, policemen and politicians, formed social and political clubs, started newspapers and held Denver’s first St. Patrick’s Day celebration in 1868.
The first waves of Irish immigrants arrived in Colorado with the discovery of gold near Central City in the late 1850’s. Most Irish immigrants came to Colorado as miners or railroad workers who called themselves "terriers." They settled in the mining camps of Central City and in Denver itself seeking a better life and freedom from the discrimination they experienced in eastern cities. By the early 1860’s the Irish comprised Denver’s second largest, and most visible, immigrant group. 
In 1898, James P. Anglim was a solicitor for the Brightside School for boys, at 2642 Chapa, in Denver. In 1899, he was a student with HC Van Schaack, at 802 People’s Bank Building. He resided at 948 Broadway in Denver.
  He later served as District Attorney in Durango.  

Connecticut 

Background

In its early history, Connecticut attracted very few immigrants. There were a few Irish among others in the state, but Connecticut;s lack of a direct trade route to Europe and its limited economic opportunities combined to make Connecticut one of the most homogeneous states in the United States until about 1850. The state was a largely conservative, stable, and Protestant society. In the mid-19th century, the state was experiencing massive immigration, with the vast majority of the immigrants being Irish. They came mostly in search of work. They dug canals, laid railroad tracks, worked in factories, and operated machines. By the 1870s, irish immigrants formed the bulk of the labor force in the textile mills and dominated some trades such as bootmaking. Because they came for factory jobs, the Irish clustered in the urban areas. By 1860 about 21% of the population of both Hartford and New Haven was Irish. They organized self-help organizations like the Hibernerians; organized parochial schools, and joined en massed the Democratic party, which provided them a rapid means of  social and political advancement. Many Yankees believed that only Protestantism was compatible with a democratic, progressive, and prosperous society. They feared that a coalition of radicals and Catholics would wrest political control of the state. In 1855, this anti-Catholic sentiment led to the election of a Know-Nothing candidate for governor and a majority of the General Assembly. The Irish continued to immigrate to Connecticut, and became such a powerful voting bloc that few politicans were willing to offend them openly.

Finding crowded, discouraging conditions upon their first arrival points of New York, Boston or Philadelpha, some Famine Irish immigrants embarked on coastal steamers or sailing vessels having heard that things "might be better" in South Carolina or Georgia. At that time Savannah was Georgia's largest city and its chief seaport, connecting with northern cities via coastal packets. This harbor became, for hundreds of Irish, their second port of entry in the U.S. Although a few were able to pay the steamer fare, the great majority found steerage more affordable. 


Records show that some 2,280 Irish immigrants arrived in Savannah between 1800 and 1861 -- only a small fraction of those immigrated to the United States. The peak period for arrivals in the city was 1848 to 1852; in these years almost 800 arrived. Workers were needed in shipping and lumber, home construction, road-building, ditch digging and for laboring on canals. Labor in the rice or cotton fields did not appeal to the Irish and these jobs were mainly left to black slaves. The Irish did work with the cotton arriving by wagon or railroad from the interior of the state which had to be hauled to the warehouses in Brunswick or Savananah for counting and then loaded on cargo ships; this was a large-scale operation involving thousands of bales. In Savannah, this activity was located at what is now known as "Factors' Walk," along the Savannah River.

The great majority of Irish who came in mid-century were Catholic, and of those surveyed most were shown to have had given Co. Wexford at their point of origin, others principally from Counties Mayo, Tipperary, Kerry, Cork and Cavan. Some had landed in New York only to head for the southern United States for many reasons including overcrowding and desiring a warmer climate. In 1839 Irish laborers worked on a railroad in Marthasville (the original name of Atlanta.

Chicago Anglims

Background

The Irish have lived in Chicago from the beginnings of the city. The Irish population grew rapidly following the Irish Famine.  Most of the early Irish immigrants were poor, Catholic, and unskilled workers. Later, immigrants and their descendants slowly improved their economic and occupational status. The Irish became active in and were sustained by three activities: their Catholic religion, their involvement on behalf of  Irish independence, and their involvement in Chicago politics. 

The local Catholic church established two types of parishes: special ones without boundaries for non-English speaking immigrants and ones with neighborhood boundaries. Since the Irish were the major, if not the only, English-speaking group, they obtained dominance by default in the structure of the church. In turn, the local parish aided and sustained them by providing education, social services, and a focus for social life. 

Throughout the latter nineteenth and early-twentieth centuries, Ireland agitated and fought for independence from England. In Chicago,  many Irish became involved in organizations that supported independence for Ireland. 

Eventually, the Irish became the most important ethnic group in local politics. They were an integral part of  machine-style government based on patronage jobs. They benefited greatly from this system and also learned to build coalitions in order to attain/retain power. 

During the nineteenth and early-twentieth centuries, Irish political involvement and their Catholic religion led some native-born Protestant Americans to conduct an anti-Irish campaign, which affected employment opportunities and promoted a negative image of the Irish. 

The early years of Chicago coincided with the significant rise in Irish immigration in the 1830s. Some Irish already lived in Chicago when it was incorporated as a city in 1837. In the next few years Irish numbers grew rapidly particularly after the arrival of refugees from the Irish Potato Famine. By 1850 Irish immigrants accounted for nearly 20 percent of the city's population. Although the number of Irish immigrants in Chicago continued to increase until the end of the century, their percentage of the city's population was never again as high as it was in 1850, after which large numbers of Germans and later other immigrant groups settled in the city making it one of the most multi-ethnic urban areas in the United States. 

Like those in other parts of the United States, the vast majority of the early Irish immigrants in Chicago were very poor. Taking low-skilled and poorly paying jobs in brickyards, meatpacking plants, and the like, they settled in poor neighborhoods, like Bridgeport on the South Side or Kilglubbin on the North. 

Over time, the economic status of the Irish improved. The children of the early immigrants appear to have been better off than their parents, while the new immigrants arriving after the Great Famine were more prosperous and better educated than those who had come before. Yet, at the end of the 19th century, Irish Chicagoans were still overwhelmingly working class, and some lived in considerable poverty. 

After the turn of the 20th century, the Irish continued to improve their economic fortunes. Increasing numbers of the Irish left their old neighborhoods in the central parts of the city and moved to better ones in outlying areas. The exodus of the “lace-curtain” or “steam-heat” irish from early shantowns was a key element in the story of Irish America at the turn of the century.

 The Depression, of course, hurt the Irish as it did others, but did not permanently prevent their upward move, which received significant help after World War II with the Gl Bill of Rights. The increased prosperity of the Irish was evident in the steady stream who left the city for the suburbs in the half century after the war. 

Although the Irish seem more widely dispersed today than they were a century ago, most of the Irish in Chicago's history have never lived in real ethnic ghettoes. In fact, they have been one of the least clustered ethnic groups in the city. Yet despite the presence of relative geographic separation, the Irish, at least into the twentieth century, remained a relatively cohesive ethnic group joined together by their Catholicism, devotion to Ireland (particularly Irish nationalism), and by a high level of involvement in the local political system.

The overwhelming majority of Irish in Chicago were Catholics. For Irish Catholics, religious and ethnic identities were entwined, as religious persecution at the hands of Protestant England and the Protestant Anglo-Irish establishment had tended to fuse together their Irish and Catholic identities. In Chicago, it was the Irish along with German Catholics and some French-speaking residents who, in the 1830s and 1840s, laid the foundations of the Catholic Church in the city. With a tremendous increase in the number of Irish and German Catholic newcomers in ensuing decades, the Catholic Church dramatically grew. In the last decades of the nineteenth and early-twentieth centuries, the Catholic population not Holy Family Church, Chicago only continued to grow tremendously, but it also greatly diversified with the arrival of thousands of the Poles, Czechs, Slovaks, Croats, and Italians from southern and eastern Europe. 

Because of their numbers, early arrival, and ability to speak English, the Irish held the dominant role in the Catholic Church in Chicago for decades. Until 1916 all the Catholic bishops in Chicago, except one who served for five years, were of Irish birth or parentage. Although ethnic tensions existed in the church, with few exceptions the Catholics in Chicago remained united. One of the factors that helped to promote this relatively peaceful coexistence of diverse ethnic groups in the same church was that the Irish bishops supported the practice of establishing separate (termed "national") parishes for the various non-English speaking ethnic groups. 

As English-speakers, the Irish did not have national parishes created for them, but instead attended regular (termed "territorial") parishes. The system, however, had a significant effect on them. Because they were virtually the only English-speaking Catholic immigrants, the territorial parishes became in effect Irish parishes, so that for a long time the institutional religious structure not only separated Irish Catholics from American Protestants, but also socially from their fellow Catholics. This system began to change slowly toward the end of the nineteenth century. By 1900 there were large numbers of American-born German Catholics who used English as their first language. As a result, existing German national parishes gradually became English-speaking ones, and hardly any new German national parishes were created. When established, new territorial parishes were intended for Germans as well as for the Irish, although because of settlement patterns, many of these eventually became predominantly Irish or German. The newer Catholic immigrant groups followed the same pattern as the Germans. 

The local parish was very important in the lives of Irish Chicagoans. It met their spiritual needs, of course, but it also served other significant functions. The parochial school attached to most parishes provided not only instruction in the Catholic faith but also a solid education in secular subjects. Priests, besides providing spiritual guidance, often acted as surrogate social workers and counselors, helping their parishioners with many everyday concerns. Parish events and meetings, which gave parishioners the opportunity to socialize with one another, thus, meeting an important social need. Most of these parishes had a vibrant sense of community and the intimacy of small towns. 

