ACT

In order to arouse Rosina’s interest, Count
Almaviva has hired a band of musicians to
play an “ Aubade,” which he sings beneath
her window. It fails to awaken her and he
pays off and dismisses the playvers. Figaro,
a fashionable barber, appears and Almaviva
confides that he can get no response from
the lady in the house. Figaro explains that
she is jealously watched by her guardian, Dr.
Bartolo, and never allowed out even into the
balcony.

Rosina, however, does appear at her
window for long enough to drop an en-
couraging note to * Lindora,” the poor
student that she imagines the Count to be.
Figaro suggests that as he has the freedom
of the house as barber to the doctor, the
Count might stimulate his powers of in-
vention with a tip, which he does. This
gives rein to the idea of his entering the
house disguised as an inebriated soldier in
search of a billet, and the Count agrees that
this is an excellent plan.

ACT II

Rosina is writing another letter to ** Lin-
dora ™ when Figaro arrives to attend Dr.
Bartolo, whose shaving-day it is. Rosina
enlists his help and gives him her letter to
pass on to its destination. Don Basilio
arrives to give Rosina her music lesson but
is drawn into committee by Bartolo, who
has decided that he must marry his wealthy
ward immediately.

Being suspicious, he cross-examines her
closely regarding the quill pen and writing-
paper, and she leaves the room in a temper.

The Count now forces his way into the
house as planned, and demands to be billeted.
The Doctor finds an exemption-certificate,
and orders him out of the house. An up-
roar follows and culminates with the arrival
of soldiers under a sergeant who try, but fail,
to exert control.

ACT 111

The Count makes another attempt to
communicate with Rosina by pretending to
deputise for Don Basilio, and is giving Rosina
a very creditable “singing” lesson, during
which they plan to elope the same évening.
Basilio himself unexpectedly arrives, but is
got rid of as appearing to have scarlatina.
Then, in an unguarded moment, Bartolo un-
masks the ** deputy music-master™ and
drives him out of the house as well.

A thunderstorm gives temporary relief,
during which the Count returns to abduct
Rosina by way of the balcony. In the
meantime, however, Bartolo has convinced
her that the Count 15 an impostor, whose
intention is to hand her over to a *‘real”
Count, so that she rejects him forthwith and
agrees to marry the Doctor nstead.

Just i9 time, though, she discovers that
Count Almaviva and “Lindora" are one and
the same person and so she decides after all
to become his Countess.