While being nurtured by parish life, Irish Catholic identity also received reinforcement from anti-Irish and anti-Catholic prejudice. This prejudice was quite intense in the decades before the Civil War. The Chicago Tribune, for example, often criticized Irish Catholics for their political power and religion, and in 1855 Chicagoans  voted for an anti-Catholic and anti-immigrant Know-Nothing mayor and a Know-Nothing-controlled city council. In the latter 1880s and early 1890s, another wave of anti-Catholicism hit the city, with many Protestant Chicagoans supporting organizations such as the American Protective Association, whose members swore never to vote for or employ a Catholic. Anti-Catholic prejudice had diminished considerably by the beginning of the 20th century but was sometimes quite noticeable. As late as the 1920s, Catholics along with Jews and African-Americans were attacked by the Ku Klux Klan. Most Protestant Chicagoans were not bigots, and many had quiet, friendly relations with Irish Catholics. Nonetheless, anti-Catholicism on various occasions arose and made Irish Catholics more conscious of their own identity. 

Besides Catholicism, devotion to Ireland held Irish Chicagoans together. The most visible evidence of this was the support they furnished for both peaceful and revolutionary Irish nationalist movements. In the1860s, for example, Irish Chicagoans provided money and men to the Fenians, a revolutionary organization that sought to win the complete independence of Ireland. After internal divisions led to the collapse of the Fenians in the late 1860s, revolutionary-minded Irish Chicagoans turned to the Clan na Gael, which for many years supported the revolutionary cause in Ireland. 

The Chicago Irish also supported peaceful Irish nationalist efforts. During the 1880s they supported the Irish Home Rule movement led by Charles Stewart Parnell, the leader of the Irish Parliamentary Party. Though Ireland would have remained in the United Kingdom, Home Rule would have given Ireland a separate parliament for Irish matters, and thus many Irish Chicagoans, including members of the Clan, supported it as a step in the right direction. Parnell's campaign for Home Rule failed, however, as did subsequent attempts in the 1890s and  prior to World War I. 

As a result of events in Ireland, the interest of the Chicago Irish in revolutionary Irish nationalism increased substantially in the period during and immediately following World War I. The daring but unsuccessful republican “Easter Rising” in Dublin in 1916 along with certain ill-advised British policies regarding Ireland ignited revolutionary nationalism among many Irish people. In the British general election of 1918, the radical Sinn Fein party soundly defeated the moderate Irish Parliamentary Party. In 1919 Sinn Fein declared Ireland independent, and war broke out between its military wing,  the IRA. and the British. The war ended in 1921, and a compromise settlement gave virtual independence to most of the island in the form of the Irish Free State but left two-thirds of Ulster in the United Kingdom as Northern Ireland. During the struggle for Irish independence, the Chicago Irish supported the Irish cause by joining support groups, holding rallies, and contributing money. With the creation of the Irish Free State, which later evolved into the Republic of Ireland, interest in the Irish nationalist struggle waned but revived somewhat again when trouble broke out in Northern Ireland in the late 1960s. 

Besides support for Irish nationalism, Irish Chicagoans showed their interest in their Irish heritage in other ways. Some belonged to organizations such as the Ancient Order of Hibernians, which fostered nationalism but had a broader cultural agenda. Some attended or participated in musical and dance events or in Gaelic football and hurling matches. 

Besides Catholicism and a devotion to Ireland, another factor that served to unite many Chicago Irish was their significant involvement in local politics. From the earliest days of Chicago the Irish were politically. The vast majority voted Democratic, as the Democrats had the reputation of being friendly to the Irish. A knowledge of the English language as well as a familiarity with electioneering in Ireland gave them an advantage over continental immigrants. 

In the decades after the Great Chicago Fire, as the first American-reared generation reached adulthood, the Irish dominated the Democratic party and emerged as the single most important ethnic group in the city's politics. The Irish supported the local political system which, like that in many American cities of the time, was based not on ideology but on patronage and other economic incentives. The Irish used the system to get patronage jobs such as those on the police force and thus move up the economic ladder. Good government reformers of the period criticized "boodle" politics as corrupt. There was indeed significant corruption (bribes, vote stealing, etc.), but the system also did much good, providing assistance to the poor and jobs to working class people.

The Irish were skilled politicians, using the contacts and connections they made in their parishes or through Irish organizations to enhance their political prospects. They also on the whole were adept at dealing with non-Irish groups and in building coalitions from various ethnic groups. Yet, despite their considerable political power in the late-nineteenth and early-twentieth centuries, the Irish occupied the mayor's office for only a total of eight years during the period from 1871 to 1933. The Irish mayors, all Democrats, during this period were John Hopkins (1893-1895), Edward F. Dunne (1905-1907), and William E. Dever (1923-1927). One of the reasons for this rather sparse representation was that Irish politicians were never as interested in having one of their own in the mayor's office as in supporting winning candidates like the two Carter Harrisons and Anton Cermak. Ironically, during the thirty some years after Cermak's murder in 1933, when the Irish percentage of the city's population fell steadily, Chicago had a continuous string of Irish Democratic mayors: Edward J. Kelly (1933-1947), Martin J. Kennelly (1947-1955), and Richard J. Daley (1955-1976). Of these the most notable was Daley, who was able to keep a political machine with a patronage system running smoothly, even after those in other American cities had vanished. In the period following Daley's death in 1976, two Irish Chicagoans, Jane Byrne (1979-1983) and Richard M. Daley (1989-), have between them occupied the mayor's office for over half the time, despite the fact that persons of Irish background make up no more than six percent of the city's population. 

Although an Irish Chicagoan held the city's highest office as the 20th century came to a close, the Chicago Irish were not nearly as visible in the early 21st century as they were at the beginning of the 20th century. In 1990, 660, 343 persons in Cook County (237, 133 in Chicago alone) claimed Irish ancestry. Over the course of the century, many descendants of Irish immigrants lost much of their sense of Irishness, either through the passage of time, intermarriage, or deliberate decision. Yet, a core of ethnic-conscious Irish remain in Chicago and its suburbs. Consisting of immigrants and their children as well as persons of more distant and/or mixed Irish ancestry, this core supports a viable set of organizations that sponsor a wide array of cultural, scholarly, social, athletic, and nationalist events.

Iowa 

Background

During the 1850s, many Irish settlements were founded throughout the state. The first real colony of Irish was established by Rev. Thomas Hore in Allamakee County. Hore, a native of Wexford County,  arrived in Dubuque on January 23, 1851. By 1856, a large group of Irish settled in Chickasaw County. They formed a rural community known as the “Reilly Settlement. Irish settlements were started around the same time near Independence, Fairbanks, and Monti in Buchanan County.  Beginning with only 4885 in 1850, the number of the Irish-born in Iowa rapidly increased to 20,896 in 1856, to 28,072 in 1860, to 40,124 in 1870, and reached their highest total of 44,061 in 1880.    Although these Irish immigrants were to be found in practically every township and every county of the State, they seem to have been attracted chiefly to the larger towns such as Dubuque, Clinton, Davenport, Burlington, Keokuk, Des Moines, Cedar Rapids, and Council Bluffs.
In 1885, Greene County appeared with 560 Irish-born settlers, all the other counties having decreases except Polk, Pottawattamie, and Woodbury where the growth of Des Moines, Council Bluffs, and Sioux City account for a considerable increase.
Since 1880 the Irish-born in Iowa have rapidly declined from 42,524 in 1885, 33,006 in 1895, 22,578 in 1905, 14,299 in 1915, and 10,686 in 1920. Mortality thinned the ranks of the Irish immigrants, and their places have not been filled by new Irish immigrants. Their children and grandchildren, however, constitute a numerous progeny, and Irish Catholic communities long flourished in 20th century Iowa.

Keokuk: The Smoky Hallow Anglims

Keokuk was a boom town in 1853. Many Irish who had stopped in the east cam here by way of the Ohio and Mississippi Rivers. Others came by way of the Gulf of Mexico directly from Europe.

In the Mid 1870s, the US government built a canal nine miles long on the west bank of the Mississippi River extending from Keokuk to Nashville. Irish laborers did the construction. The canal was completed in 1878. During that time, many Irish families built small cottages. This old Irish settlement became known as “Smoky Hallow”. A dam was built in 1913, creating Lake Keokuk, and submerging the old Irish settlement. 

In 1880, Michael Anglim (born ca. 1810 in Ireland), lived on Canal Road in Keokuk, Lee County, Iowa, with his wife, Ellen (born ca. 1830 in Ireland), and children: Johana (born ca. 1861 in Iowa), Patrick (born ca. 1863 in Iowa), and Michael (born ca. 1863 in Iowa). In 1880, Michael Anglim worked on the railroad.
 Shortly thereafter, Michael worked as a laborer for the US War Department, Engineer Department He was appointed to this position from Iowa. He was              employed in the vicinity of Keokuk, Iowa. His compensation was 15 cents per hour.
 

The younger Michael mentioned above, may have been the Michael Anglim who subsequently moved to Butte, Montana.

In 1885, John Anglim (born 1853 in Ohio) lived in Calliope, with his wife Ellen (born 1862 in New York), and children: James Anglim (born 1882 in Illinois) and Thomas Anglim (born 1884 in Sioux County, IA). John Anglim worked as a railroad man.

Davenport Anglims

In Ca. 1937,  Frank M. Anglim and Rose A. Anglim, lived in a home at 1009 E. Rusholme, Davenport, Iowa. He worked at Underwood, Elliott Fisher Co. See, Monagea Anglims, C-53.

Kansas 

Background

Famine era Irish immigration caused the number of Catholic Churches in Kansas to increase from three in 1854 to 45 in 1871. Shortly after the Civil War, Irish labor helped build the Kansas Pacific Railroad and others worked in coal mines in southeast Kansas. By the early 1870s, there were well-established Irish communities, such as those in Leavenworth. There are also several communities in Kansas with Irish names such as Doyle Creek and Doyle Township in Marion County, Irish Flats in Meade County, and Irish Creek in Marshall County.

Douglas County

In 1880, three young Anglim sisters lived together in Lawrence, Douglas County, Kansas:

In 1868, James Anglim, a laborer, lived in a house on Dunster Street in Cambridge, MA. By 1871, he lived in a house on Banks, near Flagg. By 1873, James was a fireman for the Gas Works, and he lived at a house on 43 Banks. In 1874, James was a fireman at Walworth’s House, and he lived in a house at Mt. Auburn near Sparks. In 1875, he lived at a house on 3 Washington. By 1878, James is working as a laborer, and lives in a house on 43 Banks.

In 1871, John A. Anglim, a varnisher, lived in a house on 4 Vine, in Cambridge. From ca. 1872-1873, He lived in a house on 27 Vine. In 1874, he lived in a house at 16 Vine. In 1875, John worked as a brushmaker. In that same year, he lived at a house on 27 -4th.

Boston Anglims

Background: 

In the 1840s, Boston was an Anglo-American city with a population of nearly 115,000. The city was dominated by descendants of English Puritans, many of whom could trace their lineage back to the Mayflower in 1620. While the famine Irish filled up the port cities of American from the Northeast of Boston and Philadelphia to the Southern ports of Savannah and New Orleans, the highest concentration of Irish immigrants were in  Boston.  During the early years of the Famine immigration, the Irish settled into enclaves that became exclusively Irish near the Boston waterfront along Batterymarch and Broad Streets, then in the North End section and in East Boston. Irishmen took any unskilled jobs they could find such as cleaning yeards and stables, unloading ships, and pushing carts. As Irish immigration increased, there was growing anti-Irish and anti-Catholic sentiment in Boston.  

By the 1870's and 1880's, many Irish, some of them new immigrants, still occupied the slums of East Boston. Around this time, many Irish  were proving to be successful in business and politics. Some Irishmen become ward bosses for the political machine and political parties. They were the mediators between the political parties who promised favors to the Irish and other immigrants so long as they voted Democrat. Joseph P. Kennedy's father, PJ Kennedy, was a ward boss for the Democratic Party, and became one of the most powerful political figures in Boston.

Available records indicate that relatively few Anglims settled in Boston proper during the 19th century, and there were few Anglim famine immigrants who settled in that city.

Today, Middlesex County has the largest population of Irish Americans of any county in the United States (348,978).

In November 1852, Mary J. Anglim married Sampson Ham in Charlestown, in a ceremony officiated by Rev. N.M. Williams.

In 1967, Deborah G. Anglim lived at 330 Dartmouth Street, Boston. She was a teacher at Chelmsford. In 1969, she lived at 409 Beacon Street, Apartment 2.

In 1971, D.H. Anglim lived at Charter Street in Boston.

In 1972, Barbara Anglim, who lived in Dedham, MA, worked as a typist for the Hill Sanders Co.

In 1972, Jo Anglim, who lived in Woburn, MA, was a secretary at the John H. King Co.
 

Norfolk County

Nofolk County, MA has the second highest population of Irish Americans. 31% of the people of that county are of Irish descent.

Brockton, MA is a large amount of the land that was owned by two Puritan settlers, Miles Standish and John Alden. They bought the land in 1700 from local Indian tribes. The original seetlement was known as Dartmouth. It soon was divided into several cities and towns. An area of Dartmouth was named Brockton, after the Canadian city. It became an official Massachusetts town in 1821.

Shoe manufacturing was a major part in the city’s history. The business grew in the 1750s and flourished until the 1920s. Many immigrants, including the Irish, came to Brockton to work in the shoe industry. This earned Brockton a reputation as “The City of Shoes.” Brockton is also given credit as being a pioneer city in the use electricity.

For several generations, the Anglims were a part of Brockton’s thriving shoe industry.

 He moved to Pennsylvania in 1906. He returned to boarding at 210-5th between 1907-  . He worked as a plumber in 1907. He moved west in 1908. Between 1910-1914, he returned to the family home and worked as a plumber. In 1915, he moved to Boston.

Between 1902-1916, Henry F. Anglim, boarded at 210-5th.  Between 1902-1903, he worked at  CP&Company.

Michigan

Background

In 1840, 4000 to 5000 Irish or those of Irish ancestry lived in Michigan. That number increased to more than 42,000 by 1870, with major settlements in Wayne, Houghton, Kent, and Marquette Counties. Most Irish pioneers came to Michigan in search of work. They found jobs in mining and lumbering. They dug canals and built railroad lines; they farmed, fished and practiced a number of trades. Among the Irish communities established included “Irish Hills in Lenawee County. By the mid-19th century, the Irish could be found in most the Upper peninsula’s mining communities. Many Irish miners, however, moved to the copper mining region near Butte Montana, by the 1920s.

 

The Irish began moving to Detroit in large numbers during the 1820s. By the 1830s, the Irish parish, Most Holy Trinity Catholic Church had been established. By 1850, nearly 1/7 of Detroit’s population was Irish. The Irish ranked first among Detroit’s nationality groups, however, the German’s soon outnumbered the Irish. Detroit’s eight ward became known as “Corktown”, because of the large number of immigrants from Ireland’s Cork county. By the 1880s, Corktown had 21000 Irish families, mostly from Kerry, Cork, Limerick, Tipperary, and Connaught.

 

Many of Michigan’s Irish immigrated through Canada, or had lived first in the East Coast, including New York and Boston. Unlike the East Coast, there was little Irish famine era immigration to Michigan, primarily because many could not afford to move inland. However, other Irish did move from the East Coast  for better opportunities and to escape discrimination. 

Upper Peninsula.

Background:

The Upper Peninsula of Michigan is the northern of the two major land masses that make up the U.S. state of Michigan. It is commonly referred to as the Upper Peninsula, the U.P., or Upper Michigan. More casually it is known as the land "above the Bridge" (above the Mackinac Bridge linking the two peninsulas). It is bounded on the north by Lake Superior, on the east by the St. Mary's River, on the southeast by Lake Michigan and Lake Huron, and on the southwest by Wisconsin.

The Upper Peninsula contains almost a quarter of the land area of Michigan but just three percent of its total population. Residents are frequently called Yoopers (derived from "U.P.-ers") and have a strong regional identity. It includes the only counties in the United States where a plurality of residents claim Finnish ancestry. Large numbers of Finnish, Swedish, Danish and Norwegian emigrants came to the Upper Peninsula, especially the Keweenaw Peninsula, to work in the mines, and they stayed on and prospered even after the copper mines closed. 

Ordered by size, the peninsula's largest cities are Marquette, Sault Ste. Marie, Escanaba, Menominee, Iron Mountain, and Houghton. The land and climate are not very suitable for agriculture because of the long harsh winters. The economy has been based on logging, mining and tourism. Most mines have closed since the "golden age" from 1890 to 1920. The land is heavily forested and logging remains a major industry.

In January 1837, the U.S. Congress admitted Michigan as a state of the Union. At the time, Michigan was considered the losing party in the compromise. The land in the Upper Peninsula was described in a federal report as a "sterile region on the shores of Lake Superior destined by soil and climate to remain forever a wilderness." 

This belief changed when rich mineral deposits (primarily copper and iron) were discovered in the 1840s. The Upper Peninsula's mines produced more mineral wealth than the California Gold Rush, especially after shipping was improved by the opening of the Soo Locks in 1855 and docks in Marquette in 1859. The Upper Peninsula supplied 90% of America's copper by the 1860s. It was the largest supplier of iron ore by the 1890s, and production continued to a peak in the 1920s, but sharply declined shortly afterward. The last copper mine closed in 1995, although the majority of mines had closed decades before. Some iron mining continues near Marquette. 

Thousands of Americans and immigrants moved to the area during the mining boom, prompting the federal government to create Fort Wilkins near Copper Harbor to maintain order. The first wave were the Cornish from England, with centuries of mining experience; followed by Irish, Germans, and French Canadians. During the 1890s, Finnish immigrants began settling there in large numbers, forming the population plurality in the North-Western half of the peninsula. In the early 20th century, 75% of the population was foreign-born. Today, the Upper Peninsula is home to 328,000 people—only about 3% of the state's population— living in almost one-third of the state's land area. 

The Upper Peninsula is rich in mineral deposits including iron, copper, nickel and silver. Small amounts of gold have also been discovered and mined. In the 19th century, mining dominated the economy, and the U.P. became home to many isolated company towns. For many years, mines in the Keweenaw Peninsula were the world's largest producers of copper (see Copper mining in Michigan). The mines began declining as early as 1913, with most closing temporarily during the Great Depression. Mines reopened during World War II, but almost all quickly closed after the war ended. The last copper mine in the Copper Country was the White Pine mine, which closed in 1995.

Ever since logging of white pine began in the 1880s, timber has been an important industry. However, the stands of hemlock and hardwood went under-exploited until the mid-twentieth century as selection cutting was practiced in the western reaches of the forest. Because of the highly seasonal climate and the short growing season, agriculture is limited in the Upper Peninsula, though potatoes, strawberries and a few other small fruits are grown.

Tourism has become the main industry in recent decades. In 2005, ShermanTravel, LLC listed the Upper Peninsula as No. 10 in its assessment of all travel destinations worldwide. The article was republished in April 2006 by MSN.com. The peninsula has extensive coastline on the Great Lakes, large tracts of state and national forests, cedar swamps, more than 150 waterfalls, and low population densities. Because of the camping, boating, fishing, snowmobiling, hunting, and hiking opportunities, many Lower Peninsula and Wisconsin families spend their vacations in the U.P. Tourists also go there from Detroit, Chicago, Milwaukee and other metropolitan areas.

Irish immigrants were well represented among these early settlers, especially in the copper mining regions of the far western Upper Peninsula. By 1859, there were several Catholic churches serving the needs of Irish immigrants and a small number of other Catholics in the Upper Peninsula--St. Ignatius in Houghton, St. Ann's (later St. Patrick's) in Hancock, Holy Redeemer in Eagle Harbor, Our Lady of the Assumption in Clifton, and St. Mary's in Rockland. In 1860 a St. Patrick's Society was organized in Hancock with seventy members; it had 180 members when it was formally incorporated in 1874. Other communities in the Copper Country also established St. Patrick's Societies and, later, divisions of the Ancient Order of Hibernians. Such other groups as the Robert Emmett Young Men's Benevolent Society and the Emerald Library Society, both in Hancock, indicate that there was a growing, prosperous Irish community.  

 

There were, by the 1870s, a number of Irish merchants, businessmen, and saloon keepers as well as physicians, attorneys, and successful politicians in the various communities of the Upper Peninsula. Yet, by 1920, the Irish had all but disappeared from the Copper Country and the entire Upper Peninsula. Their apparent economic, social, and political success had not fully insulated them from prejudice and discrimination, even in a region far removed from the settled areas of the United States. In a narrow economy, so heavily based on a single industry and dominated by a small number of large employers, these obstacles to persistence were harder to overcome. This was especially true when the Quincy Mining Company in Hancock, a major employer of Irish immigrants since it was established, began hiring fewer and fewer Irish after the mid-1880s.

Background

The Irish population in Detroit was not large, even at the turn of the century, in comparison with the eastern seaboard cities of Chicago, Illinois. Detroit was a heavily German city in the early 20th century, they were politically dominant, but underrepresented in the economic leadership of the city.. Anglo-Saxons, however, gained political dominance in Detroit after the automotive industrialists, Detroit’s new economic elite had succeeded in institutiong an electoral reform. The city was one of the last major urban strongholds of the Republican party. In the 1930s, however, an alliance of the Democratic Party with the United Auto Workers led to the dominance of non-AngloSaxon ethnics in the 1930s, including the Irish. 

The Irish political leadership in early 20th century Detroit were mostly small business owners or skilled tradesmen. When Frank Murphy, an Irish Democrat, was elected Detroit’s mayor in 1930, it heralded the imminent transformation of the city’s political structure and, as a result, the ethnic and class realignment of the city’s elite. Murphy represented the dominant social traits of Detroit;s political leadership in the 1930s and 1940s: he was a Democrat, sympathetic to labor, and a non-Anglo-Saxon ethnic. The relative position of the irish in the city’s political elite increased at a consistent pace from 1910 on, so that by 1940 they were the leading group in terms of percentage. Thus, it can be said, that the irish in Detroit, like no other group by 1940 had “arrived politically.” The large presence of irish in the 1950 political leadership of the city may be due to in part by the unionists who occupied eight of the 10 offices held by persons of irish origins.

“Corktown” is the oldest neighborhood in Detroit, Michigan, although the city of Detroit is twice as old. The current boundaries of  “Corktown” include I-75 to the north, the Lodge Freeway to the east, Bagley and Porter streets to the south, and Rosa Parks/12 Street to the west. The neighborhood was listed on the National Register of Historic Places in 1978.

 The Corktown Historic District is largely residential, although some commercial properties along Michigan Avenue are included in the district. 

The roots of Corktown lie in the Irish Potato Famine of the 1840s. The Irish immigrated to the United States in droves, and by the middle of the 19th century, they were the largest ethnic group settling in Detroit. Many of these new immigrants settled on the west side of the city. They were primarily from County Cork, and thus the neighborhood became known as Corktown. By the early 1850's, half of the population of the 8th Ward (which contained Corktown) were of Irish descent. Historically, the neighborhood was roughly bounded by Third Street to the east, Grand River Avenue to the north, 12th Street to the west, and Jefferson Avenue/Detroit River to the south.

 By the Civil War, German immigrants had begun making inroads into the Corktown neighborhood. By the turn of the century, the original Irish population had diffused through the city, and other immigrants, notably Mexican and Maltese, moved in. As the century progressed, African Americans and southern whites, lured by the jobs in the automobile industry, followed suit. 

In the middle of the 20th century, the neighborhood became plagued by typical problems of urban blight. The size of Corktown was reduced by urban renewal projects, the building of light industrial facilities, and the creation of the Lodge Freeway. 

The neighborhood, however, has been able to survive as a cohesive unit. The remaining residential section is listed on the National Register of Historic Places and is designated as a City of Detroit Historic District. The neighborhood retains some original Irish businesses and still has a strong Irish flavor. 

The original buildings in Corktown are Federal-style detached homes and rowhouses built by Irish settlers. A worker's row house circa 1840 is located on Sixth Street and is one of the oldest existing structures in the city of Detroit. In further years, modestly sized Victorian townhouses with Italianate, Gothic, and Queen Anne elements were constructed.

Minnesota  

Background

The history of Irish immigration to Minnesota is a story of hard work and perserverance. The influence of Irish culture in Minnesota began with an oppressed people in search of new opportunities and freedoms. Although the Irish found a fresh start in the United States, they held tight to the traditions of their rich culture, which laid the foundations for the flourishing Irish community today. 

The first Irish to come in Minnesota were immigrants who served as soldiers at nearby Fort Snelling. These soldiers would later be some of Saint Paul's first settlers. In July 1838, three soldiers filed claims for land in what is now Saint Paul. Edward Phelan, John Hays and William Evans were all natives of Ireland and had been discharged from Fort Snelling. Evans settled on Dayton's Bluff, with Phelan and Hays becoming the first people to live on what is now Downtown Saint Paul. Hays later became the first person to be murdered in Saint Paul, dying in September 1839. Phelan was accused but was then released due to lack of evidence. He settled near the creek that runs through the East Side neighborhood, later named Phalen Creek. The creek runs from Lake Phalen through Swede Hollow to the Mississippi River and was later used by Hamm's Brewery. In 1850 after he was accused of perjury, Phelan fled to California.

 A number of strong fraternal organizations had chapters in Saint Paul including the Benevolent Society of Erin and Shields Guards, a militia named for James Shields. Saint Paul's branch of the Fenian Brotherhood even led the Pembina Raid in conjunction with other attacks of the Fenian Raids.

 One of the most direct connections to Ireland that still exists is Connemara Patch. In 1880, Archbishop Ireland attempted to settle the area around Graceville, Minnesota with Irish emigrants from Connemara, County Galway. The colony failed after one of the harshest winters on record. The immigrants spoke only the Irish language and established Connemara Patch, a community just downstream from Swede Hollow. Ireland managed to find jobs for most of Connemaras with the railroads. 

In 1850 more than half of the Irish were unskilled laborers. A large portion of the Saint Paul Police Department have been Irish since the 1850s. The Irish in Saint Paul, like those in the Eastern United States participated heavily in politics. Many sought government jobs such as policemen, due to the job security. As a result the Irish's particularly visible role prompted complaints and allegations of from other ethnic groups such as the Germans who wanted more representation. 

The city had a sizable Irish population working as household servants and dock laborers in 1851. In the 1857 census only 17% of Saint Paul's 9,973 residents were born in the United States. The largest foreign-born group were the Germans, with the Irish being the next largest. Immigration from the Ireland peaked in 1890. In 1880, Irish immigrants made up 10% of Saint Paul's work force; 10 years later they made up 6%. In 1895, Irish-born residents made up between three and five percent of Saint Paul residents. 

The Irish did survive and thrive in Minnesota despite often being the minority group among a mostly prominent German and Norwegian presence. The state's capital St. Paul also became the Irish capital of the state.

Anglim  (born June 1879 in Minnesota), and Harold Anglim (born July 1891 in Minnesota). The elder William had immigrated to the United States in 1876, and became an influential merchant in Crookston.
 He was mayor of Crookston from April 12, 1892 to April 10, 1893. Mary had passed in 1895. In 1900, the family was living at 306 Broadway Street in Crookston. In 1900, the elder William worked as a storekeeper, while in 1905, he gave his occupation as landlord.

Charlotte (Lotta) Anglim lived in Visitation Convent, in St. Paul, in 1895.

WILLIAM S. ANGLIM.
Among the early residents and business men of Crookston none stood higher in public esteem as a broad-minded and public-spirited citizen and as a progressive and resourceful merchant of large business capacity than the late William Anglim, member of the firm of Fontaine & Anglim. These gentlemen for a number of years conducted the leading general merchandising establishment in the whole Red river region, and so well did they understand and so completely did they meet the requirements of the region that they laid almost every part of it under tribute to their trade.

William Anglim was born May 25, 1843, at Brockville, in the province of Ontario, Canada. He left home at an early age and worked for a few years in the state of New York. He then came west to Detroit, Michigan, and entered the service of the American Express company. After a short term of faithful and appreciated work in a minor capacity in the employ of this company he was promoted to the position of railroad expressman on the run between Tomah, Wisconsin, and St. Paul, Minnesota. 

While thus engaged Mr. Anglim cherished a desire which was born in him early and gained vigor with his growth. This was to have a business of his own, and the desire at length became so strong that he could resist it no longer. He heard of the promising possibilities of Northwestern Minnesota and determined to see what be could do in this locality. So in 1878 he changed his residence from St. Paul to Crookston and, in company with Louis Fontaine, bought the stock and 

business of W. D. Bailey, a general merchant in the latter city, or at the frontier settlement in the woods as it was then. His association with Mr. Fontaine came through an advertisement for a business partner which Mr. Anglim inserted in the newspapers in St. Paul. Their busine grew to vast proportions, and they also conducted a branch store at Argyle, in Marshall county, this state, with conspicuous success and a very large trade.

The partnership between Mr. Anglim and Mr. Fontaine continued for more than a quarter of a century. They started their business in a little log house on the main road running through the village, which was then full of stumps of trees that had been cut down to make an opening for the march of improvement, and when they retired from business they turned over to their successors the finest, largest and most complete and comprehensive department store in Northwestern Minnesota.

In addition to being one of the leading merchants of the Red river valley Mr. Anglim was also one of Crookston's foremost men in connection with public affairs. He was always a staunch Democrat in his political faith and alliance, but without regard to political considerations he was elected to every important office in the gift of the people. He was chosen either alderman or mayor of the city whenever he would consent to serve, and was member of the school board for nearly twenty years. His conspicuous ability and sterling citizenship also received national recognition, President Cleveland, in his second term, appointing him receiver of the United States land office at Crookston. He also took an active interest in other business institutions besides his own, serving as a director and the vice president of the First National Bank of Crookston from its organization until his death, for years as an official of several country banks and also for a time as an official of the Wheeler-Misner Loan company of Crookston.

In fraternal relations Mr. Anglim was connected with the Order of Elks, and he was one of the prominent members of its Lodge in Crookston, of which he was the Exalted Ruler for two terms; also a member of the Knights of Columbus. In religious faith he was a devout Catholic, holding his membership in St. Mary's church, which he served as treasurer for many years, and to whose welfare he was earnestly and zealously devoted. He was a man of high ideals, strict integrity and a keen and imperative sense of honor. In his domestic relations he was genial and generously considerate, devoted to his family and willing at all times to make any sacrifice of his personal convenience or desires to promote its happiness. When he retired from business he returned to St. Paul to live, and at St. Joseph's hospital in that city his useful life ended on July 22,1910, when he was a little over sixty-seven years of age. 

Mr. Anglim was married in Tomah, Wisconsin, October 1, 1873, to Miss Mary Durham, who was born in Lockport, Pennsylvania, January 28, 1853, and died August 19th, 1895. Of their children three are living: Mrs. C. R. Winslow, who is a resident of Watertown, South Dakota; W. G. Anglim, who is a member of the firm of Whaley & Anglim, wholesale hat and cap merchants in St. Paul, and H. T. Anglim, who is also a resident of Watertown, South Dakota. The parents are both buried at Crookston and the family still have large property interests in Crookston and Polk County.

Background

During the "famine", County Kerry in Ireland was primarily an agricultural county, and  it remains agricultural today.  Many of the Kerry Irish had heard from their transplanted relatives that farmers would be successful if they came to the United States through New Orleans.  So, many chose to land there and eventually they worked their way north up the Mississippi to St. Louis.  Steamboats carried Irish  almost directly from the New Orleans landing to St. Louis.  Others worked their way north by land, stopping along the way to work on farms, the railroad, and similar lines of work.  The Civil War also provided them an opportunity to find paid work. The Irish fought in "Irish Brigades" on both sides of the conflict.  Many "mustered out" in St. Louis. 

The  Irish who had survived the deprivation in Ireland and disembarked steamboats at the St. Louis landing were a hardy, determined, but unprepared lot.  Because the Irish had already begun describing their Irish homes as a "patch" of land and because so many of the Irish in St. Louis came from Kerry, it was natural to call their first homes - "The Kerry Patch". St. Patrick's church was where the Kerry Patch began in the mid 1800's.  St. Patrick's was located at Sixth and Biddle from 1844 to 1975.  The original church was razed in 1973.  In 1981, the "new" St. Patrick's was built and is located at 1000 North 7th St.  In 1883, it was the largest parish in the city.    As the number of Irish immigrating into St. Louis grew, housing became scarce.  In 1850, 43 percent of the population of St. Louis was Irish.   Many were homeless.    In response, John Mullanphy, donated a large tract of land for the Irish to settle.  It was located north of Carr Square and extended from N. 9th Street, west between Morgan and Franklin Avenues. The heart of Kerry Patch was considered N. 18th and O'Fallon Streets, but as the Irish population spread north and west, all of it was called "Kerry Patch".  There, the Irish built "clapboard" houses - small, frame homes that often were home to more than one family.  The houses were built at or near the sidewalk line.  During floods, many of the homes filled with mud from the streets.  These were St. Louis' "Shanty Irish".  Life in the Patch was hard. Because the homes were built close together and because of the large number of people who lived there, the neighborhood deteriorated.  The residents had a reputation for drinking, fighting, and arguing over politics and religion. After the Civil War, the Patch degenerated quickly into an Irish slum, and a very violent and dangerous place. In the early 1900's, when the clay mines opened, many of the Irish left the Patch to settle in Cheltenham, around Hampton and Manchester, known as "Dogtown" today. 

The heart of the Patch was always its Catholic Churches:  St. Patrick, St. Michael the Archangel, and St. Bridget of Erin on the near north-side, St. John the Apostle, St. Malachy and St. Kevin on the near south-side as well as St. Alphonsus Liguouri (the Rock church) were the foundation of the Catholic community in the Kerry Patch.  St. Lawrence O’Toole parish was founded by Father James Henry in 1855 as a mission from St. Patrick ‘s. The first church was dedicated in December 1855 and was replaced by a later structure across the street at the southwest corner of 14th and O’Fallon Streets in 1865. The neighborhood deteriorated and the church was sold in 1948.  Other Catholic churches that served the Irish  were:  St. Kevin's, St. Leo's, St. Liborius, St. Theresa, St. Malachy's, St. Matthew's, Most Holy Rosary, and St. Cronan's. 
  

In the late 1800's  St. Louis withstood cholera epidemics that killed almost ten percent of the population, the tornado of 1896, smallpox epidemics and rampant political corruption.  The Patch was badly damaged by the tornado, mostly because of the poorly constructed housing.  The tornado struck hardest outside the Patch, but many Irish in the Patch died or were left homeless by it. 

In the early 1900s, St. Louis was a thriving metropolis – the fourth largest city in the U.S.   In 1900, the population of St. Louis was 575,000. The population of St. Louis in 2000 had declined to 348,189.  Politics, poverty and prohibition combined to create a very lethal atmosphere in the Patch.  Many single shanties were replaced with tenement housing - boarding houses.  Irish families tended to live in compact single rooms located in boarding houses that carried the names of  famous battles in Ireland as well as in the US Civil War.  One tenement house was called "Vinegar Hill" after the famous Irish battle.  Families tended to move often to avoid paying rent when no rent money was available.  Since they had little in the way of possessions, moving was an easy option and was often done just to get a better "view" or because the food in a different boarding house was better. Tenement houses were crowded places that housed hundreds of people.  There were no sewers and public bath houses were patronized monthly.  Some tenements were not even built facing a street, but faced each other forming a square in the middle.   By the 1920's non-Irish were fearful of going into the Patch, but the residents were fiercely loyal to each other. In the Patch, a politician seeking political office could often find a group of men willing to act as "bodyguard" to anyone who would vote for him as well as some who hadn't planned to vote at all!  There were also ruffians who were paid to see that those who weren't going to vote for the paying candidate never made it to the polls.

 The Irish had learned to survive in Ireland by forming secret societies much like "gangs" of today.  Some of the early gangs that formed in the Patch to enforce the will of St. Louis political machines were called "Eagan's Rats" and the "Hogan Gang".  There were many who, despite the squalor, and desperation, climbed the employment ladder and worked in one of the approximately seventy breweries in St. Louis at the turn of the century.  When Prohibition (1920-1933) closed the breweries, the Irish, already skilled in making beer, began home breweries and gangs formed to sell home brew throughout the city.  Gangs with names like:  the Ashley Gang, the Red Hots, the Purple Gang and the Cukoos had hundreds of members from the Kerry Patch.  Some of the more notorious gang members were Dinty Colbeck, Tom and Willie Eagan, Ray Renard and Willie Heeney.  Gang wars were fought in the streets of the Patch between the Eagan and the Hogan gangs.  Over a two year period, twenty-three men were killed in  bloody gang wars. 

The Great Depression (1929-1941) took its toll on St. Louis and on the Patch.  Many of the Irish began to disperse into the surrounding neighborhoods and following World War I, the neighborhood had begun to diversify.  After World War II, the Irish were mostly gone from the Patch.  Government housing projects were built in the area that had been the Kerry Patch in the hope of revitalizing the neighborhood and reducing crime.  The opposite effect happened.  Crime in the area of the former Kerry Patch remains very high.  The Pruitt-Igoe housing complex was built in 1956 was razed in 1972. The present day Carr Square housing complex is in the heart of the old Kerry Patch.

Most of Butte’s Irish came directly or indirectly from West Ireland, mostly County Cork, but large numbers from Mayo and Donegal as well. The Anglims who lived in Butte were American born. Whether born in Ireland or America, the clarion call of Butte’s prosperous mines were a clarion call to the working class Irish.

Nebraska

Background

The Irish have been a major ethnic group throughout Omaha’s history, and continue to serve as important religious and political leaders. They compose a large percentage of the local population. In 2000 62,349 of the city's 390,112 residents claimed Irish roots on the U.S. Census. The Irish were the third largest ethnic group in South Omaha in 1900, with 1,073 out of 26,001 residents claiming Irish ancestry. By 1909 that area of the city claimed 2,250 out of their 30,000 residents were of Irish descent. 

The first church in Nebraska was a Catholic church built in Omaha by Irish immigrants in 1856. Around this time, Irish settlers lived in “Gophertown”, which was north of the town of Saratoga and south of the town of Florence. The area was named for the dugout homes where immigrants lived in the plains of present-day North Omaha. 
The Irish have been a major part of Omaha's immigrant community since the 1860s. Coming to the city in large numbers to build the Union Pacific Railroad beginning in 1864, many Irish immigrants remained to work in the railroads and worked as laborers in the wholesaling district. As many as 10,000 Irish laborers worked out of Omaha along the Union Pacific lines as they branched across the American West. Few had come directly from Ireland, instead arriving in Omaha via New York City, Boston, and other cities in the Eastern United States. During the twelfth and final meeting of the Nebraska Territory Legislature 31 Irish leaders in the community promoted George Francis Train as Senator for the new state because he had, "advocated so long the cause of Irish nationality." In 1863 Edward and Mary Creighton donated land to the local Catholic bishop, the Right Rev. James O'Gorman, to build a convent on the banks of the Missouri River. The Sisters of Mercy opened an academy and schools soon afterwards. The Creightons also donated land for a cathedral which was dedicated to St. Philomena. O'Gorman, also Irish, died and was buried in Omaha at the Calvary Catholic Cemetery in 1874. 

In the 1870s and 1880s a major neighborhood for the local Irish community was the Near North Side. They also lived in an "uninviting floodplain" south of downtown which was later known as Little Italy. 

James E. Boyd was an Irish-born politician in Omaha who served two terms as mayor in the 1880s, and was Nebraska Governor in the 1890s. In 1885 James O'Connor became the first Roman Catholic Archbishop of the Diocese of Omaha. Born in Queenstown, Ireland, he died in Omaha in 1890. When the Omaha Stockyards were established in 1887, the first employees were foreign-born Irish who moved directly to South Omaha. That year at the Nebraska Republican Party's annual convention in Lincoln, the delegates drafted a resolution showing "the usual approval of the struggle for Irish home rule". The Nebraska Democratic Party presented a similar statement in its platform, too. Emmet Street in the Kountze Place neighborhood was probably named for Robert Emmet during this period. 

During the 1890s the American Protective Association targeted Omaha's Irish and attempted to force immigrants out of the American Midwest and the Irish out of public office. By then Irish Americans lived throughout the city, and had largely assimilated. They held an annual St. Patrick's Day celebration, and they were in all levels of Omaha society, including politics and city government. The social acceptance of the Irish also greatly benefited the Roman Catholic Church. 

In 1906 Irish language scholar Douglas Hyde visited Omaha on a fund raising trip  for Gaelic League. While there he met the Rev. Dr. Richard Scannell, the bishop of the Roman Catholic Archdiocese of Omaha, a native of County Cork who spoke perfect Irish, as did many more residents of the city. After learning that more than one-sixth of the city's residents claimed Irish heritage, Hyde urged them to take steps to preserve their language and history. 
En route to an assignment in rural Nebraska in 1912, Irish-born Father Edward J. Flanagan became concerned about the welfare of orphans in the Omaha. In 1917 he founded the renown Boys Town. He became a symbol of great pride for the Irish community in Omaha. 

In the 1920s the Irish Self-Determination Club of Omaha supported Ireland and its right to independence from Britain. The Club made a loan to the Elected Government of the Republic of Ireland in 1919, and made requests to the United States federal government to provide financial support to Ireland. 

Today there is a strong ethnic Irish presence in Omaha. Several social organizations, including the Ancient Order of Hibernians, the Omaha Area Emerald Society, and the Irish American Cultural Institute have chapters in the city. There are also several organizations promoting Irish culture, including the St. Brighid Theatre, the Omaha Irish Dancers, and Craoi na Tire Studio of Irish Dance, as well as an annual St. Patrick's Day parade. 
Douglas County

Omaha Anglims

In 1892, J. Anglim, worked as a laborer for Cudahy & Co., in South Omaha.

James-Thomas Anglim—Was born on March ,1872 in Kansas. He was the son of John Anglim and Mary McMahon, both born in Ireland. James had three sisters: Margaret Grumich and Mary Ellen Lezler (or Legler) both of Kansas City, Missouri and Hannah Ashenfelter of Denver, Colorado. He also had one brother named John who died from working in the coal mines. He also had a sister named Tillie who died young. 

James was adopted by a family named (Maryann) McEvoy? He was raised by the McEvoy family after his father was struck by lightning and killed while putting horses in a barn. James’ mother married another man, who stole her money and abandoned her. So she had to place her children in different homes, because she could no longer support them. 

James enlisted May 8, 1898 in the Army and served in the Spanish American War. He was discharged on October 24. He held the rank of Private in the Infantry. 

James was married on October 1,1899 to Theresa G. Hughes, in South Omaha NE. At the time of the marriage, James was 27 and Theresa was 24. The witnesses to the marriage were Theresa's brother John (Jack) Hughes & James sister Mary E. Anglim. 

James and Theresa had their first child when Theresa was 28 years old. They went to Kansas to farm. Two of their children (Mary and James) were born there. After a severe drought, they moved to Missouri, where Tom and Cecelia were born. They could no longer support themselves farming in that area, so they moved to Nebraska and lived at 4324 South 19th Street. James and Theresa had seven children living and 3 children who passed away shortly after birth (Mary Agnes, James Patrick, William Joseph, Thomas John, Cecelia Irene, Francis Edward, Theresa Rose, and Robert Donald). Mary A.  was born in 1903, James  was born 1906, William J.  was born in 1909, Thomas T.  was born ca. 1911, Cecilia  was born ca. 1912,  Francis J.  was born ca. 1914, Theresa R.  was born ca. 1917, and  Robert D. was born ca. 1920. 
James became a fireman in Omaha on December 27, 1907. He was seriously injured in an accident on March 4, 1922 when a large amount of brick and mortar fell on him at 24th and Q Street. The wall was on top of him for about 45 minutes and when he was picked up he was unconscious. He received several stitches in different parts of his body and suffered serious injuries to his back and spine. He was injured while responding to a fire alarm. The apparatus, while trying to avoid striking an automobile, struck the curb stone and then hit a building, which threw several men from the apparatus injuring them, including James Anglim. He received a disability pension in the amount of $75.00 per month, or one half of the salary he was receiving at the time of the accident. He sued O’Brien-Davis-Coal Company and recovered damages of $5,000.00. He retired from the fire department on April 15, 1929.

James and Theresa separated several different times. Finally on October, 1929

Theresa filed and received “separate maintenance” for the support of herself and her children on March 11, 1930 by Judge Herbert Rhoades. Anglim vs Anglim (Doc 201-No 2 District Court of Douglas County, NE.)set a precedent. They went to court 27 times.

In 1930, Therese and the children still lived at the house on 4324 S. 19th Street. Mary A. worked as a filing clerk, William G. worked as a locomotive fireman for the railroad, Thomas T. worked as a grocery clerk, and Cecilia worked as an elevator operator for an office building.
  In 1937, Therese lived at the home on 19th Street with her children: Cecilia, Francis, James T., Mary A., Robert D., Theresa R.,  and Thomas J.
 

In 1937, Cecilia worked as an operator, James T. worked as a farmer, Theresa worked as a public stenographer at 1000 First National Bank Building, Theresa R also worked as a stenographer.

James moved to 5109 South 42nd Street, Omaha, NE. He later moved to Reno, Nevada on August 7,1937. He lived at 557 West Sixth Street until May 7, 1938: then he lived at 42912 South Center Street, in Reno. He belonged to the Thomas H. Barry Camp No.7 of the United Spanish War Veterans of Reno, Nevada. He had transferred in October, 1938, from Lee Forby Camp, of Omaha, NE. 

James filed for an absolute divorce from Theresa in Nevada on February 7, 1939. On January 13, 1938 by default in Ormsby County, Nevada, as his wife did not appear against him. The divorce was granted. The Nebraska Courts declined to recognize the decree of divorce granted by the Nevada court.  James remarried.

James was fatally injured while riding in a truck that was taking five other veterans from a picnic at Galena Creek Nevada on July 9, 1939. The truck turned over while descending a steep grade on the Mt. Rose highway near Galena Creek. He was taken to Washoe County Hospital and treated until July 11, 1939, when he was transferred to the VA Hospital via ambulance in an unconscious condition. He never regained consciousness following the injury.

James, then aged 67, died on July 12, 1939 of a fractured skull, multiple contusions and abrasions. Thomas Anglim, his son, brought James back to Omaha, NE. James’ funeral was held at St. Agnes Church in Omaha on July 18, 1939. He was interred at Holy Sepulcher Cemetery.  A burial flag was issued. Theresa received a widow's pension. 

After James’ deqath, Theresa brought two lawsuits.In the first case, she sought to subject the decedants’ real estate to the support money lien. In the other mcase, Theresa sued the City of Omaha in order to receive the pension for widows of firemen. In both cases, the Plaintiff attacked the validity of the Reno divorce. The defendants argued, however, that Nebraska courts must give full faith and credit  to the courts of other states. The matter went to the Nebraska Supreme Court.  

By 1937, William J. Anglim (1908-1967) was married to Ardith Lovina Steele (1919-1985). He worked as a laborer for the CB&QRR.
 

James Anglim (born 1906 in Nebraska) married Grace Anglim (born ca. 1903 in Iowa). In 1930, they lived at 4520 S.21st Street, in Omaha, Nebraska. He worked as a railroad switchman.
 

In 1945, T.J. Anglim (1910-1973) worked as a locomotive fireman for the CB&ORR.

Francis E. Anglim (1913-2001) married Gladys M. Anglim (1912-2000). Their children and their respective spouses are Floyd and JoAnn Stein,Ronnie and Vi Anglim, both of Omaha, Larry Anglim, Denver, Pat and Michelle Anglim, Chandler, AZ, Mike and Nadine Anglim, Denver, Marolyn and Ralph Roza, Karen Sheehy, all of Omaha, Patty and Gregg Naughton, Sioux Falls, SD, Rosemary and Mike Wainwright, Anaheim, CA. Francis and Gladys Anglim have 46 grandchildren, 52 great-grandchildren, and five great-great-grand-children. Gladys’ funeral mass was at the Chapel to Mary Our Queen Church. Francis and Gladys were interred at Calvary cemetery in Omaha.
 

Ryan Anglim (1974- ), of Omaha, married Katherine Hamer, of Omaha in December 1998 at Dundee Presbyterian Church in Omaha. The Rev. William Bowers performed the ceremony. Parents of the couple are Robert and Jane Hamer and Ronald and Vaira Anglim, all of Omaha. Honor attendants were Jill Hamer, the bride's sister, and Greg Anglim, the bridegroom's brother, both of Omaha. Ryan Anglim received his bachelor's degree from UNL, where he was a member of Phi Delta Theta Fraternity. He is a student at Iowa Western Community College in Council Bluffs and is employed with Continental Elevator Co. Ms. Hamer received a bachelor's degree from the University of Nebraska-Lincoln, where she was a member of Pi Beta Phi Sorority and Phi Beta Kappa and Innocent's Society honoraries. She was a student at the University of Nebraska Medical Center in Omaha. Dr. Katherine Hamer Anglim is now a pediatrician. They live in Omaha.

Background

Irish immigration began in New Jersey in the 17th century. They have made a significant impact on the state’s history and development ever since, especially since the 1840s when large numbers of irish immigrants came to the state. Cities such as Paterson, Jersey City, Newark, and Trenton became known as “little Irelands” because of  the high number of Irish living there. Irish men found low-paying work as laborers and in construction. Well over half of the irish were among the working poor. Having recently immigrated and generally lacking industrial skills, most of the Irish lived a bare existence, with few comforts and no safety net for times of adversity. The New Jersey Irish faced considerable discrimination and hostility during much of the 19th century due to their religion and ethnicity. Their Catholicism was both a cause of their alienation from the mainstream Protestant American society, and it also served as an instrument of cultural self-affirmation. The Irish also gained identity and influence in politics. The Irish-Catholic vote helped elect General George McClellan in 1864.   The Irish second and third generation advanced economically and socially, and discrimination against them diminished.

New York City

New York City, three times the size of Boston, was much better able to absorb Irish immigration during the Famine years. Throughout the Famine years, 75 percent of the Irish coming to the United States came through New York. In 1847, for example, about 52,000 Irish arrived in the city, which had a total population of 372,000. During the entire Famine period, about 650,000 arrived in New York harbor.

New York City -- Bronx New York

James M. Anglim was born November 865 in Ireland to Irish born parents. He became a naturalized US citizen in 1887. He November 1897, he married Mary E.  (who was born in New York to Irish born parents. In 1900, they lived at 1199-E. 178th Street. In 1910, they lived at 983 E. 176th Street.  In 1900, He worked as a coachman. In 1910, the elder James worked as a manager.

New York City -- Brooklyn, New York

Background: 

By the middle of the 19th Century, the population of the City of Brooklyn was growing rapidly. The growth was due largely to heavy immigration. In the mid 1840s hundreds of thousands of Irish-Catholics were leaving Ireland to escape the starvation during the potato famine. 

Brooklyn was not a part of New York City until the consolidation of 1898. Before that, Brooklyn, the towns of New Utrecht, New Lots, Flatbush, and Gravesend comprised the rest of the County of Kings. In the mid 1850s the City of Williamsburg and the town of Bushwick became part of the City of Brooklyn.

In 1840,  the City of Brooklyn had about 36,000 people. By 1850, Brooklyn’s population had grown to over 96,000. The population of Brooklyn in 1860 was 226,000. Of that number, 104,000 were foreign born, of the foreign born over 56,000 were natives of Ireland (slightly less than fifty percent of the total).

Poor, uneducated and with little or no training in any trade or profession, the Irish crowded into neighborhoods along the waterfront and the Navy Yard. They turned certain wards into Irish enclaves. By 1860, the leader of the Kings County Regular Democratic General Committee was Hugh McLaughlin, the son of immigrants from Donegal. By 1870, one-third of the aldermen of City of Brooklyn were Irish-Catholics, e.g., William Dwyer (2nd Ward), John Clancy (5th Ward), James Dunne (6th Ward), James Boland (8th Ward), John McGroarty (9th Ward), Michael Coffey (12th Ward), and Francis Nolan (14th Ward).

In his profession of the law, he was held with the greatest respect by his colleagues, many of whom felt the sting of his ability in the courtroom, or the logic and brilliance of his thinking in a written legal presentation.

But,as important as was the law to his way of life, he felt a deep sense of obligation tio his adopted city and state. So he used his talent with words and his high intellect to help his community go forward.

Although he served on, and headed, many a civic group, he probably created the biggest impact, from the standpoint of community development, as leader in the Reno Chamber of Commerce.

He served as its president and later as chairman of a chamber committee to get better air service into Reno….Because of his prodigious efforts in behalf of Reno in this regard there is no doubt that Reno’s first class municipal airport and increased airline scheduling came much earlier than they otherwise would have.  

Morgan Anglim contributed in a major way to making Reno a greater city and a better place in which to live.

His abilities and his dynamic personality will be sorely missed in this community.

Background

People of Irish heritage were among the ealiest white settlers of Ohio. Many migrated form Pennsylvania during the late 1700s and the early 1800s along Zanes’s trace. Others came later to help construct the many canals built during the 1820s and 1830s. Many came to Ohio due to the Irish potato famine in the 1840s. 

Whiel most of the riish immigrants hoped to become farmers, without any money, they took whatever jobs they could find. These jobs were usually among the least desirable ones, because of the hard work and low wages. Many Irish immigrants to Ohio first served as laboerrers on canals like the Ohio and Erie Canal and the Miami and Erie Canal. Once the railroads arrived in the state, many of these same workers helped lay the track. In helping to build the state’s infrastructure, the Irish greatly assisted in Ohio’s economic development.  Most Ohioans at the time were Protestants and opposed the Roman Catholicisim of the Irish immigrants. Struggling Ohioans also disliked the competition from the migrants. During the 1850s, many Ohioans joined the Know-Nothing (American) party, which vehemently opposed Irish immigration to the United States. During the 19th and 20th centuries, many native born Americans feared the immigrants. They objected to the immigrants’ religious and cultural beliefs, while others believed that the foreigners would corrupt the morals of US citizens. Despite hardship and discrimination, many Irish immigrants succeeded in establishing successful lives in Ohio.  

Although Irish immigration to Ohio peaked during the 1840s, thousands of Irish  people continued to migrate to the state during the late 19th and early 20th century. In 1900, 55,019 native Irish born people lived in Ohio, making them the second largest such group. In 1920, only 29,262 native born Irish people lived in Ohio, ranking them as the tenth largest group. The number of Irish immigrants continued to decline during the rest of the twentieth century, with it nearly ceasing following World War II.

Columbus Anglims 

Background:

Thousands of Irish immigrants came to Columbus to seek personal and religious freedom. With the "Great Hunger" in Ireland and the completion of the Ohio and Erie Canal and the National Road, immigration to Columbus increased in the mid nineteenth century. They initially settled in the north side of the city in the swamp flats, where inexpensive land was available and work could be had on the railroads. Settlement spread to Franklinton, on Naghten Street, later known as "Irish Broadway"- part of which is now Nationwide Boulevard, and to nearby Flytown. The immigrants became domestic workers, civil servants, entrepreneurs, and served the city in police and fire departments. Others were leaders in government, law, medicine, and education. Their legacy continues today in the Irish-American population of Columbus, Ohio.

Background:

Irish immigrants of the famine generation engaged in arduous menial labor such as canal and railroad building.  By the 1870s, the variety and number of jobs available to the irish increased as industries grew and diversified. Additionally, improvements in transportation aided in providing more accessible ermployment opportunities to Irish immigrants

The uprooted and poverty-stricken Irish peasants who came to Philadelphia gradually adjusted to the new conditions of  city life. Nativism and projeudice forced the Irish community in upon itself and provided a shared sense of identity. A strong Irish nationalism reinforced this ethnic consciousness. Institutions such as the Irish Catholic church, the extensive parochial school system. The political machine, and network of benevolent and mutual aid societies fostered the Irish subculture and served real needs while subtly and slowly promoting social adjustment. The Catholic Church and school added social and ethnic functions to religious and educational institutions and separated the irish as a group from the general life of the city. Although the Irish entered the work force at the bottom levels, the economic structure of Philadelphia was sufficiently large and heteroegenous to speed occupational dispersal and diversification, and thus upward economic mobility as well. Philadelphia in the mid-19th century was a major American industrial city These greater economic opportunities also made improved housing more available to the immigrant community. Thus, the experience of the Irish Philadelphia contrasts greatly to their less favorable situation in Boston. There was, however, a dispersal of Irish political strength among both parties in Philadelphia, as opposed to Boston and New York, where Irish dominated the Democratic political machine. 

Philadelphia Anglims, 1830-1900.

John Anglim is apparently the first Anglim to immigrate from Ireland to the United States. He immigrated from Ireland through the port of New York in 1834. At the Philadelphia Mayor’s Court, he declared his intent to seek citizenship on March 9, 1838. He was 28 years old at the time.

Wisconsin Anglims

The main Irish influx in Wisconsin occurred between 1840 and 1860 and they were the largest English-speaking group to settle in the state. The Irish were drawn to Wisconsin by many geophysical attractions, such as favorable climate, productive soil, abundant mineral wealth, and the prevalence of both woodland and prairie. Burgeoning lead mining in the southwestern portion of the state plus the promise of laborer's jobs on railroad and road construction gangs proffered employment opportunities, while the newness and resultant "anything goes" attitude of the region held out the hope of little religious discrimination to a nationality historically persecuted for its faith. Wisconsin, however, never became a focal point for organized Irish settlement.
Unlike other immigrant groups, the Irish did not move immediately westward after arriving in the U.S.: the average Irish immigrant had spent seven years in the U.S. before moving to Wisconsin. In 1860, the Wisconsin's Irish population numbered 49,961; 41,907 in 1880; and 23, 544 in 1900. Irish immigrants were more likely than other groups to move from county to county and from state to state in search of available land for farming. Many Irish worked in the lead region both in the mines and in support industries such as lumbering, smelting, and rail construction.  Others settled in the southeastern counties and in the city of Milwaukee. In 1850, 4,350 Irish lived in Milwaukee, primarily in the Third Ward, working as laborers, domestics, and artisans. The Third Ward lost most of its Irish inhabitants after a fire in 1892.

Background

In Kenosha from 1839 to 1890, the Irish community devolved from the largest foreign born-component of the village's population in 1843 to a virtually invisible segment of the Kenosha community. McCabe's Gazeteer in 1843 indicated that of 386 foreign-born persons in Southport (Kenosha’s former name), 170 were Irish.. In 1850, of 1,162 foreigners, 553 were Irish, 244 German.. By 1900, the Irish constituted one per cent of the city's population, and were almost indistinguishable as an ethnic group.  Depending upon one's perspective, the experience of Irish immigrants in Kenosha may be seen as highly successful, their disappearance as an ethnic community indicative of the degree to which they were assimilated into this originally Yankee-based community (70% of the population in 1850), or as an abortive attempt at ethnic community development, in that the economic growth pattern of Kenosha retarded the growth of a viable Irish community.

Part E: Anglim Lineages in Canada.

Overview:

The 2006 Canadian census reported that the Irish were the fourth largest ethnic group with 4,354,155 Canadians with full or partial Irish descent, amounting to 14% of the nation's total population. This may understate the Irish contribution to Canada's population, as those responding "Canadian" in census surveys are thought to be largely of British or Irish descent.

Available records indicate that Anglims largely settled in the province of Ontario, with some also settling in British Columbia. Ontario has over two million people of Irish descent, who in greater numbers arrived in the 1820s and the decades that followed to work on colonial infrastructure and to settle land tracts in Upper Canada, the result today is a countryside speckled with the place names of Ireland. Ontario received a large number of those who landed in Quebec during the Famine years, many thousands died in Ontario's ports. Irish-born became the majority in Toronto by 1851.

Apparently very few Anglims live in Canada in 2011.

According to the 2008 US Census ancestry survey, the percentages of Irish Americans living in the Northeast was 26%, the Midwest 24%, the South 32%, and the West was 18%. The percentages of Anglims living in these regions in 2011 are: 31.8 % in the Northeast, 26.6% in the Midwest, 17.0% in the South, and 24.6 % in the West. Comparing this 2008 Census survey to this 2011 Anglim population distribution survey, it appears that vis-à-vis all Irish Americans, that a greater proportion of Anglims live in the Northeast, a greater proportion of Anglims live in the West, a slightly greater proportion of Anglims live in the Midwest, and a much less proportion of Anglims live in the South.

The internal diaspora of Anglims within the United States since the 1830s is a compelling story in and of itself. In many ways, the early part of the Anglim diaspora followed the patterns of the larger Irish-American diaspora. By the turn of the 20th century, Anglims were concentrated in Eastern Massachusetts, the New York City area, Chicago, Columbus Ohio, and northern California. The quest for economic opportunity and increased mobility facilitated the Anglim migration particularly after World War II, and particularly to the West and South. This being said, however, the Anglim family remains a family anchored largely in the Northeast, Midwest, and Northern California. It is true that from 1980 through 2011, that population share of Anglims decreased significantly in the Midwest, and slightly in the Northeast. In the past 15 years, however, it appears that the population share of Anglims grew slightly in the Northeast, and significantly in the Midwest, while declining in the South and California. The Rocky Mountain states have continued to grow in population share, although not as much over the past 15 years.  Some of the reversal of fortune for the sunbelt may be due to the current economic problems for the states in those areas.  Anglims have also tended to migrate from large cities such as Chicago.

Margaret  (Mary) Anglin

   Margaret (Mary) Anglin was a Canadian actress; born at Ottawa, Can., April 3, 1876. She was the daughter of Timothy Warren and Ellen (McTavish) Anglim. According to Fr. Jeremiah, the Hon. T.W. Anglim (or Anglin) was speaker of the Canadian House of Commons (1876‑1878). Jeremiah commented that T.W. Anglin was "close family" and noted that he was from a Clare family. According to Fr. Jeremiah, Margaret Anglin was the sister of the former chief justice of the Canadian Supreme Court. Margaret was educated at Loretto Abbey, Montreal and subsequently graduated from the Empire School of Dramatic Acting, New York, 1894. Margaret married Howard Hull, a writer, in New York on May 8, 1911. She made her professional debut in "Shenandoah," in New York in September 1904; she was the leading lady with James O'Neil, and played in "The Courier of Lyons", "Virginius," "Hamlet", "Monte Cristo", 1896‑97; she was the leading woman with E.H. Sothern, 1897‑98, Richard Mansfield, 1898‑9, and in Empire Theatre Stock Co.; she starred in "Zira", 1905‑6; she co‑starred with Henry Miller, in "The Great Divide," 1906‑07; she visited Australia professionally, 1908; and subsequently made a pleasure voyage around the world; she produced "The Awakening of Helena Richie" at Savoy Theatre, New York, Sept. 1909; "The Antigone of Sophocles," in California; "Green Stockings" at 39th St. Theater, New York, Oct. 1911. She was Catholic. Margaret lived until her death at 25 W. 42nd St., New York.

Miss Margaret Anglin 

ALTHOUGH Margaret Anglin has since achieved prominence by virtue of her skilfully developed native gifts she had a certain distinction thrust upon her at birth. Her father was at the time Speaker of the Canadian House, a post which carries with it the privilege of residence in the Parliament building at Ottawa, and here she was born. While at school in a French convent she began to disclose her dramatic talent and, when seventeen years old, she defied parental authority and went to New York to attend a dramatic school. She so pleased Mr. Frohman by her acting in one of the student performances that he cast her for the part of Madelaine West in Bronson Howard's "Shenandoah," and she made her professional debut in this play at the Academy of Music in the fall of 1894. 

Since she has climbed steadily upward to a secure position in the front rank of her profession, where she is distinguished not only as a gifted actress but as her own manager. The roles by which she has come into her present prominence are varied and interesting. In 1896 her second engagement promoted her to the position of leading woman to James O'Neil, with whom she played Ophelia, Virginia, Mercedes in "Monte Cristo," and Julie de Mortimer in "Richelieu," and then she made so bold as to organize her own company and to tour Lower Canada as a star. 

Now began the chain of significant events in her career. Engaged for minor parts with E.H. Sothern, she one night had a chance to play Lady Ursula, as a result of which her next opportunity was to create Roxane in Mansfield's production of "Cyrano de Bergerac." Her noble and beautiful performance of this character at once established her as an able artist. This was followed in the autumn by her creation of Constance in "The Musketeers," Heloise in "Citizen Pierre," and of Mimi in "The Only Way." 

In 1900 she became leading woman of the Empire Company, a post she retained till the company finally disbanded. She appeared in "Brother Officers," "The Bugle Call," "Mrs. Dane's Defense," "Diplomacy," "The Wilderness", "The Twin Sister," "The Importance of Being Earnest," and "The Unforeseen." About this time she earned popularity in San Francisco as joint stock star with Henry Miller. Out of this association grew her secure position as one of America's leading stars. In 1905 she came to the unfortunate little up-stairs Princess Theatre in "Zira" and great was her success, which she further accented a year later on the same stage by her triumph as Ruth Jordan in "The Great Divide." Equally notable is her latest creation, Helena in "The Awakening of Helena Riche," under her own management. Miss Anglin spent the year 1908 in Australia and won hearty recognition for her performances in "The Thief," "The Taming of the Shrew," "Zira," and as Viola in "Twelfth Night."

In fact, it's not just the word green, but the entire notion of environmentalism - and especially the climate crisis - that is so slippery in the public perception, said Discovery Channel vice president of marketing Marina Anglim. When Discovery aired Global Warming: What You Need to Know last year, Anglim said executives debated the name long and hard, trying to find something neutral - the network even downplayed host Tom Brokaw in the marketing campaign, focusing more on Discovery's reputation for neutrality. 

And Anglim's research, begun nearly two years ago for the Planet Earth series, showed that 45% of respondents didn't believe global warming was a problem. "It was so polarizing," Anglim said. "You have to be really delicate about who you're going to turn away."

So Discovery had to avoid an overly green message, although Anglim says environmentalists encouraged the network to be more direct. "We couldn't tell people they needed to care, but had to show them why they should. We marketed the series to make people fall in love with the planet in all its wonder and glory."

Still, she said that while the "strong enthusiasts are still a small pocket of the population," the mainstream has moved so far since her research was done that if she was pushing Planet Earth today, "people would be much more open to an environmental message. Now people can be rallied with it."

In fact, Anglim noted, people viewed the program through a prism that was unimaginable when production started five years ago. "People say to me, 'That was a great environmental campaign, I'm proud to see you working on it,'" she said.

The book store was originally known as E.V. Anglim & Co., antiquarian bookstore, at 1424 F. and 349 Pennsylvania Avenue, in Washington DC. E.V. Anglim lived at New York Avenue and 15th. 
 Beginning in 1877, the firm appears as “James Anglim & Co.”, booksellers in Washington DC circa 1876-1886. This firm was also known as "Anglim's Antiquarian Book  Store" in 1882. During the late 19th century, this book store had the third largest collection of government documents, following the Library of Congress and Boston Public Library.

In 1872 there drifted into the city of Washington a man small of stature, spare of figure, with shaggy whiskers, and keen blue eye, named James Anglim. He remained there until 1895, and during the time he formed the acquaintance of most of the prominent men tint eh country, whether in business of in politics. Hiss little book shop on one of the side streets as a gathering place of personages, and though his stock was small it contained the special sort of books they were interested in.

When Anglim arrived in Washington he had little money, as the result , it was said, of rascality on the part of a former associate,.  Therefore his headway was not rapid. But Scotch tenacity and close application soon improved matters, and in twenty-three years he succeeded in building up the great business now known as WH Lowdermilk & Co, and of which John T. Loomis is the present managing partner.

When Mr. Anglim began he found that notwithstanding that they were easily found, no one was paying any attention to the collecting of Government publications, even those connected with the earliest history of the Government, especially such as were first issued in Washington; and he say that here was likely to be a fruitful field for business, as few if any of the great libraries had many of them. That he acted wisely has been demonstrated many times in the history of the house he found its business in this direction has been enormous.

Anglim was very eccentric and temperamental , and though not and educated man in the modern sense, he had that saving grace of the more intelligent and successful of the old book dealers – a fine intuitive faculty. One who knew him most intimately, because connected with him in business , said of him: “He could scent a valuable literary item without effort. He was extremely pleasant and attracted men to him, and hew as the best salesman I ever saw; but he had s absolutely not business capacity; he was entirely without system and an easy victim for all sorts of  swindlers.”

Col Lowdermilk Takes Hold

This latter condition led to his entering into a partnership with Col Lowdermilk, in 1879, and thereafter Anglim gave less attention to business minutiae. He could not bring himself to conducting a business systematically, and this brought a  disagreement with his partner and finally led to his selling his interest to Col. Lowdermilk and Lohn T. Loomis in 1895. in 1895. Almost immediately Anglim sailed for his old home, where being an old home, he lived until death. Mr. Loomis had been for sometime in the store, having begun in 1885, and has had a continuous connection with the business ever since.

After the partnership dissolved, the company became known as W.H.Lowdermilk and Company, of Washington, D.C. The Lowdermilk book store continued to operate in Washington, DC, until it  closed and the building replaced by a Metro subway station in the 1970s.
